WITH RIFLES.

DUEL

Michael McGowan Killed in a Duel Near
New Orleans.

NEw OrLeaxs, La., April 4 —News has
reached here cf a fatal duel with Win-
chester rifles on Turnbull's Island, at the
mouth of the Red river, yesterday mern-
ing. The pricipals were Michael Mec-
Gowan and Andrew Kirk, both citizens
of West Melville.

The duelists, together with a number
of their friends, crossed the river at38
o'clock and the distance of ene hundred
yards was measured off and the men
placed back to back. When the signal
to turn was given, McGowan fired, but
missed Lis adversary. Kirk calmly lev-
eled his ritle and taking deliberate aim,
shot McGowan in the head, the ball enter-
ing near the left eye and coming eut at
the right ear. The wounded maz fell to
the ground and expired almost instantly.

The sheriff had learned of the inten-
tion to fight a duel and had followed the
party. Ile reached the scene in a few
minutes after the shooting and arrested
Kirk and the seconds. The cauge of the
duel dates back about two years ago.
Kirk was engaged to marry a young lady,
but on account of slanderous stories
circulated about him the engagement
was brokeun. Ie accused McGowan of
being the author of the stories, and bad
bloed between the men has existed since
that time.
