The following proclamation of the
President convening the U. S. Senate in

extra session was issued on Saturday last :

A PROCLAMATION '

Whereah, Objects of interest to the
United States require that tho Senate
Bhould be convened at an early day, to
receive and act upon such communica-
tions as may be made to it on the part of
the Jixecutive; JNow, therefore, 1 Chester
A. Arthur. President of tho United
States, have considered-i- t to bo my duty
to issue this, my proclamation, declaring
that an extraordinary occasion requires
the Senate of the United States to con

vene, for tho transaction of business, at
thecapitol, in tho City of Washington,
on Monday, the 10th of October next, at
noon on that day, of which all who shall
at that time be entitled to act as mem-

bers of that body aro hereby required to
take notice.

Given under my hand and tl. j seal of the
United States, at Washington, the 23rd
day of September, in tho year of our
Lord one thousand eight hundred and
eighty-one- , and of tho independence of
tho United states the one hundred and
sixth.
