gources 13 of 1 per cent.

Section 6 was also adopted, repealing
any limitation of or exemption from
taxation.

PARTY CAUCUSES.

Friends of the Lease Bill in the Senate in
Conference—Report of Joint Committee
on Education—Fussell’s Efforts to Settle
the Judgeship Squabble.

(Special to The Messenger.)

Raleigh, N. C., February 2.—The
special committee of the senate on the
lease memorial and bil! met this even-
ing and unanimously signed a report
exonerating the board of directors of
the North Carolina railway from any
and all charges which were made re-
garding their action in leasing the

road to the Southern. The committee
then took up Senator Grant's substi-

tute lease bill. Four of the six com-
mitteemen voted to report it favorably
| tomorrow morning, and two others
' asked to be allowed until that time to
make up their minds.

It is stated tonight that seven popu-
list senators will vote for the substi-
tute bill of Senator Grant regarding
the lease of the North Carolina rail-
way. Governor Russell requested the
populist majority caucus to confer with
him tonight and this was agreed to.
The conference was on the lease mat-
ter. ad

The joint committee on education
this evening decided to favorably re-
port a bill giving the seven colored
state normal schools $4,000 more an-
nually, also a bill to give $100,000 ad-
ditional to the public schools, this to
go to townships which by local taxa-
: tion ralse an amount equal to the
amount the state allows. The com-
mittee reports $195,000 on hand of the
educational fund, of which $30,000 is
cash and $165,000 bonds.

Governor Russell is reported to be
endeavoring to induce Representative
Sutton of Cumberland to be raillway
commissioner, 80 he can appeoint
Walter Henry judge.

The populist caucus met at 8 o’clock
It was really a senate caucus of ad-
vocates of the lease bill and Senator
Moye of Pitt, says it was attended by
all the bolters, all straight populists,
save Maxwell, who is out of the city,
and by three republicans.

AN ATTACK ON CAP' L.

HOW THE “STAMP ACTI" CLAUSE

And so this extraordl-
nary section appears in the “machin-
ery act” introduced last night by the
committee. The chairman of the house
branch says plainly that the commit-
tee ordered this part stricken out, yet
there It is in the act. The editorial in
Senator Butler's paper concludes:
“Capital is an arrant liar, and never
tells the truth when it is simply trust-
ed. In order to wring the truth from
capital it must be made to show some
evidence of its statements. Truth must
be forced out of it and hence we favor
the above suggested plan.”

The same paper says that ‘“‘unless
in ten days there is an almost miracu-
lous change, the record of this legis-
lature will be nothing—absolutely
nothing—and it will be the pleasure of
the people to see that such a crowd
is never again sent here to make laws.

Bill Declaring War Iatrodnced in #he
House — Senate Commiitee Consid'rs
Cuban Affairs Paramouant to All Other
Legislation  Questioa of Lee's Resigia-
tiom —Congratulations to the Consul Gen-
ernl.

i held a special meeting this morning for

diate ielease of Julio Sanguilly, an
Amrican citizen now confined in pris-
on in Cuba. This meeting Wwas forced
by the attitude of the members of the
commitiee on appropriations who
through Chairman Allison, gave notice
yesterday afternoon that all business
must give way to appropriation bills.
The committee on  fors=igm rejations
believes that the situation in Cuba de-
mands the attention of the senate fully
as much as do the appropriation meas-
ures, especially in View of the treat-
ment of Sanguilly and the repeated
violations of the trealy righis of Amer-
jcans in the island. The case was carv-
fully discussed this morning and the
committee reached the unanimous con-
clusion that the senate could afford to
wait no longer for Spain to Keep her
promise made to Secretary Olney 1o
release Sanguilly and the decision was
reached to insist upon the considera-
tion and passage of the resolution lo
the opposition of appropriation meas-
ures and everything else. _

The report that Consul General Lee
had been given his passports by the
Spanish authorities in Ccuba caused a
flutter at the senate end of the capi-
tol. where the action of the senate com-
mittee on the Sanguilly case ha:s reviv-
ed interest in Cuban affairs. Senators
are guarded In thelr utternaces, pre-
ferring to awal! some confirmation of
the report before committing them-
selves to statements that were on the
tip ends of thelr tongues. It is not be -
yond the truth to say that a very con-
siderable portion of the senate hopes
the report is accurate, for they say that
nothing short of an overt act on the
part of Spain sufficient to compel this
government to assert itself will bring
the troubkle on that island to an end or
bring about the protection of American
citizens. )

The house foreign affairs committee
this morning agreed to a substitute for
the severa' resolutions that had been
referred to it, calling upon the president
for all the information not previcusly
sent to congress bearing upoen the ar-
rest, imprisonment and treatment of
American citizens in Cuba. The sub-
stitute was adopted without division.

The statement was made upon the
floor of the house today upon the au-
thority of a prominent southern con-
gressman, that Consul General Lee had
recigned his oftice. The congressman
stated that he had seen the dispatch
from the consul general at the state de-
partment and that Secretary Olney had
requesed that official not to press the

| resignation, until after the expiration

of the present administration. The dis-
patch in question was recelved at the
state department either Tuesday night,
or Wednesday morning.

Government officers however, contin-
ue to deny the truth of the statement
that General Lee's resignation has been
received at the department of state. It
is not denied that there has been fric-
tion between General Lee and the de-
partment, but confidence Is expressed
that General Lee will be found at his
post up to and including March 4th,
It is said that in cabling the depart-
ment last week in regard to the Ruiz
and Scott cases, General Lee closed as
follows: “If I am not supported my
usefulness here will end and [ had bet-
ter be re-called.” This, it is thought,
may be the dispatech from which the
resignation stories have arisen,

Mr. Sulzer, of New York, offered in
the house, a bill “declaring war he-
tween the kingdom of Spain and her
colonies, and the United States of
America, and their territories.”” The
measure reads as follows:

“That war be declared to exist bLe-
tween the Kingdom of Spa.n and her
colonies and the United States of Amer.
ica and their territories; and that the
president is authorized to us«e the whole
land and naval force of the United
States to ecarry the same into effect,
an< to issue to privately armed vessels
of the [Tnited States commissions or
letters of marque and general reprisal,
in such form as he may think proper
and under the seal of the UTnited States,
against the vessels, goods and effocts
of the government of the sard Kingdom
of Spain and the subjects thereof”

The measure was referred to the
committee on foreign relations.

New York, February 25 —The follow-
ing is a copy of a cablegram sent to
General Fitzhugh Lee today:

The Cretan Situation More Complicated,

Canea, Crete, ¥Nebruary 27.—The
Greek steamer Theseus has been seiz
ed by a British torpedo boat belonging
to the United fleet while attempting
to land provisions and munitions of
war for the Greek troops at Platania.
Three members of the Greek chamber
of deputies, M. Papakianas, KEspanis
and Razelo, were on board the cap-
tured vessel.

A sharp fight took place yesterday
between Moslems and Christians near

Retimo. The Moslems were repulsed
with small loss,
London, February 27.—The Sunday

Sun has a dispatch from athens say-
ing that 100 Moslems were killed in 2
‘battle that occurred yesterday near
Retimo. The dispatches adds that the
Moslems retreated, leaving the Chris-
tians masters of the field.

Athens, February 27.—In view of the
fact that the chamber has not been in
session for some days past, the l:ad-
ers of the opposition met today and
signed a protest, which was prezented
to the King. The protest declares that
the crown is entitled to act alone in
such a case as the present, and if -
does not act the opposition cannot bd
answerable for the situation.

Canea, February 27.—Colonel Vassos,
the commander of the Greek army . of
occupation, has promised to use his in-
fluence with the insurgents at Selino
to obtain the release of the Moslems
who are besieged there. The result is
awaited with anxiety, as the continued
confinement of the Moslems is causing
dread of reprisals,

London, February 27.—The Observer
will tomorrow publish a dispatch from
Paris saying that alarming rumors are
in circulation there. If thess rumors
are true they show that the situation
is extremely grave. Two of the rumors
receive credit. One of them concerns
Russia’'s attitude toward the policy of
Greece, an attitude which, apparently,
nothing will mitigate. The other is to
the effect that the Dragoman attach-
ed to the Russian embassy at Con-

stantinople has notified the porte that

Russia will occupy Armenia if hostili-
ties break out.
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
