Republican Senators Hold a Caocu They
Do Not Know How They Stand in That
Body They Decide to Go Slowly.

r "Washington, March 6. The first cau-

cus of the senate of the Fifty-fift- h con-

gress, was held this afternoon. It was
not productive of results. After a dis-

cussion of one hour and a half, during
Which Senator Allison, of Iowa, was
made the caucus chairman, and Senator
.Wilson, of Washington, re-elect- ed cau-
cus secretary, a resolution was adopt-
ed authorizing the chairman to appoint
a committee of seven, of which he, him-
self, is to be the head. This committee
is known as the committee on "the sit-

uation."
The discussion this afternoon, while

largely informal in character, developed
the fact that the republicans are not
agreed as to where they stand, or how
they will stand, when the membership
of the senate is completed by the elec-

tion of senators to fill existing vacan-
cies in Oregon and Kentucky.

Senator Aldrich, a member of the
steering committee of the last senate,
started the discussion with the state-
ment that the caucus should decide
whether it would at this time appoint
a committe to fill the vacancies in the
senate committees, or whether it would
appoint a politictl committee similar to
the steering committee of the last ses-

sion. Senator Aldrich, who had given
the situation in the senate very careful
consideration, was inclined to go slow,
and suggested that it would be wise
for the republicqans to know their
strength befort inserting it. This sug-
gestion appeareti to meet with the com-
mendation of the other leaders in the

Senator Proctor said there could be
no doubt that the republicans would
have a majority in the senate,, with the
casting vote of the vice president. He
asserted that a republican would be
sent from each of the states of Oregon
and Kentucky. Inasmuch as this
makes a total of but forty-fou- r votes,
and forty-fiv- e are necessary to tie the
senate on a full vote. Senator Proctor
was asked where he proposed to get
that one vote. He evaded the question,
and the conversation became general.
It is said that no names were mention-
ed, but the intimation was very strong-
ly conveyed that Senator Kyle would
supply that vote. Senator Kyle is the
populist recently re-elect- ed from South
Dakota by the solid republican vote,
after the greater part of his own party
had forsaken him. Should he vote with
the republicans, and should they get
two votes from Kentucky and Oregon,
(Vice President Hobart would be in a
position to cast the deciding vote on
all contested questions.

The action of Governor Bradley, of
Kentucky, in appointing Mr. Wood to
succeed Mr. Blackburn was commented
upon. It was conceded that this ap-
pointment would be contested and that
"the credentials of Mr. Wood would be
sent to the committee on privileges and
elections, where a fight against him will
be inaugurated. The decision of the
senate in the Mantle case was also al-

luded to, and the predictions made that
in view of this decision Mr. Wood would
hardly be permitted to take his seat.

Senator Hoar took the ground that
the Kentucky case was controlled by
the decision in the Blair and Bell cases
from New Hampshire, a decision which,
he observed parenthetically, ought to
have been respected in the considera-
tion of the Mantle case. For this rea-
son it was believed by many that no
senator rrorn Kentachj irouid ! po
mitted to take his seat until elected by
the legislature. The Oregon case also
came in for some discussion, Senator
Proctor making the statement that the
governor of that state would also ap-
point a senator.

In view of all these facts it was
agreed, that it would be the part of
wisdom to move slowly, and a resolu-
tion offered by Senator Cullom, and
modified at the suggestion of Senator
Hoar, was agreed to, providing for the
committee heretofore indicated. This
committe will confer with the demo-
cratic leaders in an endeavor to ascer-
tain the "situation," and will report to
another caucus, which will be held Tues
day.

Greece Decline to Evacuate Crete.
'Athens, March 8. Noota.Nothina

more than a summary of the reply of
Greece to the ultimatum of 'the powers
is obtainable up to this hour, but the
following is a correct outline of the let-
ter as delivered 'to the foreign repre-
sentatives today:

The note says that Greece, in con-
forming to the wishes of ithe powers,
recommended that the Cretans accept
certain reforms, but the Moslems ren-
dered their reforms Impossible, and
Greece was, therefore, obliged to in-
tervene to protect a sister nation.

An autonimous administration for
the island, the note says, does not con-
stitute a solution of the difficulty and
the Cretans reject it. Greece, the note
says in conclusion, is willing to accept
the decision of the Cretans as to
wnetiher they desire autonomy or an-
nexation. The recall of the Greek fleet
and troops would be a signal for fur-
ther excesses in the island, in the face
of winch Greeks could not remain in-

active. Therefore, the recall of the
fleet and troops is impossible.

Washington, March 8. The senate as

sembled at noon and as soon as Fri-
day's journal was read a messacre in

The senate then proceeded to the
consideration of executive business rd
at 1 o'clock p: m., adjourned until Wed-
nesday.

but not fatal shooting affair occurred
early this morning at the corner of
Pickett and Henry streets, North. Dan-
ville, tn which. Bruce T. Adams, a
young married man, was shtot three
times by Wallace Riley. Both the par-
ties are white operatives of the River-
side mills. The two men met this
morning, and, as 'the result of a quar-
rel, in which a woman is said to be
concerned, Adams, it is alleged, attack
ed Riley, knocking him down. Riley
thereupon drew a 32 --calibre revolver
and fired four shots at Adams in rapid
succession and at close range. One bul-
let entered the right breast and passed
out under the arm; another passed
through tha left thigh, the third en-
tered the left hand and the fourth
punctored Adams' coat. None of th
wounds are dangerous. The merits of
the controversy have not yet been
made known. Riley is out under J200
bond.

Of
course motions to adjourn and motion
to reconsider were each time voted
down, the majority having thirteen ma-
jority. Hut strangest of all the ruling
was the one that this motion to recon-
sider the vote to adjourn was "new
business," which therefore permitted a
fresh motion to adjourn.

The men In the chair would recognlre
no member of the majority r make
anv motion whatever except at. mid-
night Saturday night, to move to ad-

journ until 10 o'clock this morning.
Yesterday afternoon some republicans

called on Speaker Hih-ma- and told
him he must lw in his chair today or
else run the risk of Impeachment. He
said he was siclt and was thrvateivil
with penumonla. This morning early
he said he expec ted to have to go to the
hospital. Hut Saturday afternoon and
evening he was several times in the
governor's oJhee. and it was in the lat-

ter that the entire plan to defeat the
majority of the house was concocted.
