What Was Done a: the Special Meeting
Yeste~day--The Amendment to the Chart-
er Accepted—The Old Officers Elected—
Report of the Committee As to the In.

T cendiary Fires—To Advertise the City.
The chamber of commerce held a

gpecial meeting Thursday afternoon at

2:30 o’clock, President James H. Chad-

bourn, Jr., pregiding and Colonel John

I.. Cantwell, the secretary, being at

his post.

President Chadbourn stated that the
meeting had been called to adopt the
amendment made by the recent legis-
fature to the charter of the chamber,
to elect officers and to transact such
Jdther business as may come up for at-
tention. He called upon the legislative
committee to report with reference to
the charter.

BEugene S. Martin, Esq., made the
report for the committee, and read the
act amending the charter. He explain-
ed that it was necessary for the cham-
ber to adopt the charter to make it
operative., The act, as follows, was
read by Mr. Martin and upon his mo-
tion, was adopted:

An Act to Amend Chapter Seventy-
tthree, Laws of Eighteen Hundred and
Bixty-six, and Sixty-seven, Entitled
“An Act to Incorporate the Chamber
of Commerce of the City of Wilming-
ton, North Carolina.”

The General Assembly of North Car4
olina do Enact:

Section 1. That section one of chap-
ter seventy-three (73), private laws of
eighteen hundred and sixty-six and
sixXty-seven (1866 and 1867) entitled ““An
act to incorporate the chamber of com-
merce of the ¢ity of Wilmington, North
Carolina,” ratified the twenty-fifth day
of February, eighteen hundred and
sixty-seven (1867) be amended by in-
serting the word “perpetual” before the
word “succession” in line nine of said
section one (1), and by striking out the
words “and so continue for the term of
‘thirty (30) yvears” immediately follow-
ing the word “succession” in said sec-
tion.

Seec. 2. That it shall be lawful for the
said corporation to borrow money and
to make, negotiate and dispose of its
promissory notes, drafts or bonds given
for money borrowed or given in liqui-
dation of any debt due or owing by
said corporation and to secure the pay-
ment of any such obligation or obliga-
tions, by mortgage deed of trust or
pledge of any or all of its property and
franchise,

Sec. 3. This act shall be in force from
and after its ratification.

Ratified this 5th day of March, 1897.

President Chadbourn announced that
the election of officers for the ensuing
Year was in order and called Mr.
George Harriss to the chair. Mr. Har-
riss took the chair and called for
nominations for president.

Mr. W. M. Cumming nominated for
president Mr. James H. Chadbourn, Jr.,
who has so satisfactorily filled that
position the past year.

Colonel Walker Taylor seconded the
nomination and said it afforded him
great pleasure to do so, and to say
that whatever success the chamber has
achieved is largely due to President
Chadbourn.,

Mr. N. Jacobi also seconded the
nomination and moved that the rules
be suspended, and that the secretary
cast the unanimous vote of the body
for Mr. Chadbourn. The motion was
carried.

The secretary sald a very pleasant
duty had been imposed upon him, and
complimented President Chadbourn for
his zealousness and the ability with
which he has discharged his duties. He
then cast the unanimous vote of the
body for President Chadbourn.

The nomination of a first vice presi-
dent was declared in order.

Mr. Chadbourn said the success of the
chamber was notsdue to himself alone,
but to the efficient help and support
given him by the first vice president,
Colonel Walker Taylor. He, therefore,
desired to nominate Colonel Taylor for
first vice president.

Mr. James C. Stevenson seconded the
nomination and said Co, Taylor was a
man of characteristics, and that all he
undertook, either in business, politics or
church, was done well. He was very
zg&lous in all-his work. A vice presi-
dent is generally a figurehead, but such
has not been the case with Colonel
Taylor. Mr. Stevenson sgaid he con-
gratulated the chamber upon having
two such efficient vice presidents as
Colonel Taylor and Mr. W. E. Worth.

Captain James 1. Metts seconded the
nomination and moved that the secre-
tary cast the unanimous vote for Col-
onel Taylor. The motion was carried
and the vote was so cast.

The nomination of a second vice
president was declared in order.

Mr. Jacobi said he took great pleas-
ure in nominating Mr. W. E. Worth,
who had been zealous in his work for
the chamber, and had served it so well.
The nomination was seconded and Mr.
Worth was unanimously elected.

The nomination of a secretary and
treasurer was declared in order,

Mr. Jacobi said he desired to nomi-
nate the present excellent, efficient and
zealous secretary and treasurer, Col-
onel John L. Cantwell, who, he hoped
would continue on occupying the posi-
tion which he has so acceptibly filicd
BO many years.

Mr. Chadbourn said it afforded him
much pleasure to second the nomina-

well for his efficiency, and said he had
been zealous and faithful in the dis-
charge of his duties, having recorded in
the past year eighty-seven pages of
minutes and written 3,000 communica-
tions and notices. He =aid this would
make Colonel Cantwell’'s twentieth
year as secretary of the chamber, and
the body should be congratulated upon
having his long and efficient service.

Mr. H. C. McQueen inquired, if under
the amendment to the charter,
competent to hold the election of
officers at this meeting.

President Chadbourn explained that
the by-laws provided for the election of
officers at the annual meeting, which
wasg held on the first Thursday in
March, and said that the election was
postponed from that meeting to this,
which was practically a continuance of
that meeting.

Eugene 8. Martin, Esq..being called on
for an opinion, said he thought the elec-
tion would be competent.

On motion of Colonel Taylor, Mr.

Jacobi cast the unanimous vote for
Colonel Cantwell as secretary and
treasurer. Colonel Cantwell thanked

the chamber for this evidence of renew-
ed confidence.

The nomination of an executive com-
mittee being the next in order, the fol-
lowing gentlemen were nominated by
Captain H. K. Nash, and were unani-
mously re-elected: Messrs George
Harriss, James F. Post, Jr., Colonel
Thomas Evans and Colonel F. W.
Kerchner.

On motion, the president was author-
ized to appoint a committee to audit
the books of the secretary and treasur-
er.

Mr. Harriss asked to be relieved of
the chair and First Vice President Tay-
lor then presided.

Unfinished business and committee
reports were called for.

Mr. W. E. Worth, of the special com-
mittee appointed to investigate and re-
port as to the water pressure at fires
and the recent incendiary fires in the
city, submitted the typewritten report
of the committee, On motion the
chamber approved the report and in-
structed the committee to present the
report to the board of aldermen.

On motion of Mr. C. E. Borden, a vote
of thanks was extended to the com-
mittee for its labors and excellent re-

port.

Iredell Meares, Esq., presented the
name of W. B. McKoy, Esq., for mem-
bership in the chamber, and he was
unanimously elected,

The secretary read the followiag let-
ter and it was placed on file:

It was stated that Mr. Albert Chenis
representing the Manuafcturers' Rec-
ord, of Baltimore, was in the city in
the interest of a special advertising
edition of his paper, and on motion Mr.
Chenig was invited to come before the
chamber and explain ‘the nature and
purpose of the edition. Mr. D. C. Love
introduced Mr. Chemis, who fully ex-
plained the matter. He said arrange-
ments had been made with Vice Pres-
ident St. John, of the Seaboard Air
Line, to get out 10,000 copies of a ‘‘Spe-
cial Seaboard Alir Line Supplement”
of the Record, containing a write up of
the resources of the country and cities
along the Seaboard Air Line and the
territory tributary to it.

Mr. Chenis said it would be
advantageous for Wilmington ‘to be
represented in this edition, and sug-
gested that it would be a good idea for
Wilmington to expend some $200 in
this connection.

Iredell Meares, Esq., spoke well of
Mr. Chenis’ proposition and called at-
tention to the far reaching value of
advertising. He said he h~d sent soma
of the maps of our river, harbor and
vicinity to a gentleman in Chicago,
and one of them was returned to him
from a gentleman in Boston making
inquiries about Wilmington. Another
had come back from London, Eng,
with inquiries.

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HOTEL ON THE BEACIL.

A Well Enown Charlotte Hotel Man Pro-
poses to Join Our Citizens in the Erec-
tion of a Commodious Hotel at Ocean
Yiew—It Will Have Sixty-Five Rooms
and Will Open This Season.

The people of Wilmington and the
thousands of people who visit Ocean }
View beach during the summer will be
gratified to learn that there is every
probability that a nice hotel will be
erected on the beach in time to be
opened the approaching season. The
Messenger so stated last Sunday and
we are now at liberty to say mare
about the enterprise.

Mr. Geo. R. French, president of the
Wilmington Seacoast Railroad Com-
pany, has been in correspondence with
Mr. Geo. Campbell, of the Central ho-
tel, of Charlotte, with reference to the
matter. The correspondence resulted
in a visit 'to our city by Mr. Campbell
who came down on Tuesday and re-
turned on Wednesday. While here Mr
Campbell conferred with the president
and directors of the Wilmington Sea-
coast Railroad Company and propsed
if they would interest themselves in
organizing a stock company to build a
hotel and would raise half the stock
he would take the other half and take
the management of the hotel in hand.

The conefrence between Mr. Camp-
bell, President French and the di-
rectors resulted in an eunderstanding
that gives every promise that the hotel
will be built. It is propnsed to build
the hotel on the site of the Brown bath
house, which is one of the most elligi-
ble locations on the beach. Plans for
a sixty-five room hotel building were
secured from Mr. H. E. Bonitz, the
architect, and were examined and dis-
cussed by Mr. Campbell and the others
interested. Some changes were made
in the plans, and Mr. Bonitz will have
the new plans ready in a few days. The
parties concerned in the enterprise will
then take some definite action.

The cost of the hotel will be from
£10,000 to $£20,000, as may be decided
upon, and the plans for the hotel will
be such that the building can be added
to whenever it becomes necessary.

Presiden't French tells us that the
hotel will be a creditable and commo-
dious one. The railroad company will
not be concerned in the enterprise but
gentlemen connected with the com-
pany will take individual interest in it.
He thinks there is no doubt that our
citizens will at once raise the amount
of stock expected from them.

Mr. Campbell is an experienced and
successful hotel man and one of the
best known in the south. A man of his
standing and enterprise will be worth
a great deal in building up our beach,
and it is hoped the schente for thd hotel

will be consummated as early as pos-
sible. We are informed that when the

plans are agreed upon, the building
can be erected in sixty days and be
ready for this summer’s business.

We take the following from yester-
day's Charlotte Observer with refer-
ence to this matter:

““Mr. Geo. Campbell, of the Central,
returned from Wilmington yesterday.
He arranged while there to open a ho-
tel on the beach this summer. This will
be good news to Charlotte people, for
it will glive them an outlet, from in-
land, highland points. Mr. Campbell
will run his beach hotel as an annex,
as it were, to the Central. He will, na
doubt give his personal management
to the hotel.”

The State Charities.

‘One of the most reprehensible acts
of the recent legislature, and there were
enough in all conscience that will be
long remembered, was their interfer-
ence with the charitable institutions
of the state. There was not a whisper
of discontent with their management
heard in any quarter, the officials were
kind and considerate to the patients
and no one questioned their competen-
cy. They understood thoroughly the
condition of every one of the unfortu-
nates who are under their charge and
yet they are to be removed from office,
solely because some hungry members
of that conglomerated party which un-
fortunately now controls the state are
hankering after “pie” and must have
it or die.

It is a shame that these institutions
should be dragged into the cesspool of
politics, and cruel as it is shameful. In
1876 when the democrats secured the
control of the state they found a re-
publican at the head of the oldest and
largest of these institutions of charity
and they refused to remove him,on ac-
count of his long experience and fa-
miliarity with the duties of the pgsi-
tion, although there were many thor-
oughly competent applicants for the
place. They argued that polities should
have nothing to do with state charities
and that a change of officials, simply
for political reasons would not be con-
tenanced. They felt that their first
duty was for the benefit and comfort
of those helpless beings who were shut
out from the world and who were
familiar with their keepers and had

learned to love them, and that to put
strangers in their places would be an
act of cruelty if not of barbarism, and
no change was made.

It has been reserved for the present
regime to institute a mnew order of
things, to care less for suffering hu-
manity and more for the howlers for
“pie.”” It is to be hoped that the clam-
orous hyenas will be gorged after
awhile,
