Washingtan, April 21.—United Statesx
Consul General Lee has advised the state
department from Havana that the S8pan-
Ish authoritles there have released one
consignment of Cuban tobacco for ship-
ment to a4 New York firm.

The state department has taken up the
caus< of the importers, hut was obliged to
contine the ir demands to allowance of the
shipment of tobacco actually bought or
contracted for by Americans before the
decree went into effect. Tobaceo released
now is that which was actually pald for
before the decree. As ta that only con-
tracted for it appears to be doubtful
whether it can be released through the
efforts of the state department. The
Spanish contention is that they have a
full right to stop all exports, leaving to
the aggrieved importers in the United
States only a claim against the persons in
Cuba who have broken their contract,
which claims may be prosecuted In the
Spanish courts. The position of our gov-
ernment is that under the treaty of 175,
our merchants have the right, unrestrain-
ed by war, to bring away their effects,
holding that in this view tobacce may be
