Five llundred Fishermen Drowned
Victoria, B. C, June 9. Meagre par-

ticulars were brought by the Empress
of Japan of a disaster which befell the
fishermen of the Chusan archipelago,
off the coast of China, On May 6th.
when all, or at least most of the fish-

ing boats were out on the fishing banks,
a terrible gale sprang up. Of the sev-

eral hundred boats out at the time,
very few returned and it is estimated
that some five hundred men lost their
lives. The storm was one of those sud-
den ones for which the coast of China
is noted and the fishermen had no
chance to seek shelter. Their life boats
were smashed to atoms and they were
left to fight a hopeless battle with the
merciless waves.

The storm, swept over the entire
Arhipelago, which extends across the
mouth of Hanchow bay, on the east-
ern coast of China. Several large junks
were lost, in which scores perished.

Senator Bacon became impatient at
one point over frequent Interruptfcms,
the last one coming from Senator Caf-fer- y.

"I think the senator has enough
to do to answer the questions address-
ed to him yesterday by the senator
from Massachusetts as to sugar," an
swered Senator Bacon sharply. The
senator went on to say that the objec-
tionable feature of the tariff in the
past had been its sectionalism and its
discrimination of one part of the coun-
try against the other; but the demo-
cratic platform, recognizing a revenue
tariff, insisted that it be free from sec-
tional benefits and that there be per-
fect equality in burden wr in benefit.
This was the only "new Evangel to
which the senator from Missouri had
referred.

Senator Gray asked if Sentor Bacon
believed in a tariff for revenue only.

Senator Bacon answered that "be be-
lieved in a tariff "for revenue," but
not a tariff "for revenue only." He in-
sisted that the tariff platform of the
Chicago convention did not contemplate
revenue duties which utterly ignored
questions as to the justice or Injustice
of the duties toward sections or classes.
He insisted that the fundamental prin-
ciple of the democratic party was to
restrict the tariff tv revenue purposes
and in imposing it for that purpose to
give equal benefits and equal burdens
to all sections.

In closing Senator Bacon referred to
statements that his tariff views were
shaped by the interests of bis own
state. He was not, he said, indifferent
to the fact that his people might be
benefitted or injured by the character
of the rates imposed. As it was recog-
nized that the country was to have a
revenue tariff bill, he intended to see
to it that his state received an equal
share of its benefits, in the words of
the Bible, "the man wlio does not care
for his own household is worse than
an infidel."

Senator Stewart, of Nevada, created
amusement by declaring that the hair
splitting and distinctions between a
revenue tariff and a protective tariff
were 'all "tweedle dee and tweedle
dum." He had followed this subject
for thirty years and he did not under-
stand this new language relating to
the tariff. The Georgia senator (Bacon)
was right, Senator Stewart said, in see-
ing 'that his state should receive the
same benefits as other sections. "What
are we here for?" asked Senator Stew-
art vehemently.

"T get the offices," suggested some
senator jocularly, in a stage whisper.

"No, not all of us," continued Sena-
tor Stewart. "We are here to represent
out constituents and see our states
have equal rights under the tariff and
all oher laws." He insisted that it was
time the raw materials of the south
and west received equal benefits with
the manufactured products of New
England.

The discussion had evidently aroused
much feeling among senators and this
was given expression soon after Sena-
tor Caffery began speaking. He said
the position of Senator Bacon had been
clearly exposed as one favorable to
protection for interests of his own
state, with revenue as a mere incident.

"How about sugar," inquired Sena-
tor Bacon mockingly. Very deliber-
ately Senator Caffery answered: "Twice
the senator declined to answer my
questions and now I decline perempto-
rily to yield."

"I accept that status between us,"
answered Senator Bacon.

"You made the status yourself," said
Senator Caffery.

"It is a very great deprivation," con-
tinued Senator Bacon in mocking
tones, "but I will endeavor to bear it
with equanimity."

Senator Caffery was soon interrupted
with another inquiry as to sugar, this
time from Senator McLaurin, demo-
crat, of South Carolina. The galleries
were much amused and Senator Caf-
fery said: "I see that the bad prece-
dent set by the senator from Massa-
chusetts (Hoar) to put me in a bole, is
being followed by my associates on
this side of the chamber."

"Before you are out of the hole," in-
terjected Senator Hoar.

The vote w'as then taken on Senator
Bacon's amendment placing raw cotton
in the bill at 20 per cent, ad valorem.
There was great interest in the vote as
it became evident that republican sen-
ators were voting in the affirmative.
It resulted yeas, 42; nays, 19.

Paragraphs 226 to 228 inclusive,
(macaroni, oats and oat meal) were
agreed to as reported.

When the rice paragraph (229) was
reached. Senator Allen, populist, of
Nebraska, took occasion to spak sar-
castically of the differences among
democratic senators as to what consti-
tuted democratic doctrine. These sen-
ators, he said, should go into caucus
and endeavor to arrange Some line of
action on which they could proceed to-
gether.

Throughout this -- discussion the ten-
dency on the democratic side, he said,
was to abandon the tenets of democ-
racy and adopt the plan of every man
for "himself and the devil take the
hindmost.

Bill by Senator Cannon and Sappoted by

Dlacnas the Democratic Attitade on
Tariff Question-Litt- le PrograM on tbo
Tariff Bill.
Washington. June 9. Consideration ot

the tariff bill was resumed at 12:15 o'clock
p. m. No mention was made as to the
time of taking up the sugar schedule
and the debate proceeded on the agricul-
tural schedule.

On the rice paragraph. Senator Allison,
In charge of the bill, withdrew the com-
mittee amendments reducing the house
rates, leaving the house rates to stand.

Senator Mills, of Texas, moved to strike
out the entire rice paragraph and substi-
tute a new one placing a uniform duty
of 40 per cent, ad valorem an all grades
of rice: rejected yeas. 19: nays. 40. Five
democrats Senators Bacon, Clay. Mc-
Enery, McLaurin and Tillman and four
populists Senators Aflen, Butler. Heitfeld
and Stewart, voted with the republicans
in the negative. The rice paragraph was
then agreed to as it came from the house.

Rye and rye-flo- ur were agreed to as reported.
Paragraph 2C1. on tapioca, had been

struck out by the senate. On the ques
tion of agreeing to this chance SenatorRawlins, of Utah, took the floor to an-
swer Senator Vest's statement yesterdav.
that a "new Evangel" of democratic doc-
trine was beinc proclaimed by certain
democratic senators. Senator Rawlins
said he had been a member of the com-
mittee on resolutions and platform at theChicago convention, presenting that tariff
clause which had been under discussion.

Senator Lindsay, of Kentucky, platform
in hnnd. interrupted to ask Senator Raw-
lins, since he presented the tariff clause,
why the good old democratic word "only"
after "tariff for revenue" came to be
omitted.

Senator Rawlins reviewed the course of
the democratic party in early tariff legis-
lation. The essential principle of this was
that all burdens and benefits should be
borne equally. This was no new Evangel,
no vile reptile, or rattlesnake, as Senator
Vest had characterized it. and there was
no need of any democratic senator in-
voking the Almighty against such doc-
trine. It came to democratic senators
pure and undefined from the democratic
lathers, and he would support it.

Senator Mills severely arraigned the bill
as a class measure designed to build up a
vast fund for distribution among the
beneficiaries of the bill, and at the ex-
pense of the "forgotten man." the tax
payer, lie indirectly criticised those
democratic senators who voted for the
amendments to the bill putting a tax on
cotton and other articles, contending that
their course was a radical departure from
the tenets of democracy. He closed with
an ominous prediction that the abandon-- ,

mcnt of democratic .simplicity would
bring forth, out of the dark, some his-
torian to write the chapter on the "de-
cline and fall of the great American peo-
ple."

The senate amendment was then agreed
to, striking out the house provision on
tapioca (231.)

Senator Vest moved to strike out the
paragraphs (232 and 233) placing a duty
on wheat at 23 cents per bushel and on
wheat flour at 25 per cent, ad valorem;
rejected yeas, 15: nays, 3T. Four demo-
crats Senators Bacon, McEnery, Mc-
Laurin and Tillman and two populists
Senators Allen and Heitfeld voted with
the republicans in the negative.

The paragraphs on wheat and wheat
flour were then agreed to.

Senator Cannon took the floor to speak
on his amendment, but yielded a moment
to allow Senator Thurston, of Nebraska,
to present what he termed some evidences
of "returning prosperity" in the shape of
some editorials from Nebraska newspa-
pers showing a general revival of busi-
ness.

"Is not the Wilson tariff law still on the
statute books?" asked Senator Gray,
democrat, of Delaware.

"It is but It is expectation of the pas-
sage of the pending measure," replied
Senator Thurston, "which is causing this
revival."

Senator Berry, of Arkansas, asked to
have read a statement recently made by

Wanamaker about the de-
plorable condition of affairs.

Senator Cannon objected, saying amid
laughter, that It wTftild be cruel. Inhuman
and unjustifiiable to have Mr. Wana-maker- 's

statement injected at this point
of the proceedings.

After some further cross firing. Senator
Cannon proceeded with his speech. He
denounced the pending measure os gross-
ly and palpably inequitable, because it
compelled the sale of the products of the
soil in the lowest market of the world
and the purchase of manufactured articles
In the highest market. To the original
doctrine which contemplated the protec-
tion of manufactures he still subscribed.
The trouble was that agriculture, which,
at the beginning, was ready to support
the manufactures struggling for existence
had fallen far in the rear. The only
ground upon which the doctrine of prote-

ction-could stand was that it protected
the labor of this country from the wolvlsh
pauper labor of the world. But how could
anyone contend for protection to the labor
of the shops and mills and deny it to
the labor of the fields? The farmer com-
peted with the world.

Senator Cannon said he hoped that it

The Amendment of Senator Bacon, rfGeorgia, Making the Duty Twenty PrCent, Hotly DUcnwed-Oppos- ed by Many
Southern Senators Adopted by the SolidRepublican Veto Assisted by Six Demo,
crats.
Washington, June 8. By the decisive

vote of 42 to 19, the senate today
adopted an amendment to the 'tariff
bill placing raw ootton, the great pro-du- et

of the sou'th, on the dutiable list
at 20 per cent, ad valorem. It is the
first time in the history of tariff legis-
lation that a. duty on cotton has been
incorporated in a bill. The amend-
ment was proposed by Senator Bacon,
democrat, of Georgia, on his individual
responsibility and without the approval
of the finance committee, which thus
far has been requisite to the success
of every amendment except a, minor
one which went through by default.

The amendment led to a spirited de-
bate, democratic senators disclosing a
wide difference of views and at times
exchanging sharp personal criticisms.
On the final vote six democrats-Senat- ors

Bacon and Clay, of Georgia;
McEnery, of Louisiana; McLaurin an'd
Tiilman, of South Carolina, and Raw-
lins, of Utah, voted with the republi-
cans for the Bacon amendment, while
the negative vote was solidly demo-
cratic, with one exception Kyle, pop-uils- t.

The debate on cotton took up most
of the day and but little progress was
made on the bill.

Early in the day the sugar schedule
was passed over and the agricultural
schedule taken up. Less than two
pages were disposed of during the day.
The paragraph on cattle went over,
but the balance of the agricultural
schedule up to and including para-
graph 228 was agreed to as reported,
all amendments except that of Senator
Bacon's being rejected.

When the tariff bill was taken up,
'at 12:20 o'clock p. m., Senator Allison,
of Iowa, requested that the sugar
schedule be passed, stating that it
would be considered tomorrow. The ag-
ricultural schedule being next in or-
der, a number of amendments were
offered by democratic senators, but all
were rejected until Senator Bacon of-
fered his amendment, to be known as
paragraph 2254, 'placing a duty of 20
per cent, ad valorem on raw cotton.
Senator Bacon said the omission of this
article from the dutiable list was a
violation of the principle of the dem-
ocratic platform that tariff taxation
should 'be so imposed as to discrim-
inate against no section. The tariff as
a whole fell like a dead weight on the
producer of cotton, raising the price
of all articles essential to bis use, and
yet on his article of production, raw
cotton, he Was "left in the lurch." Last
year the statistics showed that 55,000,-00- 0

pounds of cotton were imported
into the United States valued at $6,-000,0- 00.

The arrivals of foreign cotton
were increasing constantly. Senator
Bacon said he addressed himself par-
ticularly to his democratic associates.
Why should cotton be excluded from
the benefits 'cf a revenue duty if all
other agricultural products were to
have the benefit of such duty. Under
the rule of consistency there should be
a unanimous vote in favor of a duty
on cotton.

Senator Piatt, of Connecticut, whio
was in charge of the bill pending Sen-
ator Allison's absence, indicated a
readiness for a vote favorable to the
amendment and Senator Chandler, re-

publican, of New Hampshire, added:
"We are just dying to support the sen-
ator's amendment."

Senator Chilton, democrat, of Texas,
said the amendment would not raise
the price of cotton. According to the
Georgia senator (Bacon), there would
'be no diminution of the importation of
Egyptian cotton, so that the only ef-
fect would be to give additional reve-
nue on cotton without taking away
the competition from foreign cotton.
He said it was impossible to increase
the price, of cotton by a tariff so long
'as it 'was necessary to find a market
for the surplus of American cotton, as
was now the case, in Liverpool lor in
any other foreign market. It was with
cotton as with wheat the foreign price
would fix the domestic price. Hence
the only result would be to increase
the price on cotton goods.

Senator Vest said the amendment
Would be adopted as it was in the line
of increased rates of duty and would
receive republican support for that rea-
son and because It was calculated to
cause dissension in the democratic
party. He claimed that 'the addition of
the 20 per cent, provided would simply
add that amount to the finished pro-
duct. He took issue with Senator Ba-
con on the contention that the amend-
ment was in line with the platform at
Chicago, "If," he said, "I had thought
the platform meant what the senator
from Georgia says it does, I would not
have toucbed it any more than I Would
have touched a rattlesnake, knowing
there was no whiskey within a hun-
dred miles. God help us if the new
Evangeli is to prevail." He expressed
surprise at Senator Bacon's statement
that the cotton manufacturers needed
assistance. He said it had generally
been understood that the cotton manu-
facturers were exceptionally prosper- -
ous.

In conclusion Senator est saia mat
he had. as a southern democrat, always
pointed with pride to the fact that cot-

ton was admitted free of duty, as
showing the democratic consistency in
supporting free raw materials. Hence
his disappointment that this amend-
ment should be proposed by a southern
senator, as it would justify and open
the way for a duty on Wool, lumber
and all other articles classed as raw
materials. "Indeed," he exclaimed, "it
leaves us naked and without argu-
ment."

Senator Jones, of Arkansas, also op-

posed the amendment, in an incisive
speech. He agreed with Senator Vest
that the republicans would support the
amendment in the hope of creating
dissension in the democratic party and
added that they also would support it
for the purpose of securing an excuse
f;r increased compensatory duties on
cotton manufactures. He argued that
the small importations could not af-
fect the price of the entire domestic
crop and said that the duty would
only"add to th price of ctotton- - sgsowdsl
