The country is safe. When as bla-
tant and severe a paper as The New
York Evening Post comes around
enough to deal in moderation with the
south as 'to anything, and particularly
as to negro lynchings, it looks as if the
political millenium  was just ahead
when peace and good will would flour-
ish for once in this land of the spoils-
men and the party boss. In consider-
ing the lynching of the salacious negro
brute at Urbana, Ohio, McKinley's own
state, and Mark Hanna's too, The Ev-
ening Post says:

“It is easy for a fair-minded per-
son to understand the wave of passion
which sweeps over the whites of a
southern community when an atrocious
outrage is committed by a black man;
and one does not wonder that the
whites, who are often in a minority of
the population, should feel that a terri-
bhle lesson is needed to prevent the rep-
etition of the crime. But such con-
giderations do not apply to Urbana or
the county in which it is located. The
region is just west of the centre of
Ohio, and of the 26,980 people only 1,511
are negroes.
