solvency to any property assets upon
which the note Issues are based. These
latter assets are as good as gold or silver
coin when the money volume is just in
proportion to the demand, as in such case
all exchangeable things are in demand at
prices which really make them preferable
to money (i. e., the ultimate coin), as
attested by the easy and ready exchange
of them far money. They possess then a
convertible solvency, or a solvent con-
vertibility, that answers every require-
ment of safe banking, either as security
for the notes, or for loans of these notes;
and the banks do a safe and useful busi-
ness that contributes largely to the con-
venience and prosperity of the community.

The safety of the country lies in the

enactment of good laws and their faith-
ful administration. Every energy of the
good citizen should be devoted to making
the laws what they should be, and to
making their administration as perfect as
human limitation will allow. Every ex-
cursion outside of the law every resort
to what we have heard called "natural
justice" is an admission that our scheme
of government by law has failed, and a
concession to the idea that government
should be by men and not by law. If we
permit the punishment of criminals to
become the duty of irresponsible mobs,
we ought to be prepared to expect a com-
plete breakdown of our system of govern-
ment.

A FIGHT IN OIL TRADE.

A Savanali Firm Enters the Southern
Field.

Savannah and several other: neigh-
boring cities will shortly have competi-
tion in the oil business. The Dixie Oil
Company has been organized, and will
shortly begin business. The oil com
pany is a branch of the.S. P. Shotter
Company, of this city, and will be con-

ducted as such.
Since the Tidewater Oil Company

went out Of business the Standard Oil
Company has had the field all to itself
in this territory, and the natural sup-

position, when it was announced that
the Dixie Oil Company would enter
the field, that it was for the purpose of
bucking the Standard. Mr. S. P. Shot-
ter, who was seen yesterday in regard
to the matter, said that such was not
the case.

"So far as any direct opposition to
the Standard Oil Company or any oth-
er individual oil interest is concerned,"
said Mr. Shotter, "such a rumor is ab-
solutely without foundation. There are
hundreds of large dealers in petroleum
in this country who have no connec-
tion with the Standard Oil Company.
It is true that in this particular mar-
ket and in some other sections of the
south, they have a very large propor
tion of the trade. Our ideas are ex
ceedingly modest and moderate and
very little of this business will satisfy

I

us. We certainly do not intend to
place ourselves in a position of wrhat is
called 'bucking the Standard.' In fact,
so far as I know their specialty is re-
fined oils, whereas we propose to turn
our attention more to lubricating oils
of the. very highest type. We believe
that there is a good demand for first-cla- ss

goods without regard to cheap-
ness of price, and it is g xds of that
character that we propose to place on
the market. We have been, led into
this business through the fact that we
have in the south Atlantic and gulf
states seven offices already established
in mir rpa-nin- r naval stores business '

and we can do a moderate oil business
at these points without any addition to
our fixed charges, and at the same
time employ a certain amount of idle
capital which the existing dullness of
trade does not employ in any more fa
vorable direction."

The Shotter company has offices in
Wilmington, . Charleston, Savannah,
Pensacola, Mobile and New Orleans
and an office will probably be estab-
lished at Jacksonville. The oil com
pany will similarly have establish
ments at each of these places, but the
business of the company will be con--
ducted by the forces of the Shotter
company. While giving attention
chiefly to lubricating oils, the Hluml- -
nating business will not be neglected,
and the local trade in each of the cities
named will be looked after in the same
manner as it is at present supplied by
the Standard. Oil will be keDt in tanks
and supplied to the trade by tank
wagons. i

"We already have the largest rosin
oil plant in the world at our works
here," said Mr. Shotter. "Our tanks
there will be used for the storage of
petroleum and other oils and other j

tanks will be added as needed. Ware- -
houses have also been secured for
storage purposes. Petroleum will be
brought down by schooner. While the
Standard company controls about 80
per cent of the wells in the Pennsylva- - ,

nia oil region, tne otner per cent.
