WAIVED EXAMINATION.

Ed Purvis, the Mulatte Tramp, Charged
With the Murder of Flagman Biackwell,
up for Examination at Dunn Yesterday.
Sent Back to Jall at Fayetteville.

Ed Purvis, the mulatto tramp, ar-
rested on suspicion of having murder-
ed Flagman Blackwell last Sunday
morning at Mingo water tank, on the
“Short Cut,” in Harnett county, was
carried before a magistrate for exam-
ination yesterday morning at Dunn,
the county seat of Harnett. He walved
examination and was committed to jall
without bond. He was carried back
to Fayetteville and will be confined in
jail until the Harnett county superior
court convenes on the first Monday in
September.

'Ix‘)he Fayetteville Observer of Wed-
nesday says:

“Sheriff Pope, of Harnett, will arrive
this afternoon and tonight he will car-
ry Ed. Furvis, the suspected murderer
of Flagman Blackwell, and Nero, the
principal state’s witness, 10 Dunn,
where the preliminary trial will prob-
ably be held tomorrow.

“Some very damaging evidence has
just developed against Purvis. It is as
near as possible as follows:

“Sunday afternoon Mr. J. L. Graddy
was on his farm near the Atlantic
Coast Line bridge, which crosses the
Cape Fear, when two tramps, one a
bright mulatto and the other black,
approached him and asked him for a
watermelon. He told them to go up to
his house and tell one of the boys to
give them one,

The mulatto then asked Mr, Graddy
if he had heard anything of the shoot-
ing affair near Dunn Saturday night.
He replied that he had, and from a
number of questions the fellow asked,
he became suspicious of him, especially
as the man was ringing wet, evidently
having recently swam the river.

MT. Graddy had just directed the
men to his house, when a train was
seen coming towards them and then
both men fled, taking opposite direc-
tions. (This was the train -with the
posse and blood hounds from Florence
which had been searching for the mur-
derer.)

“Mr. Graddy hastened into town and
notified the authorities that he had
seen what he suspected was the mur-
derer of Flagman Blackwell. A num-
ber of men were immediately sent in
search, but the men could not be found,
This morning Mr. Graddy went into
the jail, to see if the man held there
was the same one he had seen. As he

approached the big cage in which the ;

cells are, the prisoners were bunched
in the corridor, and Mr. Graddy peep-
ing through the steel bars, at once
picked out Purvis as the man with
whom he had talked Sunday afternoon.
He is positive of the identification.”

THE NEXT CAMPAIGN.

‘The Republican Managers Making Prepa-
rations for the Campaign jn those Statcs
Which Have Elections This Year.

Chicago, August 23.—National re-
publican managers are preparing for
campaligns in half a dozen states, where
local elections are to be held this fall.
Henry C. Payne, national executive
«committeeman from Wisconsin;
Charles G. Dawes, of Illinois; Colonel
W. A. Rand, of Wisconsin; E. V. Smal-

ley, of the National Sound Money
League; George E, Roberts, of Iowa
and S. A. Perkinson, private secretary
of Senator M. A. Hanna and assistant
secretary of the national republican
committee, are in the city and two
conferences have been held with Sec-
retary M. G. Dowling, secretary of the
National Republican League, regard-
ing the policy of the various state cam-
paigns in which the election of a
United States senator is at stake.

Two informal conferences have been
held, which were participated in by
Henry C. Payne, Colonel Rand, Charles
G. Dawes, Secretary Perkins, of the
College League and Secretary Dowling,
at which Mr. Dowling's plans for
league work in the various states
where state campaigns are on were dis-
cussed. The conference at which the
plans of the league will be determined
will take place as soon as Major
Charles Dick, of Ohio, secretary of the
republican national committee, arrives.
Mr. Dick stands very close to Senator
Hanna and will represent the national
chairman in the conference. One fea-
ture of especial moment in the con-
ference will be the Ohio campaign. The
situation in Ohio is a peculiar one, and
the desire of those high in the councils
of the party is that no mistake shall
be made. What part, if any, the Re-
publican League will take in the elec-
tions in Virginia, Iowa, Xentucky,
Maryland and Massachusetts, will also
be determined on at the coming meet-
ing. The question as to the propriety
of the league renewing the relations
with the national committee, which
were so effective last year in the na-
tional ecampaign, is also an important
one.

Early in July Secretary Dowling and
General McAlpin, who was at that time
president of the league, perfected an
arrangement with Chairman Hanna
which practically placed the league in
the relative position of an auxiliary of
the national committes, but under its
immediate direction.

New York, August 22.—The stc*k
market today shook itself free from tae
heavy restraint which was imposed
upon it during all of last week and
bounded wupward again. Today the
large dealers who threw their hold-
ings upon the market last week to real-
ize, bought back stocks in enormous
volume and brought the level of the
market about up to that of last Mon-
day, when the rise seemed to have cul-
minated. That great money interests
in today’s buying was shown by the
heavy blocks of stocks that changed
hands and the extensive buying of
bonds. There was one order for any
part of $1,000,000 of a bond which is a
favorite in the speculation at present.
The houses which had withdrawn from
the market last week and had joined
the selling movement toward the latter
part of the week were out in full force
again in the market today. It was
more than a movement of the large
dealers to buy back at the lower lever
what they had sold.

The move for the abandonment of the
bear movement and the resumption of
buying was a growing scepticism re-
garding the reports of reduced spring
wheat crop in the northwest. The enor-
mous liquidation in the wheat market
gave confirmation to these doubts. The
continued rise of wheat in England and
on the continent, on the other hand,
was continuing evidence of the foreign
need for wheat and gave assurance of
great freight traffic to the seaboard to
transport the grain and back again
to transport the merchandise which the
farmers profits would buy. The
strength of corn and cotton in London
also alded the stock market. The fact
that foreign houses sold grain in the
market and that purchases for export
were largely curtailed@ did not pre-
vent the sterling exchange market from
weakening 3gc for actual rates of both
long and short sterling, the former
selling to 4.83% and the latter to 4.85%%,
This reflects the warning influence of
the measures taken by the Bank of
England to defer the movement of gold
to this country and was a strengthen-
ing factor in the stock market. The
grangers and all grain carrying roads
led the improvement, Burlington lead-
ing with 23§ per cent. The Vander-
bilts’ and southwestrens, the Gould
stocks and International shares were
all very strong and active and few fail-
ed to show a net improvement of at
least a point. The anthracite coal
shares, especially the Reading issues,
were also active and strong.

Realizing sales caused
a sharp slump after the opening, but
the demand was always good and when
in the last hour New Orleans sent
heavy buying orders here prices ade
vanced rapidly and with surprising
easie, January opened at 7.03, declin-
ed to 6.95, rallied to 7.02, again declin-
ed to 6.95 and then rapidly advanced
