According to Lord Kelvin, there are
only 200,000 tons of fuel in the world
for each person alive today. This
alarming fact is pointed to by Chair-
man Dingley as his reason for the in-
creased tax on coal, but Dingley falls
to tgke into account the unlimited sup-
plies of heat in another and lower
world which should be of personal in-
terests of the robber barons.

Ex-Governor Flower thinks that the
trusts should be let alone because they
have lowered prices. His argument, in
its last anaylsis, is that anybody who
reduces the prices of commodities
should be pardoned for corrupting leg-
islatures and destroying competition
by <questionable and sometimes by
criminal devices, such as the Standard
Oil people and the Tobacco trust have
sometimes employed. The trusts are
criminal conspiracies in their essences,
in their conception and in their meth-
ods of procedure. Even if they reduced
the price of all the necessaries of life,
as they do not, it would still be im-
politic to condone their crimes against
morality and against the equal liberty
of all citizens. Price is not to be con-
sidered in competition with liberty. The
negro slave was doubtless better fed
inan many a free workman, but slavery
was justly condemned, nevertheless.—
New York World.

The Boston Advertiser secems to be
getting a glimpse of the real situation
that now threatens to impose itself on
the country shouid silver, as Mint Di-
rector Preston boastfully predicts—fall
to 40 cents an ounce. Our contemporary
notes that there is now about $3,600,000,-
000 of legal tender silver in circulation
in the world, the bullion value of which
has decreased more than 50 per cent.
gince 1873, and =ays that if silver con-
tinues to decrease in value, this vast
amount of money now current at its
face value must either take on the
form of token money or circulate at its
bullfon value. The Advertiser goes on
to say that probably the great commer-
cial nations of the world would be glad
to see some miracle by which silver
would be restored to the value which
it had three decades ago. The difficulty
about this is that the men who do the
financial thinking of the commercial
nations of the world are the very men
who are largely responsible for the
gradual demonetization of silver.—At-
lanta Constitution.

Nevertheless, the gold monometallic
hypothesis as concerns the money of
the civilized world amounts to some-
thing wvery much like this, nonsense
though it be. Gold is the money of
final redemption. All the business of
the nation is transacted upon the basis
of the yellow metal. All the commer-
cial paper is drawn against it. All
debts are supposed to be discharged
and all balances to be made good in
gold. And yet, if the United States
government could not, as The Enquirer
shows, redeem more than 10 per cent.
of its obligations in gold today, how
much less could the gold supply of the
world meet the paper now current and
theoretically redeemable in that metal?
The simple fact of the matter is that
our “‘circulating medium” is upon ex-
actly this “flimsy foundation,” and
that the financial system of the world
is similarly established and conducted.
The monometallists have discarded sil-
ver and made gold the only money of
final redenmption; yet there is not
enough gold in sight at this moment
to pav 6 per cent. dividends on the
drafts that have been drawn against it.
This is what Mr. Cleveland calls “‘sound
finance,” and perhaps it is. The silver
dollar is worth only 43 cents—intrinsic-
ally—they say. Well, what then, meas-
ured by the same sfandard, is the gold
man's paper dollar worth?—Washing-
ton Post.

Matthew Moseley, son of Tully, was
born in Princess Anne county, Va., No-
vember 9, 1755, and moved to Dobs,
now Lenoir county, N. C., January 22,
1777, and married Betsey Herring, Jan-
uary 14, 1783, and died October 26, 1820.

Betsey Herring, daughter of John
Herring ana grand-daughter of Joshua
Herring, of Lenoir county, was of Irish
extraction, and was born September 15,
1762, and died October 4, 1812,

William Dunn Moseley, the fourth son
of Matthew and Betsey Moseley, was
born at Moseley Hall, Lenoir county,
February 1, 1795. He attended school
at Spring Hill academy, in this county,
nrdaer the tutelage of Joseph Eliot, and
a: .re age of 20 entered the sophomore

class in our state university and grad-
uated with honors, in 1818, of which
class were James K. Polk, afterwards
president of the United States; William
M. Green, late bishop of Mississippi;
Hamilton C. Jones, author of “Cousin
Sally Dillard:” Rev. Robert Hall Mor-
rison, Hon. Hugh Waddell, John
(“Ghost”) Eliot and other distinguished
names.

He was a tutor at Chapel Hill for a
while and trustee of the university. In
1819 he commenced reading law under
Wm. B. Meares, of Wilmington,and ob-
tained license in 1820.

On May 23, 1822, he married Miss
Susan Hill, a daughter of Colonel
Thomas Hill, of Wilmington, one of the
oldest and most respectable families
on the Cape Fear.

He represented Lenoir and Greene
counties in our state senate in 1829, and
: continued until 1838, He was speaker
of the senate from 1832 to 1835. The
whigs had a majority in the senate in
1836 and elected his old classmate, Hon.
Hugh Waddell, speaker. They had a
majority again in 1838 and zlected Col-
onel Andrew Joyner speaker. He pre-
sided over the senate with such dignity
and satisfaction that he was defeated
for governor by only three votes.

In 1837 he was a candidate for con-
gress in the New Bern district, but was
defeated by Hon. Charles B. Shepard
by seven votes, on account of his oppo-
sition to a bank of the United States.

In 1839 he moved to Monticello, Flor-
ida. In October, 1844, he was elected
senator for the territorial council for
the middle district of Florida. On
March 3, 1845, Florida was admitted as
a state in the union, and on May 26th
of that year he was elected the first
governor of the state by a large major-
ity over the Hon. P. K. Call, the gov-
ernor of the late territory.

After his retirement from the guber-
natorial chair in 1849 he moved to Pa-
latka, Fla., where he lived in retire-
ment until his death in 1863.—Kinston
Free Press.

Late New Inventions
Ordinary tumblers and cups can be
changed into ordinary mustache cups by
a new device which is formed of a protec-
tion plate to rest on the top of the rim

of the tumbler, with adjustable metal
strips to surround the glass and hold the
shield in positicn.

A newly patented railroad locomotive
has cog surfaces attached to the drive-
wheels, with an auxiliary cog-wheel
mcunted on the engine frame and re-
volved by a secondary steam-chest placed
above the usual one to assist in running
the engine,

Duplex penholders are to be placed on
the market with a casing which supports
two pen clips on opposite sides of this
tube, which can be slid into position al-
ternately by a ring outside the tube, thus
making one penhalder serve for black and
colored inks at the same time.

Ratchet wrenches are being manufac-
tured with an adjustable grip In one end
to fit any size nut, the grip being at-
tached to the handle by a double rachet,
which can be made to tighten or loosen
a nut by turning a ring on the handle to
throw one of the rachets into position.

To assist beginners in learning to ride
a wheel a steel yoke is clamped onto the
frame of the wheel back of the saddle
with the ends of the yoke extending down
nearly to the ground and carry a pair of
wheels which revalve whenever the rider
loses his balance and falls to one gide.

Ventilating fans for use on sewing ma-
chines have a light frame to be clamped
cn to the arm of the machine to support
a fan, which s revolved by a small fric-
tion wheel pressing against the balance
wheel, with the fan shaft geared to it at
right angles to fan a person sitting at the
machine.

When it is desired to use a serles of
books in turn without having them in
the way on a desk a new book rack will
be found useful, the device consisting of
a wheel hung on a horizontal shaft, in a
frame with_shelves pivated on the rim so
the rack can be revolved until the book
wanted is within reach.

To prevent the overflow of o0il from
lamps while filling a new ean has a
double nozzle, one tube of which enters
the top of the can to allow air to enter
until tha oil rises in the lamp to the end
of the nozzle, when the lack of air in the
top of the can causes a vacum and stops
the flew of oil.

A recently patented rudder support for
large vessels consists of a steel bar at-
tached to the back end of the keel and
extending beyond the rear of the ship,
with a hole drilled part-way through it to
receive the end of the rudderpost, making
it easier to remove or replace the rudder
than the old manner of haooking it fast.
