IMPENDING HORRORS OP ALASKA
New York Tribune.)

Weews ago, when the mad rush to
the Tukon river gold fields bega qng.tr
the Yukon gold fields were began
strong warning of the dangers of such
enterpdise was given. It was pointed
out that the stories of returning min
ers who had "struck it rich" were evi-

dently much exaggerated; that these
fortunate ones were a mere fraction of
the host that mad srone to the Yukon
the tihers probably having failed or
perished; that placer miners were of
alll least trustworthy for extended
yield and lasting value; that the cli
mate of that region was as rigious as
that of Spitzbergen, and the journey
thither comparable with a Polar quest,
and that an Indiscriminate rush
thither of inexperinced and ilprepared
men would be ominous of greater loss
of human life than gain of gold. The
warning was given, in the face of the
sensational heyday which acclaimed
the finding of a new Eldorado and a
new eathly paradise aomid the rocks
and glaciers of the Arctic wilderness.
It was we believe, heeded by many, to
the saving of their money, health and
lives. To what extent it was unheeded
by those made blind and deaf and reas
onless by the "auri sacra fames," the
ominous tidings of the day reveal.

Stories of "great strikes" have now
ceased. Instead we hear of hundreds
of fortune-seeke- rs stranded on mid- -
trail, unable to go forward or to get
back. At the Yukon itself there are
thousands of idle men who have failed
to get claims on which to dig for gold,
or employment from those who are
more fortunate. Already supplies of
food are"" running low. The reckless
visionaries, who a little while ago were
talking of railroads and trolley lines
to the Klondike, now find the trail
scarcely traveable by dog teams and
Indian guides. And winter has not yet
set in. In a few weeks the passes will
be filled with snow, and to get within
500 miles of the Klondyke will be as dif
ficult to cross mid-Greenla- nd or to ex-
ercise Franz Josef Land. And there
are thousand of men up there, without
houses , without fit clothes, and with
food not sufficient for half their num
ber. That, plain and unvarnished, is
the actual state of affairs today.

No wonder, then, that the very voices
which recently were crying "Ho, for
the Klondyke!" are now uttering warn-
ings, when it is too late, and are ac
tually begining to invoke relief from
the results of their own mad vaporings
Relief is alreody needed. It will soon
be needed on an erronous scale. And
no relief that can be given will be ade
quate ti the awful need. Seldom have
the materials for wholesale tragedy
been more surely gathered and dis-
poser to deadly advantage than this
yer on the upper Yukon. All that can
be done in rescue and relief should, of
course, be done, Just as we should save
from drowning the Idiot who rocks a
boat "for fun." But after all is done
the name of Klondyke will probably be
come as synonymous with famine, suf-
fering, and death as the most sanguine
prospectors ever hoped it would be
with golden fortune."

INOCULATION FROM STINGS.
(London Illustrated News.)

The interesting observations recently
recorded regarding the freedom from
the effects of mosquito bites and bee
stings which may be induced by pre-

vious injuries of this kind, demand a
word of notice. The idea implied by
this immunity is that previous bUes or
stings inoculate the blood with some
principle or "toxin" derived from the
poison, which in its turn protects the
body from fresh attack. An analogy
can be seen between this naturally pro-
duced immunity and that which is pre-
sented by the treatment of diphtheria
with the antitoxine of the disease. One
writer told his experience to the effect
that, being a beekeeper, he had never
suffered from stings after he had been
once very severely stung by a swarm.
Probably his system had become thor-
oughly inoculated by the big dose of
poison he then received. Of mosquito
bites the sarnie experience has been re-
lated. But what will be of interest to
'biologists is the recital of yet another
correspondent, that such freedom from
mosquito stings is not invariably met
with as a consequence of frequent bites.
It is an illustration of a law I have
never been weary of pointing out when
unreasonable people have argued that
because a process or treatment did not
act invariably and in all cases in the
same way it was therefore of no value
at all. The law I refer to is that which
teaches us that when we are dealing
with living beings we cannot expect to
find mathematical certainty in our re-
sults. ; Life Is f very different thing, in
all its variability, from mathematical
and exact calculations.

New York, October 6. The cotton
market developed marked improvement
in nearly all directions today. The
opening tone was firm, with prices
showing an advance of 1 to 4 points on
better cables and increased outside
speculative interest. There was a fur-
ther advance on free covering of shorts
and southern and Wall street buying.
About the middle of the afternoon there
was some liquidation that carried
prices off a couple of points from the
highest point on the more active posi-
tions, but as a rule the market closed
with the advantage strongly in favor of
the longs, with prices firm at a net ad-
vance of 5 to 7 points.

New York Stock Market.
New York, October 6. The bulls

maintained a waiting attitude for the
most part in today's market and the
bears were successful in shaking out
further stop loss orders and depressing
the general level of the market a furth-
er sharp fraction. There seems to be
long stock to sell and the bears are
thus encouraged to continue their ef-

forts. Where there is evidence of rea-
lizing they apply pressure by short sell
ing and so precipitate the decline to a
point where stop loss orders are added
to the weight of the market. The con-
sequence of the policy was very sharp
declines In the special stocks during
the day. Sugar, Chicago Gas, Manhat-
tan, Bay State Gas and the grangers
being the objects of most aggressive at-
tack. The lowest prices of the day
were made early in the final hour, but
the last half hour of the trading saw
a steady hardening of prices, which
materially reduced the net losses. All
the factors in the general situation in-

dicated continued increase in actual
values and ther was no assignable
cause for the decline except the exag-
gerated level of prices which has been
attained.

One of the features of the day was
the large buying in Pennsylvania and
a sharp rise in the price of stocks. The
announcement of the withdrawal from
the Bank of England of $500,000 in
American eagles for shipment to New
York had only a momentary effect in
steadying prices. This was the more
notable as the movement is considered
to be the beginning of a steady import
of gold. Sterling exchange sold at 4.84
today, that price being offered at sel-
ler's option for the rest of the month.
The ample supply of gold at present in
the country must be accepted as ac-
counting for the small effect produced
by the impending gold movement. The
New York clearing house banks now
hold $92,365,000 in specie compared
with $55,801,100 a year ago. The last
of the first lot of gold engagements in
Europe has arrived from Genoa and
been deposited to account of the im-
porters. Although the New York banks
have lost in the last two weeks $16,-603,3- 00

of their deposits, the specie in
the cash reserve has shown an actual

There are men in every quarter of
the Union who will regret to hear of
the death of Judge Constantine B.
Kilmore, at Ardmore, I. T. For eight
years "Buck" Kilgore was a notable
man at this capital. In person he was
the typical Texan. Above six feet tall,
above sixteen stone in weight, above
the average man in sincerity,
straight as an Indian and strong as
an ox, "Buck" Kilgore was a marked
man wherever he appeared. It was the
kicking down of the door leading from
the legislative chamber to the house
lobby that gave him notoriety. It was
characteristic of the man. He wanted
to go into the lobby, the messenger
shut the door in his face; he knew he
had a right to go into the lobby with
out asking the consent of Tom Reed
or any other man.

The blame thrown on Greece
for fighting seems on its surface justi-
fiable, but if the whole truth is ever
known, it will be found, it is said, that
Greece was warranted in expecting
that there would be intervention before
the hostilities became serious. The
king is confidently asserted to have
been misled by Russia. Greece fought
because of the massacres and outrages
'in Crete, and there is the best reason
for believing that had she not fought,
the powers would not have intervened
at all. The Cretan troubles, pure and
simple, have lasted for forty years,
and have never brought about any se-

rious action. New York Evening Post.

Iiebultal TlvMence in tho Luetgert Case
Chicago, October 6. The testimony

in the Luetgert trial today was more
interesting to the general public than
it has been at any time for the last
two weeks. The dry technical evidence
of the experts gave way to impeachment--

evidence offered by "the state
against the witnesses for the defense
who had stated on the stand that Mrs."
Luetgert had been seen in the vicinity
of Kenosha, Wis., within a few days
after the murder is said to have been
committed. Several of those who
claimed to have seen the woman
around Kenosha fared badly at the
hands of their neighbors, and Witness
Scholey, the principal witness for the
defense on the Kenosha story had his
character torn to shreds. One of his
neighbors who testified against him
said, he did not know what was meant
by Scholey's "veracity," but made him-
self clear in the next breath by ad-
ding: "I do know though, that Scholey
is no good."

Evidence was introduced to show
that Luetgert had not put any grease
or chipped bone into his vats for mak-
ing soap on the night of May 1st, as
his business partner, William Charles
'had testified, because it had all been
carted away on the morning before. It
was also shown that Luetgert had no
occasion to make any soap for when
the factory was seized by a deputy
sheriff several days after the murder is
said to have been committed, a great
many barrels of soap belonging to him
were found in the basement of the fac-
tory.
