BIMETALISsM ABROAD

There are so many adverse reports
as to the chances of bimetallism be-
yond seas and the steady spreading of
the gold standard among the peoples of
the earth, ‘that find their way. into
northern gold papers—and nearly all
dailies “up there"” are of that kind
and stripe, that it is hard to credit
any opposite statements that appear.
But if there is no chance whatever for
silver ever being restored as it is again
and again asserted with all confidence,
why does the fight against it continue
with such unabated vigor and perti-
nacity? If it is a ‘“‘dead-cock in the
pit,"”” why is Bryan the daily topic of
ridicule and censure by the organs of
monoply and plutocracy? Recently we
saw it stated that in the great “nation
of London,” as De Quincey called it a
half century ago, the money lenders
were in a high state of alarm at the
good prospects of bimetallism. Why
should this class of money holders and
grabbers feel really disturbed at such
a prospect if there was really no chance
for silver among the nations? We do
not know how it is, but as able and
well informed an editor as Mr. Wharton
Barker, of Philadelphia, recently said
in his great weekly, The American,
that there was no question of the fears
of the money-lenders and said:

“The fears of those who profit from
dear money, who cling to the gold

standard because it enables them 1o |
rob their debtors, fears that silver will

active work, without *“fusion” of

the metropolitan press everywhere, to
the money power. Ard as the alarm
of the money lenders grows so do the
hopes of bimetallism in England and
on the continent of Europe. * * *

So in the very midst of money lend-
ing London tentative steps for the res-
toration of bimetallism crop out there
is not only alarm but anger.”

While there is a considerable minor-
ity of money lenders in London, who
are not monometallists, we suppose from
indications that the majority who are
monometallic advocates are well scared
at the prospect of the final restoration
of silver to the money of the world.
When it will come is beyond the ken
of mortal,be he money king or money
lender. There may be said this with-
out possibly the chance of error, that
there is no possibility under the present
administration of the United States
ever being a party to an arrangement
for such restoration. The attitude of
Secretary Gage in the matter reflects
no doubt the views of McKinley. Gage
does not want and does not favor such
a consummation. His interview not
long ago as to the announcements
made about the intended action of the
Bank of England should clearly show
where he stands. He and Preston, the
director of the mint, are no friends to
silver or a possible Gimetallic confer-
ence,

Weyler to be Recalled
Madrid, October 7.—It is semi-offici-
ally announced today that Captain

General Weyler "will be recalled from
Cuba this month and that it is probable
the cortes will be dissolved in Decem-
ber and a new parliament convoked in
March.

Washington, October 7.—The state
department has not yet been officially
informed of the purpose of the Spanish
government to dissolve the cortes in
December, as indicated in Madrid ca-
blegrams. It was expected however
that it would be found necessary for
the cabinet to go to the country in
order to secure the support of a major-
ity for the liberal policy toward Cuba,
inasmuch as the present cortes has a
clear conservative majority whenever
that party’s elements can be brougt to-
gether. Disappointment is felt at the
remote date set for the convening of
the new cortes, for it is presumed that
any new programme for the settlement
of Cuban affairs must be ratified by the
cortes and if this is not to meet until
next March, the long delay, it is feared,
will give rise to irritation and perhaps
be beyond the powers of endurance of
the present administration. It is pos-
sible, however, that by a prompt decla-
ration of policy toward Cuba, couched
in such terms and made public in such
fashion as to bind the government be-
yond doubt, the delay will not be seri-
ous in results.

~ According to El Heraldo, Spain's re-
ply to the United States will point out
that if American interests suffer by
reason of the war in Cuba they (the
Americans) are themselves to blame
for it, inasmuch as the insurrection is
assisted from the United States. EI
Heraldo says also: *“We understand
that the government will expreas its
confidence that the new policy to be
pursued with regard to Cuba will pro-
duce a change in the attitude of the
United States.”

London, October 7.—The Madrid cor-
respondent of The Times referring to
the cabinet council today says: “The
cabinet was unanimous in the opinion

that the system of warfare in Cuba |

must be completely changed. Special
attention was drawn to the deplorable
condition of the sick and wounded sol-
diers now arriving. This aspect of the
case was considered at the direct in-
stigation of the queen regent. Regard-
ing the finances, although the optimist
views of the recent minister of finance
do not appear to have been justified, it
is believed that with prudence suffi-
cient resources may be counted upon,
at least until the cortes meets in the
spring, to authorize supplies.”

The Daily Mail's Madrid correspond-
ent sayvs that the premier announced
to the cabinet that the anarchists now
in prison at Fortress Montjuich, for
the bomb throwing outrage at Barce-
lona during the procession of Corpus
Christi, will be immediately sent into
exile or released.

Sneak Thieves Rob a Bank

Louisville, Ky., October 7.—A special to
The Post from Morgansfield, Ky., says:
Thieves entered the office of the Unian
County bank today during the lunch
hour and secured over $3,000 in currency
which had been left in the cash drawer.
When the bank officials returned they
found the drawer had been rifled. The
vault was closed and locked so that the
thieves had no chance toa get the money
in it without detection. The robbhers
made good their escape, leaving no clew
behind them.

NEGROES IN OFFICE

The President to Recognize the Negre as

the Main Factor in Soathern Polities

A Washington City special to The
Richmond (Va.) Dispatch of the 7fh

instant: saywn:

The appointment of a negro post-
master at Beaufort, 8 C., today is un-
derstood here to be a declaration of the
president’s policy In  dealing with
southern appointments. It means, sald
a prominent negro politiclan tonight,
that the negro is to be recognized as a
controlling factor in southern politics,
and it means more—to wit., that the
negro vote in Ohilo is to be placated, at
any cost, in the interest of Hanna's
election to the senate. Only Ohio peo-
ple stand any chance of appointment
at this time, and the Ohlo negro ls the
main factor in outside appointments,
where the contest is between white and
negro applicants for office. The appoint-
ment of Bamfield, a negro, as postmas-
ter at Beaufort, 8. C., today, was made
at the point of the bayonet. Bamfield is
a son-in-law of Smalls, a negro ex-
congressman from South Carolina,
and his appointment was directed by
the negro organization that threatens
Hanna's defeat in Ohlo.

Virginia and North Carolina are to
get a dose of the same medicine., A
prominent negro politician here said
tonight that the result of the Lamb
eonvention would be the suspension of
all appointments in the state, with the
understanding that negroes would be
appointed in proportion to the vote on
the state ticket after the election. The
Lamb people here are hilarious over
this phase »of the situation.
