I have hitherto said nothing for
publication in this case, except to
merely state that I knew the prosecu-
tion was actuated by malice and
hatred. It Is a family quarrel, aad the
public knows that they are the most
bitter disputes. I have heard every
sentence of the testimony given in the
case. Independent of the law, which.
In my judgment, does not class this
case as a probable forgery, and inde-
pendent also of the fact that, in my
opinion, it was error to admit testi-
mony on other matters which cannot
be directly conne?ted with the crime
set out in the indictment, I am clearly
of the opinion that several witnesses
and, indeed, all the real testimony
upon which the case hinged, had been
induced to testify for a consideration.

I am kd to this conclusion by the
demeanor of the witnesses while testi-
fying on the witness stand and by the
fact and circumstances connected with
their testimony, coupled with the fur-
ther fact that offers were made to oth-
er witnesses or their representatives to
pay money to them or be given lands
without the payment of money there-
after, provided they would testify
against the defendant, Mrs. Atkinson.

"The ev'dence brought out in this
trial also shows that Mrs. Atkinson,
prior to her marriage to Judge Cam-
den, received an anonymous letter
warning her not to marry said Cam-
den: that at the time the will of Judge

A CONFL GATINON AT DURHAM

Seven Tobacco Prize Houses and El&ht
Dwellings and Three and a Half Million
Founds of Tobacco Burned
Raleigh, N. C, October 14. The city

of Durham was today visited by the
most destructive fire in its history.
Seven four story wooden prize houses,
filled with tobacco, and eight dwellings
went up in smoke in the space of two
hours, anr at one time the Duke ciga-
rette factory was in great danger. The
total loss is $250,000 with $200,000 insur-
ance.

The fire orignated at 11 o'clock in the
roof of a building owned by H. J. Bass
& Co., and spread rapidly, enveloping
the whole block.

At 12 o'clock assistance was tele-
graphed for from here and a special
firemen's train was sent half an hour
later. When they arrived the fire was
under control.

The principal loss was sustained by
the American Tobacco Company.

Cisneros from the Case de Recoji- -
das, Havana, arrived in this city on the j

Spanish Line steamship Panama this
afternoon. He was met down the bay
by a number of newspaper men, and '

said:
"I was commissioned to go to Cuba !

'and deliver Senorita Cisneros from
the filthy prison. I started from New j

York August 28th, determined to free
the woman, though I did not see my
way clear as to the adoption of any
plan. After reaching Havana, many
plans suggested themselves to me, but
each one proved impracticable. I tried
to bribe the jailor or alcalde, but he
wanted $16,000 for the Job, and positive
assurance that he and his family could
get to the United States. This was too
rich a proposition for me."

Mr. Decker repeated the story of the
rescue from the jail as already told in
his dispatches and then related what
happened after the girl was out of the
prison. He said:

"When Senorita Cicneros entered our
shanty adjoining the jail, we let her
rest a few moments, and then took her
to a carriage waiting outside and drove
to the house of a friend. The friend
was holding a reception that night,
whic h was a part of the plan. The man
who drove the carriage was one of the
conspirators. Senorita Cisneros was
exhausted from excitement when she
reached the house, but she did not give
way. On Thursday morning she was
taken to the home of a friend where
she remained in secrecey until Satur-
day afternoon.

"To reach the steamer for New York
she was obliged to walk down Obispo
street, the principal thoroughfare of
Havana, at a time when the street
was crowded, and yet take her time,
and smoke a cigar. If she had skulked
about the back streets she would im-
mediately have been suspected. It was
over a mile from the house to the pier.
She had a passport made out under an
assumed name. All the steamships an-
chor out in the stream. Senorita Cis-
neros walked down from the house clad
as a ranchman, and my companion and
I followed behind. She sauntered along
leisurely and once in a while turned i
tt 1 . . , . . . . , . t P . . J 1 1 '
aiwui iu bcc it we were lunowing. w e
motioned her to go on. She grew more
confident as she went along, but we
could see that she was under a strain.
She got on the launch and we waited,
and when the launch, returned from
the vessel and she was not on it, we
knew that the scheme had worked like
a charm.

"The day after the jail break the
town was astir over the escape of Sen-
orita Cisneros. A house-to-hou- se search
was begun and would have been kept
up had not a telegram from Minister
Dupuy de Lome at Washington inform-
ed Weyler that the girl was on the high
seas and expected any day in New
York. Then Weyler was mad." He
threw the jailer, Jose Quintan, into
jail; whereupon the jairer told about
my attempting to bribe him. This, In
connection with the surmise of De
Lome, placed suspicion on me. I gave
it out that I was going to take a steam-
er for Mexico. There was only one
steamer leaving Sunday, and that was
a Spanish steamer. I waited for in-
structions from New York, and had al-
most made my mind up to start Sun-
day, instructions or no instructions.
My instructions came, happily. My
passport was made out in the name of
Karl Decker. In order to take the Pan-
ama Sunday night, and run the gaunt-
let, it was necessary to get my passport
vised and stamped with the seal of thesecretary of the captain general. I
knew that my passport would never be
signed and I learned that an,order for
arrest was determined on and that I
was to be arrested at 5 o'clock Monday
morning. I was in a bad pickle. I got
a glimpse of the writing of Senor Car-jov- al,

the secretary of Weyler, and
copied it so that I had it down. fine.
Then I forged the vis. signature. I de-
termined to do without the seal. At the
last moment I went to the wharf and
took the launch for the steamship. The
inspector looked at my passport and
asked where the seal was. I assumed a
nonchalant air as best I could and
told him that Senor Carjoval was at
the Ingleteere hotel, and having no
seal, he signed his name to a statement
saying it was all right. The inspector
'hesitated and showed the signature to
another Inspector, and he said it was
:all right, and I was sale.

"The Spanish authorities never
thought for a moment that I would
take a Spanish steamer. Nearly all
the Americans take the American line.
They did not think to guard the Pan-
ama and watch for me. They arrest
all prisoners at 5 o'clock in the morn-
ing. They were sure T would be in
town on Monday and they wrere fooled."

Senorita Cisneros received a number
of visitors at the Hotel Waldorf to-da- y,

among them General Julio San-guill- y,

President Fa ore Banqueted
Paris, October 14. President Faure

was banqueted this evening in com-
memoration of his recent visit to Rus-
sia, The entertainment took place In
the hall of the commercial exchange,
which was sumptuously decorated in
the president's honor. The table at
which Mr. Faure was seated was on a
dais and was covered by a canopy of
tawny velvet fringed with gold. The
banquet was organized by the mer-

chants and manufacturers of France of
whom there were about 750 present.
The president, escorted by a squadron
of cuirassiers, arrived at 8 o'clock, ac-
companied by the officers of his mili-
tary household.' He was received by
the president and members of the com-
mercial tribunal of the Seine, the cham-
ber of commerce, the banquet commit-
tee and all the cabinet ministers who
were in Paris. The president was con-
ducted to the table of honor, the band
playing the Marseillaise and the whole
assembly applauding.

Among those present were dozens of
deputies and all the leading merchants
of the republic. M. Goy, president of
the tribunal of commerce, who pre-
sided, toasted the president.

President Faure, in reply said: "I
am pleased to find myself in the society
of business men, where I can rely upon
a friendly reception, by virtue of my
own origin, of which I am always
proud. Let me tell you how deep was
my emotion wrhen Paris declared the
patriotic satisfaction which the entire
nation felt at the consequence of the
words exchanged between the Emperor
and its president. I repeat, in order to
place the country face to face with its
responsibilities, that it is owing to its
great wisdom and political spirit that
the democracy is able to rejoice at the
results obtained. It has known how to
prove that the republican institutions to
which it is unalterably attached, guar-
antee peace at home and insure abroad
that continuity - of views, Intentions,
failing which, nothing can be solidly
and durably established, an epoch, a
new beginning which will be prolonged
well beyond the end of our century.
It seems as if it ought to definitely fix
the destinies of the nations of old
Europe and determine their respective
positions in the worm." t

Here it was learned that the
man had drunk a quantity of lauda-
num, and as that did not kill him, he
commenced stabbing himself in the
throat. He had inflicted eighteen
wounds upon his neck and several upon
his wrists. He was taken to the re-
treat for the sick and it is now said
that his real name is Corbert, and that
he is from Brooklyn, N. Y., though the
physicians will not give his Initials and
address. It is stated from other sources
that the man is a contractor, and had
lost heavily in contracts and was much
involved, but would go back home and
fight the matter out. His wife has
been telegraphed for.

It seas learned definitely tonight that
the would-b- e suicide is George Coebert,
a contractor of Brooklyn. He says he
contracted for fifty houses in that city
and lost money on them. His physi-
cians say he will be well enough to re-

turn home the day after tomorrow.

Chicago, October 14. The flood of

oratory continued in the Luetgert trial
today and it will last for two days
longer. Attorney Phalen for the de-defen- se,

The
main point of his argument today was to
raise in the minds of the jury a doubt
as to whether Mrs. Luetgert is really
dead.

Vincent Insisted that the case was not
one for compromise verdicts. It would
jiot do to sentence the prisoner to the
penitentiary because it was just possible
that the woman might turn up some day.
If the jury believed that there was any
likelihood of her turning up at any later
day it was ituer business to acquit the
prisoner now. Mr, Vincent will speak all
of tomorrow.

RECIPROCITY COMMISSION

The President Appoints Hon. John A. Ka
son, of Iowa to Perfect Reciprocity Agree
meets Willi Foreign Countries Under the
New Tariff Act
Washington, October 14. The presi- - j

dent has decided to appoint a special
commissioner with plenary powers to
carry into effect the reciprocity pro-
visions of sections 3 an 4 of the tariff
act approved July 24, 1897. It was
found upon making an investigation of
the matter that the regular force of
the department of state is at present
so overcrowded with pressing busi-
ness that serious delay in carrying out
the expressed wish of congress would
inevitably follow, if in addition to the
usual routine work of the department,
its officers were required to perform
the special examinations and negoti-
ations essential to carry forward the
will of congress as expressed in the
sections above referred to. Moreover,
the pressure for early and consistent
action in the arrangement of measures
of reciprocity has been very great,
from foreign countries as well as from
our own citizens.

The interest of the president in reci-
procity is especially keen, and during
his connection with the tariff legisla-
tion of 1890, while chairman of the
committee on ways and means of the
house of representatives, the inclusion
of that law of reciprocity provision was
inclusive of his determination to foster
and promote American industry and

In view of these facts the president
has designated the Hon. John A. Kas-so- n,

of Iowa, as such special commis-
sioner, with Mr. Chapman Coleman, of
Kentucky, as secretary, and Mr. John
Ball Osborn, of Scranton, Pa., as as-
sistant secretary.

The commissioner is charged particu-
larly to look after the agricultural in-
terests, both north and south, not for-
getting the large and constantly in-
creasing manufacturing interests east
of the Alleghenies.

Mr. Kasson has had a varied experi-
ence in diplomatic negoiations and has
shown much ability in all with which
he has been connected.

Montgomery, Ala., October 14. The

board of health today issued the follow-
ing: "The board of health desires to be
entirely honest with the people of
Montgomery. Careful analysis of the
symptoms of the few cases reported as
suspicious shows there is not a case
that is at all typical of yellow fever,
and not a single case is seriously sick.
As soon as a case Occurs that shows
the clear impress of the disease we
shall tell our people of it. We have
been assisted in our conferences in this
matter by a large number of our most
eminent physicians, who have the con-
fidence of the community."

Mobile, Ala., October 14. Five new
cases and one death, that of Michael
Geney, were announced today. The rec- -

ord is: Total cases to date 147, deaths
21, recoveries 86, under treatment 40.
The board of health has received notice
that there are eight cases of yellow
rever at FlDmation Junction, Ala., sev-
enty miles north of Mobile, on the Lou-
isville and Nashville railroad. There
are ten cases at Wagar, Ala., on the
Mobile and Birmingham railroad, ard
one death there.

New Orleans, October 14. It was the
same old story here today. The yellow
fever situation showed no decline in
the number of cases reported. The
death column was about normal. What
was said in this report last night was
borne out by today's figures. There has
been no increase in the malignancy of
the disease. Yesterday's record of nine
deaths was exceptional. It was 7
o'clock tonight before a third as many
deaths were reported for today as had
been in the previous twenty-fou- r hours.
The existing conditions are not favor-
able for the quick stamping out of the
disease. The weather is warm and sul-
try and unusual for the season and if
it keeps up there will be little improve-
ment for the time being.

Scran t6n, Miss., October 14. Ten new-case- s

of yellow fever were reported to-
day and one death, that of A. C. Gray.

Galveston, Texas, October 14. There
were no suspicious cases reported to-
day, and there has been no death from
dengue or yellow fever. All of the
eleven cases reported as yellow fever
have been discharged or are convalesc-
ent.

Houston raised her quarantine
against Galveston for the second time
today. Indications are that in a few
days all Texas towns will raise their
quarantines against Galveston and
Houston and business will be resumed.

Biloxi, Miss., October 14. Charley
Schultz died of yellow fever today.
Among the new cases are Captain
Stilphen and his wifie; Judge Z. Z.
Champlin, tj. Hann and son and two
in the family of W. K. M. Dugate. The
reports from the sick are generally en-
couraging.

Franklin, La., October 14. V. Caro,
an Italian tailor, died today of yellow
fever. His residence was In the heart
of the town and the authorities have
not been able to discover the origin of
the infection.

To Pardon Cuban Exiles
Madrid. October 14. At the cabinet

council today it was decided to pardon
all Cuban exiles not included in previ-
ous amnesties and to suspend the de-
cree of September 12th relative to legis-
lative reforms in the Philipine islands.

Earnings of the Pnllman Car Company
Chicago, October ' 14. The annual

meeting of the stockholders of the Pull-
man Palace Car Company was held to-

day. Over $24,000,000 of the capital
stock was represented. Directors Geo.
Pullman, Marshall Field, J. W. Doane,
Norman Williams and O. S. A. Sprague,
Chicago; Henry C. Hulbert, of New
York, and Henry Reed, of Boston, were
re-elect- ed. ,The usual quarterly divi
dend of $2 per share payable Novem-
ber 15th, was declared. The income of
the company from earnings of cars was
$7,743,344. The income from other
sources swelled the total receipts of
the company during the last fiscal year
to $8,974,888. The disbursements for the
year, including $2,830,000 paid in divi
dends, were $7,204,037, leaving a surplus
for the year of $1,770,851. The number
of cars owned and controlled is 2,428, of
which 2,103 are standard and 325 tour-
ist or second class cars. The number
of passengers carried during the year
was 4,852,398, and the number of miles
run was 190,562,578. During the pre
vious year the number of passengers
carried was 5,112,965, and the number
of milee run was 191,862,947. The value
of the manufactured product of the car
works of the company for the year was
$4,205,251, and of other industries. In
cluding rentals, $476,366, making a total
of $4,681,617, againts $7,704,938 for the
previous year.

Fine Southern. Made Tarn
(Special to The Evening Post.)

Lincolnton, N. C, Oct. 1L Captain
A. M. Price, owner of the Lincoln cot-
ton mills at this place, is superintend-
ing the manufacture of some of the
finest yarns ever made by a southern
cotton mill, to be taken by him for ex-
hibition at the annual meeting of the
Northern and Southern Cotton Manu-
facturers' Association at Philadelphia
this month.

The manufacture of fine yarns by
southern mills, most of which have
heretofore confined their operations .to
the coarser numbers, is a matter which
is receiving the earnest attention of
several of the leading cotton manufac
turers of this section. Captain Price
has determined to begin the regular
manufacture of fine yarns for the mar
ket, and has put in machinery which
will enable him to turn out as high
numbers as No. 100's and above.

The northern mills have already
largely abandoned the field of coarseyarn manufacturing to the southern
mills, which can make them cheaper,
and they will probably . regard with
alarm the beginning of the making; of
the finer numbers by southern mills.
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
