SPEECH OF WELCOME BY JOHN W.

STOKES, ESQ.
Confederates Veterans, Ladles and a

Gentlemen:
The duty seems to have devolved on

me of extending to you our mutual wel-
come, on this occasion. To me it
would be a most pleasant duty, were
it not that I am so mindful of my own
deflciences on the one hand, and the
honor due our distinguished guests on
the other. I say distinguished guests,
for to me the hero in gray is the very
highest type of manhood the world has
over produced. In the modesty of
your nature you may not think so, but
it is true. No lord of European mon-
archy, no patrician that added lustre
to the name of Greece or Rome, no
hero of antiquity that dazzles us with
the dim grandure of his deeds merits
the praise, consideration and honor that
you merit. Your integrity, humanity,
patriotism and fortitude, your noble
self sacrifice, your constant devotion to
duty, your unflagging tenacity of pur-
pose, your ever responsiveness to the
battle call, your neverfailing heroism
In the rush and din of conflict, stand
without a parallel in the annals of his-
tory.

Glorious record! When shall its
grandeur fade! When shall its lustre
be dimmed, who can describe it!
' Historians have paused, amazed.
Philosophers have sought to divine it.
Orators have immortalized it.poets have
sung of its glory. No malicious pen
can detract from that record. No wit
can ridicule it. No humorist can bur-
lesque it. It stands an impregnable
fact of history. We come today to
render honor to whom honor is due, to
commemorate in our humble way the
noble deeds, the grand heroism of the
most splendid army that ever strove
for a righteous cause. It was an army
of gentlemen inspired by the noblest
impulses of the human heart. It was
an army of patriots, fortified by the
consciousness of a just cause.

It was an army of soldiers whose re-

finementtaken as a whole culture,
intellectually and high impulses of
honor were never surpassed if equalled
by those of any other army ever mus-
tered in any cause. Well has some
English poet in singing of the defeat-
ed confederacy said:

Ah, realm of tombs!
Bub let it bear this blazen to the

last of times
No nation rose so white and fair,
Or fell so pure of crimes.
It is said that the survivors of the

charge of the light brigade, uncouth and
uncultured though many of them were,
were feted in the queen's gardens, and
were courted and cajoled by the most
exclusive circles of London arristo-crac- y.

But greater heroes are you than were
they. You fought neither for pelf nor
glory nor empire. You bled and endur-
ed for the tenderest and most sacred
objects known to the human heart,
You fought for your hearth and your
home, for the protection of your wife
and your child, for the rights guaranteed
to you by our forefathers, for the ex-haltat- ion

of the citizen, and thesover-eignt- y

of the state. And I beg of you to
think not that your failure dampens
our ardour, or detracts an iota from our
love, appreciation and esteem. Your
failure only appeals to our tenderest
sympathy. Your poverty, if you be
poor, and lack of wordly success, shall
onlyeause-u- to embrace you with the
greater tenderness. Your rags would
only cause us to embrace you with the
alacrity to set for you the chief seat at
the feast. Not your misfortunes shall
degrade you in our eyes. Your failures
of success, your loneliness, your sor-
rows, your disappointments in life, shall
enshrine you the more sacredly in our
heart and memory. And did you real-
ly fail in the mighty contest? Was It
all for naught? No. you did not fail.
If you had not fought the mighty and
lasting results would not have been
achieved. No conscientious, well di-

rected human effort is ever lost. The
war of secession was essential to the
perpetuity of this government as
a free government. The princi-
ples for which you contended are
at the foundation of all human liberty,
and the memory of that terrific con-

test will ever act as a check to the
would be despoilers of our land.

In the name of the citizens of Mag-
nolia, and in behalf of the good women
of our community, I bid you welcome,
welcome to all we have, welcome to
every service we can render you. We
can not make it a day of grand page-
antry and magnificent display. We
would were we able. We can make it
a day of peace and rest and hope. A
day of forget fulness and of rejoicing-rejoic- ing

in an approving conscious, in
richts and liberties, in the boun

tiful harvest that is being poured into
our lap, . in the profound peace that
prevails throughout our land, in the
lowly religion of the lowly Nazarene
the fatherhood of God, the brotherhood
of man. Let us be as obedient and
devoted to all the demands of the King
supreme as you have been to your
country's demands; looking to, and re-

joicing in, the hope of a glorious re-

union when the heavens shall be on
fire, and amidst the crash of worlds,
the soldiers of the cross of Christ,
shall be ordered into line not with the
ratling of musketry and the roar of
cannon, not in deadly conflict and in
garments rolled in blood, hut in spotless
robee, with palms fn your hands, with
victory inscribed upon your banners,
the thunderings of hoeannas, and
hallelujahs to the Lamb. "And God
shall wipe all tears from your eyes,
and you will learn warno more for-
ever." Till that auspicious day, I beg?

Or when the snows of winter strike
us we shall have no panti at all!

Dr. Stone's Departure
(Atlanta Constitution.)

Dr. George H. Stone, the well known
yellow fever expert who was stationed
in Atlanta at the beginning of the out-

break of fever on the gulf coast by the
city of Savannah to watch the situa-
tion here, returned to Savannah yes-

terday.
The departure of Dr. Stone demon-

strates more clearly than anything else
the fact that if there was ever any
danger of fever in Atlanta that danger
has now disappeared. It is evident of
the fact that Savannah is no longer ap
prehensive ot the fever.

When fever- - was first discovered in
the city of Mobile Dr. Stone was sent
there by Savannah to investigate the
disease and see if it was original yel
low jack. From Mobile he came to At
lanta. and has remained here ever
since.

On Mr. Stone's arrival in Atlanta
the story went the rounds that Savari
nah had quarantined against him on
account of the fact that he had been
exposed to the fever, and would not
allow him to return until he had been
here ten days. But when the ten days
were up and Dr. Stone did not return.
the story was exploded, and then the
joke was told on the doctor that the
health officers of Savannah had refused
to allow him to enter until after frost

The real reasons why Dr. Stone re-
mained in Atlanta, however, are well
known. Instead of quarantining against
Atlanta. Savannah stationed Dr. Stone
here to keep an eye on the situation
He kept the city posted, and advised
them what to do. When the case of
fever was discovered here there was
much talk of an absolute quarantine
against Atlanta by Savannh, but Dr.
Stone apprehended no danger from this
source, and advised that no such step
be taken. His advice was followed,
and passengers presenting the proper
health certificates were allowed to go
from here to Savannah.

The idea has always been that Dr.
Stone would remain here until there
was absolutely no possible chance for
fever to reach Savannah through At-

lanta. Now that he has gone, those
who have been on the lookout for
fever here, and who have apprehended
a spread of the disease in Atlanta, can
put aside their fears as absolutely
groundless.
