He entered the navy
as a midshipman from Alabama in line
September, 1838, and his earlier ser
vices were In the John Adams, of the
Pacific squadron, and the Constella are
tion, on the coast of Africa. At the
beginning of the civil war .he com-
manded the steamer Crusader on the
south Atlantic blockade and participa C.ted in a series of operations in Edisto
sound. South Carolina, for which he
received the thanks of the navy de
partment. Subsequently he had charge
of the Seneca and the monitor Keokuk
in 1862 and 1S63. Previous to the at
tack on the forts at Charleston in 1863
he buoyed the channel on the bar and
in the attack the next day took the
Keokuk within 550 yards of Fort Sum
ter, becoming the special target of all
the forts. He continued in duty off
Charleston, commanding the steamer
Paul Jones and the flagship Wabash.
and participating in engagements with
Fort Wagner and other forts in 1S63
and 1864. He was in command of the
gunboat Agawam In the James river
in 1S64 ng with Grant's army,
and borribarded the forts and batteries.
especially Howlett's for which he re-
ceived the thanks of the navy depart-
ment.

Ex-Mlnis- ter Taylor on Intervention
Hannis Taylor, minister to Spain dur-

ing President Cleveland's administra-
tion has written a letter on Cuban af-

fairs, in which he advocates direct in-

tervention toy the United States to stop
the war, and give independence to the
people of the island.

In giving reasons for that view he
relates a circumstance connected with
his official duties in Madrid, tending
to show that the Spanish government
does not intend to offer any conces-
sions to Cuba which She could possibly
accept.

Mr. Taylor gives the substance of
interviews with cabinet officials and
members of the Spanish senate to
show how pressure was brought to
bear upon the late premier Canovas
to induce him to offer reforms to Cuba,
in order to allay the rising war senti-
ment in the United States. Presum-
ably, Minister Taylor was acting under
instructions from Washington. At all
events the reforms were promoted
and the strained reltions brought
about by friction over the Competitor
case were somewhat relaxed.

But the ex-minis- ter states that he
and his friends in Spain, througfa
whom Senor Canovas had been in-
duced to change bi3 policy and to
grant reforms, were dumfounded
when the scheme of autonomy was
made known. It was a plan of gov-
ernment which Mr. Taylor intimates
no self-respecti- ng people fighting for
independence could tolerate. He de-
clares that Canovas treated Castelar
and himself like children, and Mr.
Taylor appears never to have gotten
over the Spanisb trick of spreading be-
fore the world the shell of autonomy
without a kernel.

As a result of residence in Spain,
With opportunity to test public senti-
ment on the subject, the ex-minis- ter

declares that he is satisfied "that the
ruling classes in Spain civil, clerical
and military are resolved, regardless
of party, to refuse to make any such
concessions to their rebellious colonists
as would meet with their acceptance.'

As the alternative, therefore, Mr.
Taylor advocates intervention by the
United States as the only solution of
the Cuban question short of complete
prostration for the mother country, and
desolation for the largest and fairest
of the West India Islands.

These views, coming from an ex-minis- ter

to Spain, and founded upon
observation and experience, are ex-
tremely interesting, whether they meet
with the prevailing opinion in this
country or not. 'Mr. Taylor, during his
term of office at least, was not regarded
as a jingo and lie takes occasion to say
that he is not so now, having been
driven to the position he occupies by
the inexorable logic of events. Balti-
more Herald.

Germany, France, the
Netherlands and the United States are
cutting in upon British merchants in
every part of the globe.

Moreover, the tariffs enacted by the
United States and Canada are inter-
fering with English trade, and the
manufacturers of the United Kingdom
are face to face with an ominous crisis.
They declare that there is no longer
any profit in running their mills, and
tb-- y have begun to cut down wages.

The engineers, composing one of the
strongest unions in Great Britain,
have gone on strike, and it i3 presumed
that 00,000 operatives in the cotton
mills will return a like answer to . the
announced intention of the owners to
make a F per . cut in wages.

Manu-
facturers say they cannot make any
money at " the present cost of produc-
tion, and it is declared that the scale
of profits could be adjusted only by a
10 rrr cent, cut in wages.

Georgia Insane Asylum llurned
Milledgeville, Ga., November 9. The

negro section of the Georgia insane
asylum was burned today. There were

within the walls at the time the fire
broke out, inmates and all, over 700

persons, but no lives were lost. The
group of buidings constituting this
section covered about four acres. The
fire started in the attic above one of
the wards, on the east side and was
discovered by Dr. Oetam, who was
attending one of the patients. The fire
walls of the building did not extend to
the roof and, as a consequence, the
fire traveled under the roof and drop-
ped sparks below. The tiers being di-

vided by solid brick walls the progress
of the flames was slow, but steady,
about ten hours elapsing before it was
checked. Portions of the section were
saved, but the major part was gutted.
The asylum water service was excel-
lent and was reinforced by engines
form the fire department of Macon,
thirty miles away, which were brought
here on a special train. Or. Powell, su
perintendent of the asylum, estimates
the loss at about $100,000, including
buildiners and furniture, upon which
there is insurance of 50 per cent. There
is room enough in the other buildings
to temporarily care for those Who-

were dislodged by the fire The leg
islature of Georgia is now in session
and prompt relief will be granted the
asylum.

The Dry Goods Market
New York, November 9. The dry goods

Witnesses Examined for the Prosecution
The Chief Testimony Today to bo That of
an Anatomical Expert oa Identification
of tbo Ulsemberod Body Tho Defeases
First Objection Overrated
New York, November 9. Punctuality

seems to "be, the watchword of every
one concerned In the trial of Martin
Thorn for the alleged murder of Wil
liam Guldensuppe. which began yester
day morning in the Queens county
court house.

Promptly at 10 o'clock this morning
District Attorney William J. Youngs,
his assistants and the lawyers for the
defense were in their places, and the
prosecutor Tjegan his opening address.

Martin Thorn handcuffed to Captain
Melvin, and escorted by a constable.
was brought into court a few minutes
before tne district attorney began
speaking. Thorn was dressed as on
yesterday with his face cleanly shaven
and hair parted in the middle and care
fully brushed back from his forehead.

Twenty witnessed were summoned for
examination today and the district at
torney took them one by one just as the
finding of the different portions of the
"body opened up to the public the fact
that a terrible crime had been commit
te(j. The nrgt witnesses were the boys
who, while swimming in the East river.
had found the upper portion of the sev
ered trunk, and then followed the po
licemen who were called to the scene
of the finding1 and they in turn were
followed by witnesses who testified to
the bringing of that part of the body
to the morgue. The discovery of the
lower part of the trunk from which
the legs were severed half way between
the hips and knees was then taken up.
and every person who handled it until
it was deposited with the morgue keep
er was examined and each one in turn
identified the paper, oil cloth and
cheese cloth in which the part was
wrapped.

The rest of the afternoon was taken
up by the description of those who dis
covered and inspected the bundle found
floating at the Brooklyn navy yard
and as in the other two instances the
carrying of these limbs was followed
from the navy yard cob dock to the
New York morgue at Bellevue hospital.
Then the morgue keeper was put on the
stand and testified to the accuracy of
several photographps which he said
were true representations of the por-
tions of the body which are now in
glass jars preserved for identification
in the morgue

Lawyer Howe made several objec-
tions to the photographs being admit-
ted as evidence as the parts were still
in the morgue keeper's possession and
insisted that they should be produced
in court. Judge Smith over-rule- d Mr.
Howe's objections.

At 4 o'clock all the witnesses who had
been summoned to court for examina-
tion had given their testimony, and as
there were no more available the pros-
ecution asked an adjournment until to-

morrow morning. The court granted
the request.

It is expected that the greater part
of the testimony tomorrow will be that
of an anatomical expert who will be
produced by the people to prove that
the parts belonged to the same body
and also, if possible to prove the cause
of death. The district attorney believes
that he can prove these things to the
satisfaction of the jury, after which
he intends to convince the court and
jurors that the headless foody which
was so savagely dismembered is none
other than that of the missing bath
rubber, William Guldensuppe.

Railway Commissioner Hamgton'a Iteport
Washington, November 9. General

Wade Hampton, who has just been
succeeded by General Longstreet as
commissioner of railroads, has submit-
ted to the interior department his re-

port for the past fiscal year. He says

that the year reached the low water
mark of railway construction. During
the year thirty-fou-r companies with
5,441 miles of roads passed into the

"hands of the courts and fifty-eig- ht oth
ers, previously placed in receivership,
were sold under foreclosure. A steady
improvement in railroad earnings dur-
ing the first six months of the current
year is noted. The outlook in the west
generally for the past year is reported
very encouraging. General Hampton,
though disclaiming any attenjpt to
criticise the course of the government
in the Union Pacific matter, says he
also has believed that a settlement
more advantageous to the government
could be obtained if all the companies
could be negotiated with at the same
time through a commission, to be ap-
pointed by the president and possibly
all in the same way, than by settling
at different times and on a different
basis. Government ownership, or op--
eration unaer government supervision.
he says, would be not only a. doubtful.
but a dangerous experiment which i

probably would result disastrously to
the government.

prise of all those interested, the ef-

forts of the lawyers for the prosecu-

tion and the defense were well reward-
ed, as twelve "good men and true" had
been sworn to try the case when the
hour for adjournment was reached.
The trial began shortly after 9:30

o'clock this morning in the Queens
county court house, Long Island City,
before Judge Wllmont M. Smith, who

is presiding at the unfinished October
term of the criminal branch of the
supreme court of Queens county. Dis-

trict Attorney W. J. Youngs, assisted
by A. N. Weller and Assistant District
Attorney Geo. W. Davidson appeared
for the prosecution, and lawyers Wil- -
liam F. Howe and Joseph Moss, or tne
firm of Howe & Hummel, naa cnarge j

of the defense or inorn to wnicn iney
bad been ass igned by the authorities
of New York and Queens county.

Although Thorn was jointly indicted
with 'Mrs. Augusta Nack for the mur-
der, it was decided to try them separ-
ately, and District Attorney Youngs
made up his mind to try Thorn first,
as the circumstantial evidence on
which the people depended for a con-

viction was stronger against the man
than the woman.

In case the prosecution fails to con-

vict Thorn it is not unlikely that Mrs.
Nack may never be brought to trial.

At an early hour this morning the
court house on Jackson avenue, in fhe
rear of which is the county jail, was
besieged with people anxious to gain
admission to the court room. This room
at the utmost could hardly accommo-
date 200 people comfortable, but long
before J) o'clock every seat and avail-
able point of vantage was occupied.
The main body of the court house
within the enclosure was reserved for
the lawyers in the case. The side gal-

leries were also filled with an anxious
crowd.

One of the most prominent on-look-- ers

was Marie Barderi, the Italian
girl, who after being sentenced to
death for the murder of her lover, was
acquitted on a second trial. This
young woman was married a few days
ago, and today her husband sat be-

side her, and both of them evinced a
very keen interest in everything that
took place.

Disrict Attorney Youngs did not ex-
pect to fill the jury box before Wed-
nesday, but both the lawyers for the
defense worked hard and earnestly,
without auibbliner or wasting a mo- -
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telligent and trustworty jury. Through- -
out the day Thorn was very cool and
at times looked to be the most uncon-
cerned person in the court.

Tomorrow morning at 10 o'clock the
trial proper will be begun and District
Attorney Youngs will briefly present
the case. The lawyers think that all
the evidence will not be in for at
least two weeks.
