- The ; report of the commissioner of
labor statistics gives some. In teres ting
insights- - into various industries In
North Carolina. The chapter, on cot-
ton mills has already teen reviewed.
That on woolen mills says. that while
in 187 there were 52 establishments enr
gaged in the manufacture of woolen
fabrics, they operated only 2,806 spin-
dles, while now there are only 15. but
they have 234 looms and 5,038 spindles.
There are besides 21 wool carding
mills; making a total of 36. These are
located in 13 western and middle coun-
ties and one - eastern county. Four
make blankets.

The chapter on monazite. says this
mineral is found in considerable quan-
tities in Burke, Catawba, Cleveland,
Gastoh, Lincoln, McDowell, Polk and
Rutherford. .Its value consists in the
incandescent properties of the oxides
of the rare earths it contains. One of
these, thorium, is used n the manufac-
ture of the Welsoach gas burner; an-
other, eerium, by druggists. - Monazite
mining Is quite new, and In several of
the above named counties become an
important Industry, employing several
thousand persons.

Liverpool broke sharply to- -
day. The decline there amounted to

had been expected. In consequence,
our market opened 3 to 8 points down.
The pressure to sell disappeared soon
after the opening and on liberal short
covering part of the loss was recover-
ed. January opened at 5.61, advanced
slowly to 5.66 and closed at 5.64 to 5.65,
with the tone of the market steady.
The"opinIon among cotton dealers, ex-
porters and speculators is almost
unanimous that prices will surely go
lower, but every one is afraid to be
short and no one has the courage to be
aggressive on that side. The labor
troubles in Lancanshlre seem to have
been adjusted, but the trade in cotton
gods continues of a discouraging
character. The movement of supplies
ds simply crushing. Crop estimates,
both on thepart of the professional
statisticians and the-tra- de generally,
have been raised recently to very large
figures. It must be admitted that ev-
ery day which passes without a gene
ral killing frost is flg,htlng for the
bears and that everything at the mo-
ment seems to point to a further de
cline. Whatever the size of the crop,
however, it is certain that If cotton
goes much lower the demand for It by
the public as an investment will be
simply enormous. This class of buy
ers do not appear ready to take hold
yet, but they will certainly do so on
any material concession. These who
sell the market around these prices
and derive much benefit will be mak-
ing history and we cannot advise our
friends to join this class of pioneers.

low that competition was Impossible,
and hence there was. immediate parall
ysis of the new industry. In 1887 the
price was as high as 25 cents a pound,
wnne ror interior grades it was as
low as 3 cents. But owing to the de-
cline it ranged from 6 to 10 cents in
1894--5 congress at its last session,
through the efforts of Senator Pritch-ar- d,

imposed a duty of 6 cents per
pound and it is expected that as soon
as the large stock of Brazilian sand
now In this country is exhausted there
will be a decided advance In prices and
a revival of work In the North Caro-
lina mines. In 1895 this state produced
546,855 pounds, which sold for $36,193.

Kaolin is another product of im-
portance. It is said to have been min-
ed soon after the settlement of this
state by the Cherokee Indians, carried
to the coast and shipped to Europe for
use In the manufacture of porcelain
and china. It is now mined on a con-
siderable scale in Jackson county, and
after washing and dying is shipped to
the potteries at Trenton, N. J., and
other points. Near Webster, in Jack-
son county, there is one vein which is
nearly 200 feet in thickness, and which
has been traced almost a mile. The
kaolin In. this vein is mined from a
depth ef from 6 to 120 feet.

There is a passing allusion to brick
and tile clays. At Grover, Cleveland
county, vitrified brick are being made
of clay taken from near-b-y beds.

A very interesting chapter is that on
the lumber industry of eastern North
Carolina. The commissioner says that
while in 1880 the products of all the
lumber mills in the state amounted to
only 241,822,000 feet, and the value of
all its wood products to only $2,672,796,
in the eastern counties alone in 1893
the increase was so great that in forty--

two of them there were 322 mills,
with an eutput of 452,880,000 feet, and a
capacity no less than 614,000,000 feet
annually. These mills sawed 15,918,000
shingles, 42 of the 322 "being exclusively
for shingles. The value of" the output
was $4,558,000. The timber chiefly used
for lumber was loblolly pine and
long-le- af pine, and cypress and juni-
per (white eedar) for shingles. Some
ash and yellow poplar were cut. The
savannah and short-lea- f pine are in
cluded under the name loblolly. Since
1893 the increase has been large and
steady, and the lumber industry now
ranks as ene of the greatest In the

eastern eounties. In order to show the
number of men employed, and the out-
put of the mills of different sizes, to-
gether with the principal kinds of tim-
ber sawed, the labor bureau hars se-

lected 25 mills, located in 15 counties,
with capacity ranging from 3,000 to
60,000 feet dally. The 25 show an, an-
nual output of 110,075,000 feet, of, which
74,310,09 were of pine, and employ 1,472
men.

Facts ud figures as to the lumber in-

dustry in the western part of the state
are much. wore difficult to obtain. It is
not nearly so large as in the east but is
yet quite important. In round numbers
thds industry- - in the., section east of
Raleigh is said to' represent something
like $lt,999,0.

Henry George.
Bdlters Messenger:

Sirs: Ia the midst of a great and
busy life Death, the inevitable, the in-

exorable, spoke to Henry,. George and
summoned his " peerless C spirit from
earth to eternity. In the thickest of a
momentous : metropolitan - contest at
the height ef a memorable., municipal
conflict the $1eariess" tribune of 'the
plain people of Greater New York fell
upon .sleep-,.- , dying, encased In armor,
with his lance leveled, as any knight of
old romance might wish to die. With
the clamor .and clash of arms in his
ears, - with the thrill of battle in his
veins, is xne ioreiruni ui auc
witn nis lace to me: ioe tuiu oreaiumB
defiance to . the last, he calmly and,
perhaps, extultingly met the end. Livi-

ng-, he was the inspiration and Idola-
try of a following,, which was swept off
its feet in a tidal wave of delirious
grief at .the "deep damnation of his
taking eff.". Death, the great leveler,
brought beside his . bier, with equal
love, with equal: loss and with equal
grief, the humble and the proud, pa-
trician and plebian, the men, women
and children, of a great city, all of
whom were alike to him who loved
them all. Pathos and tragedy here
reached climacteric and dramatic ex-

pression.
One felt as If in his passing a race

and an age of heroes had become sud-
denly extinct. A Titan had fallen

' while yet a continent echoed and re-
echoed with the ring of his praise. A
man who was the Incarnation of intel-
lect, the metaphor of mentality, whose
career gave only evidence of increasing
purpose, usefulness and strength,
'passed to silence and pathetic dust."
In the reputed vigor and prime of his
powers he summoned to his last bat-
tle all the reserve of his splendid in--

- tellect and physique. While his la-

mented death became a loving city,
and nation's surprise, it now seems
plain that Henry George, himself, with
aat calm, . clear end characteristic

clairvoyant sense of the seer and
" prophet, beheld the end and knew that

' this - final, grand,: :;popular struggle
whlcfc jwt to. engage' his mighty ef-

forts curbed the besiimisj cf the end.

pure and profound man adhered to the
regimen of a philosopher plain living
and high thinking.

Henry George believed that all men
were born and remained primarily and
Intrinsically equal..-H- e believed that
the earth was the Lord's and the full-
ness thereof and 'he denied to man,
"frail tenant of an hour," the right of
proprietorship in it. Some called hint
a dreamer. They said his .life was filled
with theorems and equations; and what
of it?He dreamed noble dreams of ulti
mate equality and universal' liberty.
In his dreams he pondered problems
now thought insoluble, but which will
yet be settled in "the parliament of
man. the federation of the world." A
few more such masterful and epochal
dreamers and doers as he and we
would be ready for the millenial ad
vent.

I heard him once only and at once
yielded to his magnetism.. He was ad
dressing a club of single taxers in Pen
sacola, Fla. Captivating as a speaker
and-write- r, he popularized old and dry
problems by clothing them in all the
iridescense of romance, and yet withal
he was terribly, too tragically, in earn-
est to ever consenU-t- o - appear trivial,
frivolous or impractical. He was a
man with an idea; a mission. His po-

tentiality was centripetal and not cen-
trifugal. He was the pioneer of a new
philosophy. He was the Messiah of a
new movement. He came to blaze the
pathway of a new century. . He came
ae the herald of a new, a beautiful, a
larger and a living faith for mankind
from which the old, dead chrysalis of
obsolete, outworn forms and4dogmas
had fallen away. '

Beautiful as was his life, nothing so
became him as the leaving It. He died
as befitted such a man in harness.
Death came suddenly to him in the full
exercise of his powers, yet we cannot
say that it Inopportunely curtailed his
career. Death . alone could perhaps
further emphasize and infuse the ma-
jestic messaget with which he was
charged. Death Alone might have ex-
acted that universal homage, to him-
self and his cause which in life had
been withheld.

Henry George dying as he had lived,
sustained by his philosophy is a nota-
ble man of this country ajid this cen-
tury. He. made the world better for
having lived in it. He was an honest
man, whom nature had clothed in her
own majesty. His memory is as gentle
as the calm which follows a. storm.
His death will quicken the growth of
his cause, and whether a monument
sines over his dust or not his worth and
work will live, his name inheriting im-
mortality like unto that which his
spirit has entered-upo- n beyond.
