ENTHUSIASTIC RECEPTION TO THE

PRESIDENT
THE HOMEWARD JOURNEY

Orowds Assemble at Stations Along
the Route—Short Speeches Made at
Several Points in the Two States.
“Pvery Minate of the Visit Enjoy-
ed”—The Morniug Before Leaving
Sammerville Spent Quietly—Drives
to Polints of Interest in the Nelgh-
borhood.

Pine Forest Irn, Summerville, 8. C,
April 19.—The president and members
ef his party were today given an op-
portunity to foliow their own inclina-
tions with resp-ct to the disposition o1
their time. No formal programme hag
been arranged beyond a visit to the
tea' farm a short distance from the
inn,

‘When he rose this morning the presi-
den expressed himself as having a
most refreshing night's sleep, and, af-
ter breakfast, was taken for a short
ride. Attorney General Knox decided
to put in the morning playing golf and
was early on the links, as were a num-
ber ¢f others of the part, while not a
few contented themselves with stroll-
img through the gardens or remaining
on the véranda of the inn. Secretary
Wilson will not return to Washington
with the president, having decided to
make a short visit to southern Georgia,
Florida and Alabama.

The presidential party left here at
2:22 o'clock this afternoon for Wash-
ington, where the train is due to ar
rive early tomorrow morning.

Summerville, § C., April 10.--The
visit of Presid=nt Rooscvelt and party
toe the south terminated here today.
Ne special programme had been ar-
ranged for the Jday. When the presi-
dent came down stairs he neld an in-
formal reception in the hotel parlors
and shortly afterward, accompanied
hv most of his party, was taken for a

drive to Dorchester. the 3site of the
old Spanish fort, under the escort of
Captain F. W. Wagener and J. C.
Hemphill.

The tea farm of Dr. Shepherd, not
far from the inr, was next visited and
as the president alighted from his car-
rilage, a numoer of diminutive negro
tea pickers were lined up in front of
Dr. Shepherd's house and sang the
“Star Spangled Banaer,' “America"
and other patriotic airs. The president
gracefull thankeq them.

The arrival at the tea farm was later
than had been planned and the stay
was very brief, but the president saw
enough of the industry (v cause him
to congratulat> Dr. Shepherd on the
work he is domng and to wish bhim
every Success.

The party wes then driven direct to
the Southern railway depot, where the
special train was in waiting.

A company of mariues
acted as his guard while at Charles-
ton and here, under Captain Henry
Leonard, were ilined up on the depot
platform. The jaesident thanked them
for their services and expressed his re-
gret that they did not participate in
the Prince Henry ceremonies, because,
he said, he was sure
made a fine appearance.

The train pulled out ror Washington
amid the cheers and hurrahs of an im-
mense crowd which had gathered at
the station.

Chester, 8. C,, April 10.—Tae precident
Bas been given a warm greating by th
people of South Carolina on his return
journey to Washington.

At BEranchvillle, 8. C., a small station
on the Southern raiiroad, a stop was
made for water. The president cam
out on the rear platform and bowed his
acxucawiedgement to the 200 people whao
rushed for his car and chezred him.

Although no stop was made at
Orangeburg, fully 1,000 people lined th-
rallroad tracks and endeavored to cateb
a4 glimpse of him.

A multitude gathered at the depot at
Columbia as the train pulled in, a wi
cheer went up and immediately there
was a rush for the president’'s car. Ilo
the crowd were a number of the stn
dents of the South Carolina college wlio
gave a strong college yell. When
semblance 60f order was restored th-
president. who all the while had bee |
standing on the platform with Mrs
Roosevelt, made a short speech in
which he said that this was but an
olher evidence of the cordial treatmen
he had received while in the state. H»
greatly pleased his audience when h
told them that he thought he was a
good American when he came to Sonth
Carolina. but that he was a better on-
when he left it. In the handshaking
which followed the president nori
the jamming and pushing gving on ani
RAe admonished the people not to shove.
Considerable laughter was caused when
he grasped the outstretched hand of 2
Httle girl and said he was partial to
children because he had a half dozen
of them himself. Following 1Is his
sveech in full:

“T.adles and gentlemen: 1 thank you
most heartily for your courtesy in com-
ing forward to greet me this afternoou,
and it is only one of the expressions of
fnvariable courtesy with which I have
been treated while in vour great state.
I have enjoyed every moment of th-
three days I have besn down here. 1
think I was a pretty good American
when I came down, but T am a betle:
American as I *leave yvour borders. an:|
let me in closing ask vou to support to
the best of your ability the exposition
In Charleston. I ask that not only m
wyou but all cur people in the union. I
e a grand tribute to the energy, the
forethought and the business entes--
prise of the pzople of Charleston tha:
they should have planned and built s»
really beautiful an sxposition. and they
deserve all the help they can possib'v
have In it. 1 wish them well, I wish
you well, and I thank you for the way
you have received me."”

A YOUNG WOMAN MURDERED

Musle Tencher Arrested—The
Evidence Againat Him.

Datroit, Mich.,
nolice consider to be a strong link n
the chain of circumstantial evidence
that they are weaving about Professor
Joseph M. Miller, aged 47 years, a mu-
siec teacher and a married man with a
familv, who is under arrest on suspi-
cion of brutally murdering Miss Carr.e
M. Jennett on Thriteenth street, Just
before midnight last night, was discov-
ered this evening. It is a blood staiu-
ed hatchet which was found in the
drawer of a table in Miller's kitchemn.
There is now the following circum-
stantial evidence against Professor Mll-
ler. who was the girl's music teacher
and had paid ber such marked atien-
tions that her father had asked hiin to
keep away from the house:

When he was examined at the Grand
River Avenue police station this morn-
ing what are supposed to he blondstains
were found on his shirt sleeves, trous-
ers, shoes, hat and overcoat; a tow-l
was discovered in his kitchen with
what are supposed to be blood stains ou
it: when he was asked for an explana-
tion of the stains on his clothing he
gave none and finally the bloodstalnead
hatechot was found tonight.

Misz Jennett who was
age (nd would have becuome a mother
in & ‘ew months, was most brutally
done to death just before 12 o'clock
last night. She was felled by a terrific
blow an the head which broke her neci
and her throat was cut from ear to ear.
A blow from some instrument made o
hole in the middle of her forehead, andd
behind her left ear was a deesp stab
wound, evidenly made by the same in-
strument that was used to cut her
throat. In addition to these ghastly
wounds a heavy blow had been struck
on the side of her face, fracturing the
cheek bone. Her mutilated body was
found in this condition in a lonely spat
en Thirteenth street. Tt was tzken to
the morgue and not identified until thia
morning

Miss Jennett left her home last even-
ing to attend a meeting of the Rebekah
Indge,. of which she was a member. Sh-
left the meeting ahout 10 o’clock anqi
was not seen again alive. Her parents
were alarmed at her not coming home
and when they heard of the murder be-
came fearful that it might he theair
dauchter. Mr. Jennett hurried to the
morgue and there identified the muti-
lIated bodv.

The police were working on the eas=
and auestioned him as to the girl. He
told them of her infatuation of Pro-
fessor Miller and the teacher was pl-e-
ed under arrest. Miller took the situ-
ation very cooly when he was examined
at the station. Nothinz could be learn-
ed from questioninz him. He was then
ordered to take o his clothes and o~
the shirt, the police found hlood stains.
Miller offered no explanation of them
More stains were found on aother gur-
ments. Miller still maintained absalut.
silence. It was then decided to Inck
him un. While he was being rezistere 1
on the blotter. the music t2acher eal-
lapsed and fainted. He was revive.!
only to faint azain as the nflicers con
ducted him to a cell.

Miller left his house last evening te
attend a lecdge meeting on IBank '
ard returned about 11:20 o'eclock an-
parently cool and undisturbed. Ha al.
lezes that he did not leave the meeting
unti] 11 o'clock. but several persons who
were there say that he left hetween 10
and 10:20 o'clock. The murder wa-
committed at five minutes after 1
ao'clnek as near as the officers cap lears.

Tonight Miller is sleeping like a echii?
in the Grand River police station.
While the police have strong cir-
custantial evideunce against the sus-
pect they admit that they are still far
short of enough to convict him of the
murder. Nothing can be gained from
Miller by questioning. He simply in-

sists that he knows nothing of the
murder

Washington, April 10.—An effort was
made late today in the senate to ob-
tain an agreement upon a time for a
vote upon the Chinese exclusion bill,
but it was wunsuccesasful. The indl-
cations now are that the vote will be
| taken next Tuesday. The measure was
under discussion during the entire ses-
sion today, except for about an hour,
in which time the postoffice appro-
priation bill was cunsidered and

passed.
Senator Stewart said he would vote

for the measure, if it was the best that
could he obtained, as he favored the
exclusion of Chinese iaborers, but he
was opposed to many of the provisions
of the measure,

Senator Hoar, with considerable

feeling, announced his vigorous appo-
sition to the hill, declaring that he
never would vote for it.

Early in the session Senator Depew,
of New York, spoke briefly against
the adoption of the resolution provid-
ing for the election of senators by
popular vote. In effect. he sarved no-
! tice upon those states which had
limited their suffrage that if the reso-
lution was enacted a demand would
be made upon them to accord all their
citizens the right to vote, or suffer a
loss of representatives in congress.

Mr. Depew offered an amendment to
the resolution to provide for the elec-
tion of senators by popular vote. The
amendment was as follows:

“The qualificailon of citizens entitled
to vote for United States senators an‘l
representatives in congress shall be
uniform in all tlie states, and congross
shall have power to enforce this article
by appropriate legislation and to pro-
vide for the registration of citizens en-
titled to vote, th~ conduct of such elec-
tions and the certificate of the result.”

In part senator Depew said: “The
amendment wunder consideration pro-
poses to make the senate a popular
body and reverse the principle upon
which the zovernment has existed
down to the present time. With the
adoption of such an amendment to the
constitution if it is adopted, this addi-
tion which T offer to it is the clear and
logical sequence.

“A number of states have bv various
devices prevented a third, or a half or
more. of citizens, recognized as such
by the constitiition of the 1Inited
States, from exercising the right of suf-
frage, The locid reasons which have
led to the adoution of these measures
are not pertinc~t to ihis discussion.
The adoption >f these new constitu-
tions in several states. however. con-
taining grandfather and other clauses,
has led to 2 m~vement in the house of
representatives and in the legiclatures
of some of the states to change the
representation in the house of reore-
sentatives from population to votes.
But if. in the election of 1Inited States
senators. a small olicarchy iIn anv
state can send here a representation
eaual to that of great states like New
York. which have manhood suffrage: if
states in which half of the voters are
disfranchised are to have an equal
voice in this bodv with stales like
Pennsylvania, o1 five or ten times their
population and with manhood suf-
rage: if New York. which easts be-
cause of its manhood suffrage 1.547.912
votes. is to be reutralized in legislation
affecting her —ast interests hv Missis-
sippi, casting 55.000 votes. because the
maljority of her citizens are disfran-
chised—then the situation becomes in-
tolerable.

“T am not, uader ordinary circum-
stances. and normal conditions In fa-
vor of the prn;nsed reduction of rep-
resentatives in the southern states: 1
am not in favor of anv legislution by
the general government which inter-
feres with the local affairs of those

Manila, April 10.—Excitement pre-
valls here on account of the arrest ot
the editor and proprietor of Freedom,
a local publication, who is cnarged with
sedition in publishing, recently, an ar-
ticle from an American periodical, with
which the editor of Freecom agreed.
He also added remarks of his own cen-
suring the United States commission’s

rule ang saying that when it started in
July last every paper in the city up-
|neld it, since which time ail had drop-
ped by the wayside, as they would not
support arbitrary government ‘‘espe-
.Iclally when evidences uf carpet-bagging
|and rumors of ‘graft’ were too thick to
be pleasant.”

The main charges miade were that in
many cases the Filipino office-holders
jare rascals, and that the commission
thas exalted to the hizhest positions
|Filipines who are notorious!y corrupt.

The editors of The Voicanoa have also
{been arrested on a suit of the govern-
