It has been claimed that tharee years
ago she settled $2,500,000 on her hus-
band, Dr. Leroy 8. Chadwick and that
since that time she has borrowed over
$00,000. ‘A rumor is current tonight
that efforts will be made at once to lo-
cate Dr. Chadwick and his daughter
who sailed to 'Havre, ‘France, on the
steamer Savoie, from this port Novem-
ber 3. They have been reported from
several places in Europe, but Mrs.
Chadwick and her attorneys have kept
their exact whereabouts a secret. An-
other matter of interest in the case is
the statement that Dr. Chadwick is
said to have given Herbert D. Newton,
of Brookline, Mass., two checks aggre-
gating $50,000 in part payment for his
wife’s indebtedness and which are al-
leged to have come back from the bank
from which they were drawn stamped
“without funds.”

Attorney A. A. Stearns, répresnting
Herbert D. Newton, of Brookline, Mass.,
made an authoritative statement today
concerning the securities that were
found in the packages left with Iri Rey-
nolds by Mrs. Chadwick.

Package No. 1 contained a note made
payable to (assie L. Chadwick, dated
May 20, 1902 for 35,000,000 and payable
in fifteen months. It was signed with
the name of Andrew Carnegie.

In package No. 1 was also a trust
agreement, dated Fobruary 27, 1901, and
signed *“Andrew ‘Carnegie,” purporting
to be a receipt for securities delivered
to Andrew Carnegie by Frederick R.
Mason, deceased, uncle of Cassie L.
Chadwick, the value of the securities
being placed at 37,500,000 and to be pro-
ductive of income. These securities pur-
ported to be bonds of the United
States Steel Corporation, the Caledonia
Railway of Scotland and the Greatwest-
ern Railway of England. Package No. 2
contained a duplicate copy of the trust
agreement. Package No. 3, contained
a promissory note for $£1.800 signed by
Emily and Daniel Pine, and made paya-
ble to (Cassie 1. Chadwick and a mort-
gage securing the same.

The so called trust agreement reads
as follows:

($10,246,000.00) consisting of 2,500 shares
of Greatwestern Railway stock of Enz-
land and Wales, valued at two million
one hundred dollars (3$2,000,100.00) 1,860
shares of (aledonian railway stock of
Scotland, valued at one million, one
hundred and forty six thousand dollars
($1,146,000.000 and bonds of the United
States Steel Corporation of New Jerscy
bearing five (3) per cent. interest, of the
par value of seven million dollars (§7,-
000,000.00). The income from the above
described property 1 agree to pay over
to said Cassie l. (Chadwick, semi-an-
nually, between the first and fifteenth
days of June and December of eacn
vear during the life of this trust, with-
ocut any detention or charges for ser-
vices or expenses of any kind, this trust
to be and remain in full force until
August 29th 1902.

At 2 o'clock there had been no check
put to the progress of the fine, and the
heart of the residential section of
Portsmouth is in danger. A hign
northwest wind and freezing weather is
adding to the difficulty in fighting the
fire.

At 2:30 the fire was practically under
coniro!, but ao estimate of the loss can
be secured at this time.

At 3 o'clock the firemen have checked
the flames in time to save the office
building of the Robinson Company, sit-
uated at the extreme northern part of
the block. The strong wind from the
northwest aided in saving this portion
of the property. The fire has been con-
fined to the square in which it origi-
n_ated and the buildings destroyed are
tnose used as Planing mill, lumber mill
and the sash and blind factory and
power house.

Japanese Bombardment
Ships,

Tokio, 10.—The com-
mander of the Japanese naval guns
at Port Arthur reported at 9 o'clock
Friday night as follows:

“Our bombardment today resulted
in five hits on the Pobieda, and seven
on the Bayan, setting her on fire
and causing g degrees list to to
port. She threatens to keel over at
high tide. The upper decks of the
Retvizan and Poltava are submerged
to the foot of the conning towers. The
Ballada is listing considerably to
port and the Pobieda to starboard.
hoth exposing their hulls below the
water line- At high tide a portion of
their upper decks seem to be sub-
merged. The Beresviet at high tide
has her stern walk and fore torpedo
tubes submerged.

“The Gillak is lying close to jand
near the southern base of Belyru
mountain. She has listed 20 degrees,
is evidently damaged and is resting
on the bottom.

“The Sevatopol left the harbor at
dawn and anchored, evidently for the
purpoge of escaplng our bombard-
ment.

Russian Fleet Closely Watched by the
Japanese,

Tokio, December 10.—It |s report-
ed here that since the commencement
of the bombardment of the Russian
fleet in Port Arthur harbor, the ob-
servers on 202 Metre HIill have seen
nothing of the Russian fleet of tor-
pedo boat destroyers. and it is pre-
sumed it has taken shelter behind
Laoti mountain.

The Japanese fleet, lying off the en-
trance to the harbor, is constantly on
the alert in anticipation of an at-
tempt being made by any of the Rus-
sian warships to escape and seek
refuge in some neutral port.

General Quiet Prevalls

Mukden, December 10.—It was
snowing today and general quiet pre-
valled.

Russian sharp-
shooters, reconnolitreing southward of
Bentsiaputze attacked g Japanese out-
post, bayonetted a number and took
eleven prisoners, of whom only four
were wounded, The same night a
number of Japanese attacks were
made on Russian advanced entrench-
ments near the rallroad- They were

all repulsed.
