Lightning ét;ikes Cl:m:ci; Steeple.

During the heavy thunder storm
and torrential downpour ol rain here
yesterday afternoon between 4 and
O o'clock a bolt of lightning struck
the steeple of the Presbyterian
church, which was at the time under-
going repairs, and left it with the ap-
pearance of being hit with a twelve
tuch shell. When the storm came up
the workmen who were engaged in
taking the old shingles off the steeple
and replacing them with new ones,
retired into the wvestibule of the
church just under the steeple to
avoid the rain, and thus had a very
narrow escape with their lives, al-
though none of them were hadly
shocked. '

The bolt of lightning, which came
with a fearful crash, tore the rafters
apart at the top and scattered a
small load of shingles in every direc-
tion, some of them being thrown at
least fifty yards. The lawn and
strees in front of the church were al-
most covered with them, and some
were thrown clear over the church
and Sunday school rooms into the
back yard, while others were thrown
upon the roof of Mr. A. . Zollicof-
fer's residence near by. Members of
Mr. Zollicoffer's family were richt
badly shocked. )

Dr. F. R. Harris' office is located
on the side of the church next to the
steeple and within five or six feet of
it. Dr. Harris was in his office at
the time, and while he was not
shocked he said it appeared as if
balls of fire were rolling all around
his oftice. The wood work on the
upper part of the steeple caught on
fire but was quickly put out by the
torrent of rain that was falling.

The extent of the damage to the
steeple and the church has not yet
beenyfully investigated, but it is not
thought to be very great. The re-
pairs tbat were being made will go
right along. This is the second
time the steeple bas been struck by
lightning.

Lastly he plead-
ed with the farmers to raise their
own living at home and to quit huy-
ing it at the stores, showing conelus-
ively that the farmer can never hope
to be independent until he adopts
this course. It was a great espeech
and was highly appreciated by all
who heard it.

A table had been erected for each
local union in the county, and at the
conclusion of the s king these were
fairly loaded down with all the rood
things to eat that the farm is cap-
able of produecing.  Around these the
feasters gathered and partook to
their full satisfaction of one of the
most smmptuous and abundant pub-
lic dinners ever .-'ir!‘i’ntl in the county.
