New York, Sept. 15.—The pro-
German campaign against the flota-
tion of the billion dollar eredit loan
in the United States to Great Britain
and Fronce seems to have assumed
the proportions of a dountry-wide
plot, threatening net only to boycott
banks, cause a run on banks, preci-
pitate strikes, but actually threaten-
ing death to members of the commis-
sion.

The guards have been redoubled
around the foreign financiers, and they
will not appear on the streets with-
out strong guards.

More than 50 threatening letters
have been received by the commisgion,
the contents running from abuse to
threats against their lives.
