The department of agr’cul-
ture announceq that the index fizare
of prices paid to producers for those
meat an‘mals was about 23.7 per cent
higher than last year, 10,5 er cent
higher than ‘two years ago and 22.5
per cent higher than the average of
the iast six years on September 15.

The price of hogs on September 15
averaged $9.22 per 100 pounds, an
increase of 61 cents from the pre-
vious month, $2.23 over a year ago,
and 5194 over ithe average Septem-
ber 15 price of the last six years.

Beef cattle averapged $6 55 per hun-
dred nounds, an increase of four cents
from the previous month, 49 ments
over a vear ago and $1.09 over the
SiX year average.
