Before - what appeared to be the
largest crowd that ever looked upon
a battle for the prem'er honors in
baseball, the Bostons, champions of
the American League, and the Brook-lyn- s,

champions of the National
League, began p'aying here this af-

ternoon.
Spectators to the number of 42,-00- 0

or more filled every seat in the
extensive reaches of the field and then
overflowed into large space tempor-
arily fenced in for the game here.

Spectators reaped tjhe proverhial
harvest and then a little more on
grandstand tickets.

An Indian summer sun turned the
edge of what early threatened to be
a brisk cold autumn day and noon
found it warm and comfortable. The
players in practice warmed into con
ditlon quickly and the field was fast.
The inner playing field was rolled
in fine shape.

The Brooklyns came on the field
while the Red Sox were in practice
and were given a loud cheer. Coombs,
an old American League idol, carte
in for a large cheer from the Boston
side. Thel ocals wore white uni-
forms with red and wh'te stockings.

While the batting practice of Bos-

ton went on, Manager Carrigan and
Captfiin Jack Barry, oftime culled
the Red Sox strategy board, conferred
at second base.

(Boston, Oct. 7. A crowd of great

numbers turned today to Braves' field
for the opening game of the world se-

ries of 1916. The Brooklyns, win-
ners of the National League pennant,
challenging the American League
supremacy defended by the Boston
club, holders of the world champlon-ionshi- p

of last year, proved an object
of wide appeal to baseball enthu-
siasts.

The teams were favored in their
first meeting by weather conditions
closely approaching the idea!. The
day was almost summer-lik- e.

The mass of people who swarmed
the broad reaches of Braves' field
grew rapidly from small groups who
had spent the night at the bleacher
gate. The night line was smaller
than any line that had formed in this
city in many years. A group of
50 persons each were gathered on
the threshold of the park awaiting
the opei'njg gatcte. Some alept,
wlrle others walked around or read
articles in the morning papers on the
chances of the teams.

Bonfires were lighted to burn off
the morning mists. Automobiles

pcarej in Ly hundreds and thousands
came in on morning trains. Many
carried suit cases and boxes of lunch-
es. The gates were swung open
at 9 o'clock, and hundreds marched
Into the ground.

There they found the field ironed
nto parfect play'ng condition. A

platform near the home plate aroused
curosity until thep olice - exp'ained
that it was for a moving picture
company.

The great capacity of the field has
been extended providing space for 45,-00- 0

persons through ths erection of a
fence across right field from thes
mailer stand to the wall. These
standing si(tces:P together with 2,-0- 00

seats, in the extreme right cor-

ner, sold for 50 cents each, a price
so low that the gates were jammed
at an hour when the grand stand seats
were deserted.

The players did not hurry to the
field, the Brooklyn players, who ar-
rived last night, spending the fore-
noon at their hotel.

MORE WOMEN ATTEND
GERMAN UNIVERSITIES

(By Associated Press.)
Berlin, Oct. 9. The number of

women at German universities under-
went a further cons'derable increase
during the past summer semester.
The total was 5,460, which denotes
a gain of some 1,300 over the number
when the war broke out. Out cf
every 100 students present at the
universities 10.5 are women, where-
as the proportion before the war wa3
only 6.7 and if the resident women
students, be taken into account, not
less than 42.3 per cent of the student'
present are now women.

ROAD

(By Associated Press.)
Atlantic City, N. J., Oct. 7. Grown,

s'nee 1888, from an infant with an in-

vestment of a few hundred thousand
dollars, to a giant among the bus-
iness enterprises of the country with
more than six billions of dollars rep-
resented in its securities, the electric
railway industry will review its pro-
gram at the thirty-fift- h annual con-

vention of the American Electric
Railway Assoc'ation to be held at
Atlantic City, October 9 to 13.

Frank J. Sprague, who planned and
built a successful trolley line in Rich-
mond, Va., in 1888, is to lead the re-
view of the physical development of
electric railways. Mr. Sprague is
still in the harness, is a member of
the Naval Advisory Board, appointed
by President Wilson, and a famous
consulting engineer. Participating
in the discussion will be men who have
been on the firmer line diirino-- nil th
various phases of the astounding
growth.

Attention is to be naid also tn th
soc'al and financial aspects of the
suoiect and thf discussion ns tn thu
side of the development is to be led
by A. B. Leach, a New York banker,
who has played an important partin the evolution of street car lines,

The artillery duel between the Ancre
and the Somme continues stubbornly.
In conjunction with three fut le at- -'
tacks made during the morning im-

mediately east of the Ancre, there de-

veloped l'vely hand grenade encoun-
ters which lasted until well into the
even'ng. Between Morval and
Bouchavesnes in the afternoon strong
French forces davanced to the at-

tack. Troops under Generals von
Ermolli and von. Carnier, after stub-
born hand to hand fighting, sanguin-
arily repulsed an attack between Fre-geico- urt

and Bouchasnes. Infantry
regiments 155 and 156 especially dis-

tinguished themselves. i
