Early on Wednesday morning, t
retirning  troopers  sad, the entin
command rode Torward and, halting
ouinlde Carvizel. Capt Boyd sent 4
message 1o the Carranzista command
e thers (Gen. Felix Gomez, who wis
killed ., psking permission 1o pass
that  place,  The Carranzista com
mander rephicd that hiv opders were
Lo permil no Amerieans Lo prss somth
of his lines,

Capt. Bovd, belleving  this  veply
was due to g misppderstanding, sent
word p fecond Hiue that he did not
wieh to puss through the town, but
merely  to o ride past the Cafranza
post to the south of it, This Hime
the Carranziste commander  rephisd
by asking the American commander
1o ride forward and confer with him
at the outer sdge of the town

Caplain Doy, still guspspocting
moved Torward with Wis whole com-
mand ta the appointed ploee,  But
while he was Wnlkineg with the Mexi
can leader, Mexican troops began o
file quivtly out of the narrow sircers
of Carrizal and 1o take up comnund
ing positions on both tanks of the
little group of Americans,

The sevon horse holders had gone
perhiups 200 or 200 yards to the rear,
when behind them they  head  the
bark of a rifle, and then p perfect
sputter of muskeiry.  They whipped
torward at top speed 1o save  Lhe
horses,

Soon they revognized the  deadly
rattle of machine guns.  When, hav-
ing reached a point ¢ little out of
the line of fire, they turned and this
s what was huppening, o far as they
could distinguish:

Troops C and K. drawn oul in 5
hasty skirmish formation, were o©x-
changing volleys with perhaps three
times their number of Carranzinsta
infintry, which surrounded them on
three sides and backed by machine
guns, was poiring in ar perfee hall
of  bullets, Completely exposed in
the open the Amerfeans were gallant
Iy holding their gronnd

Presently  the Mexican  eavalry
which has been held in regerve on
the Nanks, chirged, Apparently Gen,
Gomoez believed the Americans wers
demoralized by his men’s fire and
was =sending in the cavalry to fnish
the business, The advancing caval
ry, however, was met with so deadly
a badl of bullets that it specdily turn-
ed and fled, lenving behind a trail of
dying men and horses,
