It is equipped
with a planetary back-u- p gear, by which the press can be stopped
at any point, or backed up slowly by the feeder by the simple
process of pressing a lever. An especially attractive feature, cer-
tainly from the viewpoint of the merchant who desires several
thousand large posters printed, is the odometer; this contrivance
automatically counts and reristers each
