“This statement caused trouble
for Ritchie. Whan the candi-
dates had gathered they prevail-
ed upon Eidson to spend the
night at Hamlet and tell the oth-
ers rbout it. In the literature
furnished the prospective can-
didates the statement was made
that the order owned 5,000 acres

of land in Richmond county,
where would be developed a
home.

Upon beinﬁ pressed tor
details of the land Ritchie admit-
ted that they did not own any
land, but that he had secured an
option on the land, which he wss
unable to exercise. .
