Scores Meeting County Physician at
Dispensary Points to Be Inoculated
FREE Against Typhoid Fever and
Diphtheria.

The campaign against typhoid
fever and diphtheria that is be-
ing conducted for Richmond
county FREE by the State Board
of Health and County Commiss-
ioners, is making splendid prog-
ress. Dr. W. R. Mcintosh, the
county physician, and Carl Coley
acting as clerk, began the listed
rounds Monday, the first appoint-
ment being at Roberdel No. 1
where 266 were inoculated against
typhoid fever.

Adults and children, white and
black, are taking the free treat-
ment, and every person in the
county who has not been inocu-
lated in the past three years
should by all means take advan.
tage of this campaign. Each
point will be visited three more
times, and this will enable any
who may desire to do so to start
the treatments the coming week.
If any who were treated should
miss a meeting, they will have
opportunity in the next three
visitations to complete the series.
The treatment calls for three
inoculations.
