Roanoke Rapids adventure into

Class C baseball as a member of

the Virginia League came to an
end Wednesday night, after Pres

ident Corprew, of the Virginia

League, had informed President
W. L. Long, of the Roanoke

Rapids Club, that the Norfolk
and Newport News Clubs had

both refused to play Roanoke

Rapids. Norfolk gave as a rea

son that they had leased their
ball park out on dates when Roa

noke-Rapid- s was scheduled to

play in Norfolk. Newport News

stated that it would cost them

$190.00 to play Roanoke Rapids
whereas the regular league guar
antee was only xiw.uu. Mr.

Long told Mr. Corprew that Roa-

noke Rapids would play Norfolk

in Roanoke Rapids if necessary
and that he would be willing to

pay Newport News any amount

they considered necessary for ex-

penses, but it seemed that noth-

ing but the retirement of Roa-

noke Rapids would be satisfacto-

ry.
Just what motives actually

governed the action of the league
in illegally ousting the Roanoke

Rapids Club from membership

lawfully and officially granted is

open to conjecture. Whatever

the reasons, they are certainly
not those given by President

Corprew and the Norfolk and

Newport News Clubs, and the

most logical conjecture is that
the Virginia League thought the

little Roanoke Rapids team would

be pie for their professional
clubs and when this fond dream

was rudely dissipated by the re-

sults of the first game with Rocky

Mount, taken by Roanoke Rap-

ids by a score of four to one,

why, school was out! It would

never do to have a
team thrash the stuffing

out of Class C clubs, regardless
of any promises or obligations.

As a matter of record Roanoke

Rapids was admitted to the Vir-

ginia Leage, after President Cor-

prew had taken a telegraphic
vote from all the Virginia League
Clubs in favor of the admission

of Roanoke Rapids. After forty-eig- ht

hours of deliberation tele-

grams were sent by President

hundred and fifty dollar guaran-
tee be collected by Rocky Mount
from the Roanoke Rapids team
before the ousting took place.
At any rate, President W. L.

Long, received Wednesday morn-

ing a telegram from "Corprew
stating he wished to talk to him

Wednesday night but could not
state the matter for discussion.
It was known in Norfolk Tues-

day night that Roanoke Rapids
had been ousted and Corprew
could have notified Roanoke Rap
ids in ample time to have saved
us the Wednesday guarantee had
he so desired.
