Cuevexse, W. T., April 23.—The
miners taken out by troops from the
Union stockade in Custer’s Guich,
Black Hills, are now on their way to
this city from Ft. Laramic, and ‘will
arrive here 1o morrow. Three of the
party came in this evening in the
stage in advanwe of the command,
bringing back with them a sufficient
amount of placer gold, ard gold and
silver bearing quartz to demonstrate
that under more favorable auspices
mining can be made profitable. There
were two feet of enow in the hills at
the time they left, and. they reported
the winter as having been unusually
severe, rendering it all but impossible
to do successful prospecting. Tt
snowed for 3 days previous to their
leaving the hills, They left on the
10th and arrived at Ft. Laramie under
the military escort on the 18ik. The
party, composed of sixteen men one
woman aud a boy, are in good health,

ges and rich resources of the Black
Hills and they desire to return to the
hills.  On account of the haste of the
military to remove them from the
hills onc-half of the outfit and castle
were left behind. From the  time
they entered the hills until they de.
parted they never saw an Indian.
