VIGOROUS CITIES. 

A tlislii of Them toHlretdi froiu Mew York 
to laiikton. 

Rapid City Journal. 
Tho Chicago, Milwaukee and .St. Paul 

ruilrond have ut lout Becured tho right of 
way through tlio.Hioux reservation be-
tweeii here and the Muwoun river, and 
it is now aiithontutivcly anuounccd that 
they will punli conHtruction right on thin 
way until tliey huveu rouud-lioune some­
where on the eastern base of the Black 
H'IIH. Just where this terminal point 
will be of course no one can say with 
positiveness, the directors of the compa­
ny being themselves unable to positively 
designate the exact locality. A number 
of surveys will undoubtedly bc'made be­
fore a final determination is reached on 
this question. But we most confiden­
tially believe—and the belief is not the 
result of the strong bias we of course feel 
in favor of our home locality—that the 
road will be constructed right up tlic 
main ltapid valley, crossing the Chey­
enne river about three miles above tie 
month of the Box Elder. There is at 
that point a good naturul crossing—the 
only one we know of anywhere near on a 
direct line westward from Brule City 
that could be made available withoutja 
large preliminary expenditure; and 
thence on into the Hills the route would 
naturally leap up over the divide be­
tween tile Rapid and Box Elder until 
the main valley of the former was entered. 

True the road could dodge us a few. 
milqs below town, and, deflecting to the 
northwestward, strike for lower White-
wood creek by way of Sturgis City; but 
what inducement would it have to do 
this ? What other terminal point would 
have advantages superior to Rapid City 
for controlling Black Hills business. 
Here is the gate-way to all the mining 
centres—to the promising placer camps 
of Roekerville, Pactola, Sheridan, Tiger-
ville, and the rich quartz camps of lloeh-
ford, Newton's Fork, Queen Bee, Custer 
and Harney. All these mining towns ore 
reached from Rapid City by direct roads. 
They are reached in shorter distances 
than they can be from any other leading 
Black Hills trade centre. Rapid City is 
a natural centre. 

But what if the railroad turns north­
ward some distance below Rapid City, 
and goes to the northern camps by way 
of Sturgis and Crook City V That would 
not materially affect the prospects of 
Rapid City. Rapid City now has too 
good a start to be set back by any such 
contingency. Denver's prosperity was 
enhanced by the construction of the Un­
ion Pacific, though influence and capital 
were combined to build up the rival town 
of Cheyenne; Salt Lake City was left to 
the southward by the Central Pacific, 
aud capital and, influence were power­
fully combined to build up the rival 
town of Corinne, but all this redounded 
to the glory of Salt Lake City—the rail­
road company that sought 'to kill her 
made her one of the grandest inland 
cities on the continent. Just as soon as 
any railroad company crosses the Chey­
enne river, let it head as it may, and stop 
where it will, Rapid City will spring 
ahead with still greater vigor. Here she 
is, seated on her throne of dual power— 
mines on one side and farming lands on 
the other—the gateway to the mines from 
the valley«nd the gateway to the valley 
from the mines—and notliiug can here­
after check her onward march. 

We will see lively times for years after 
the advent of the first road into the Hills. 
The competing lines already commenced 
will be pushed ahead to completion, and 
then there will be a race of the giants to 
cut off the Northern Pacific in the Yel­
lowstone valley, so as to bring the Mon­
tana business over direct eastern con­
nections. The country will settle up with 
a rush all the way through from Rapid 
City to Bozeman, making us a great cen­
tre—the central point of vast interests to 
the westward and northward as well as 
to the eastward. The grand drama of 
settlement and development which has 
been in progress on this continent during 
the last century will not be brought to a 
standstill by the occupancy of all the 
valley lands to the eastward of the Mis­
souri. The great westward moving 
throngs will scale all the mountain sum­
mits and crowd into every mountain pass 
and valley—the tides from east to west 
will sweep right ahead, as in times gone 
by, continuing to the western seas the 
chain of vigorous cities which now stretch 
from New York to Yankton.

The Doflclenry Appropriation Hill Re­
turned Without tlie Sipatiii e of Itutlier-
ford 11. Hayes. 
Washington, May •!.—The president 

sent to tho house to-day the following 
message, vetoing the deficiency appro­
priation bill: 

To the house of representatives: Af­
ter mature consideration of the bill en­
titled, etc., I return it to the house with 
my objections to its passage. 

The bill appropriates about $800,000, 
of which over S60O,000 is for the payment 
of fees of tJnited States marshals and 
general and special deputy marshals, 
earned during the current fiscal year, 
and their incidental expenses. The* ap­
propriations made in the bill are needed 
to carry on the operations of the govern­
ment and' fulfill its obligations lor the 
payment of money long since due its 
officers for services and expenses essen­
tial to tile execution of their duties under 
the laws of the United States. The 
necessity for these appropriations is so 
urgent, and they being already so long 
delayed, that if the bill before me con­
tained permanent or legal legislation un­
connected with these appropriations, it 
would have my prompt approval. It 
contains; however, a provision which 
materially changes and by implication 
repeals an important part of the laws 
for the regulation of the United States 
elections. These laws have for several 
years past been the subject of vehement 
political controversy and have been de­
nounced as unecessary. oppressive and 
unconstitutional. On the other hand it 
has been maintained with equal zeal and 
earnestness ' that the election laws are 
indispensible to fair and lawful elections, 
and are clearly warranted by the con­
stitution. Under these circumstances 
to attempt in an appropriation bill mod­
ifications or repeal of these laws is to 
annex a condition to the passage of need­
ed and proper appropriations which tend 
to deprive the executive of that equal 
and independent exercise of discretion 
and judgment which the constitution 
contemplates. 

The objection to the bill, to which 
respectfully ask your attention, is that it 
gives marked and deliberate sanction, at­
tended by no circumstances of pressing 
necessity,' to a questionable, and as I am 
clearly of opinion, dangerous practice of 
tacking upon appropriation bills general 
and permanent legislation. This prac­
tice opens wide the door to hasty, incon­
siderate and sinister legislation. It in­
vites attacks upon the independence and 
constitutional powers of the executive 
providing an easy and effective way of 
restraining executive discretion. Al­
though of late this practice has been re­
sorted to by all political parties when 
clothed witli power, it did not pre­
vail until after the adoption of the con­
stitution. It is confidently believed that 
it is condemned by the enlightened judg­
ment of the country. The states which 
have adopted new constitutions during 
the last quarter of a centniy have gen­
erally provided remedies for this evil. 
Many of them have enacted that no law 
shall contain more than one subject, 
which shall be plainly expressed in its 
title. 

The constitution of more than half the 
states contain substantially this provis­
ion, or some other of like intent and 
meaning. Public welfare will be pro­
moted in many ways by a return to the 
early practice of the government and to 
true legislation, which is that every mea­
sure should stand upon its own merits. 

am firmly convinced that, appropria­
tion bills ought not to contain any .legis­
lation not relevant to the application or 
expenditure of the money thereby appro­
priated, and that by strict adherence to 
this principle an important and much 
needed reform will be accomplished. 

Placing my objection to the bill on 
this feature of it, I forbear any comment 
upon the important general and perma­
nent legislation winch it contains as a 
matter for specific - and . independent 
consideration.

On that occasion 
an edition of upwards of 130,000 copies, 
which required 40,500 pounds of paper— 
20^ tons. To print these vast webs, 
seven perfecting presses were in use, 
presses which take the paper from a con­
tinuous roll, print it on both sides, cut it 
up in single sheets, doubles one within 
the other and pastes it, and then folding 
it for the mail—in the very shape the 
subscriber gets it from the postoffice. 
The forms are all sterotyped, and for the 
336 plates necessary eight tons of metal 
were used. The composition on the 
paper measured 1,173,300 ems, 3,519,900 
pieces of type that the 140 compositors 
were obliged to transfer from their cases 
into proper relation in their composing 
sticks. The double stereotyping ma­
chinery, manned by 23 men, turned out 
95 page plates An hour, or one complete 
stereotype every 37 seconds, and the 
mammoth, untiring presses delivered 
2,333 perfect eight-page sheets in every 
minute of time. The New York Herald 
is the greatest newspaper in the world.
