that the railroad bridge across that 
stream will be swallowed up in a few 
days. The Missouri is cntting in rapidly 
and there now only remains only 
about a rod of soil betweou the river 
and the bridge. The curreut is set­
ting in strongly against the crumb­
ling bank and it is going in rapidly. A 
day or two ago the railroad track was 
moved baok and it will soon have to 
tako auothor inlaud trip. Superintend­
ent Merchant says that if the bridge is 
washed out the track will probably be 
moved back to the second bench and a 
depot built on the north side of the 
Rhine. There is great danger that all 
of the bottom land occupied by the shops 
will be washed out by the river. 

Sam Kaucher, of this city, has a big 
scheme in liis head, and one which prom­
ises great success.

SUDDEN DEATH OF DR. FRANKLIN WIXSON. 

Another pioneer has been suddenly 
called to his final rest. Di\ Wixson died 
very suddenly at his residence in this city 
at noon to-day. He had just risen from 
the dinner table and was passing into an 
adjoining room, when he fell to the tioor 
in an unconscious condition. His wife 
hastened to his assistance but he was un­
able to recognize her and iu five minutes 
was a corpse. Ilis death, though sudden 
was not unexpected. For a number of 
years he had been sutl'ering from physi­
cal ills ami during the past six mouths 
his condition has been very precarious. 
Six months ago lie consulted Dr. Yan-
derliule, who gave the case a very careful 
investigation and found his patient suf­
fering with aorteurisma, a disease of the 
heart or closely connected therewith, and 
liable to snap the brittle thread of life at 
any moment and with little warning. Of 
this condition Dr. Wixson was fully ap­
prised, though he had not so informed 
his family; but in the quiet disposition 
of his earthly affairs, it is evident 
that lie fully realized how frail 
was his tenure of life. For several 
weeks he had been failing and for much 
of the time remained quietly at home, 
taking but little exercise. 

Franklain Wixson was born in Steuben 
county, New York, January 17, 1831. 
He graduated from the Western Home­
opathic Medical College, Cleveland,Ohio, 
in 1851, and afterwards studied with Dr. 
Huston,an eminent physician of Dundee, 
New York. In 185G he removed to Sioux 
City, Iowa, engaged in professional busi­
ness, and being one of the earliest occu­
pants of the town became one of the pro­
prietors of what has since grown to a 
flourishing city. 

He was married in Sioux City iu 1857 to 
Miss Mary I. B. Burnham, and contin­
ued his residence there until 1803, when 
he was engaged as surgeon in company 
B. Dakota cavalry and removed his fam­
ily to Yankton. At the close of the war, 
in 'Go, he permanently established liis 
home here and entered upon the practice 
of his profession, taking a leading posi­
tion which he maintained for many years.

TRYING TO BLOW UP A CONSUL. 

New Y'ork, May 12.—A dastardly at­
tempt wos made to-day by a party or 
parties, at present unknown, to kill the 
Spanish consul general, Hypolito D 
Uriate, by means of an infernal machine. 
It appears that when letters were brought 
to tlie office this morning, among them 
was a package eight inches in width. 
After examining the letters at his desk 
the consul took this package,which was 
done up in a brown paper box,to the table 
to open it. He used his penknife to do so 
and immediately he took the cover off 
the box there was a loud explosion and 
some balls of fire shot out of the box, 
burning the carpet and the consul's coat 
ami scorching his hands, but otherwise 
doing no further damage. An examin­
ation of the box showed that its purpose 
was to kill the persons who opened it. 
Inside was a quantity of gun powder, a 
large percussion cap, and what is sup­
posed to lie nitro glycerine. The top of 
:he box was so fastened that when taken 
off friction would be caused and probably 
sharks of fire created sufficient to Bet off 
the contents of the box. The package was 
addressed, "Chevalier Hypolito D. 
Uriarte, Consul - General's office. 29 
Brood way, New York," and postmarked 
Philadelphia. The consul general has no 
idea who sent him the deadly package, 
but surmised that it was a Cuban plot to 
destroy the life of a Spanish official.
