II«r LNIOII Exploit—AtUtuipl U» Korra a 
Double Miarrlajr**. 

The notorious Dr. Mary Walker, Bays 
the Washington oorrenpondent of the

At' last she 
brought her neice, Miss Vesta Coates, of 
Oswego, New York, to him for dental 
repairs, having prefaced the visit by high 
praises of the young lady, whom she 
represented as ravishuigly beautiful and 
enormously, wealthy. Then she told 
Miss Vesta that the doctor was smitten 
with her. Dr. Mary then went to Dr. 
Parson's bosom friend, Mr. Crypti Pal-
moni, a young lawyer of Washington, 
who has recently adopted the stage, and 
scraped up an acquaintance. She pre­
sented to him her scheme of marrying 
the twain. Her only argument was that 
Dr. Parsons was a' very nice young man 
and Miss Coates was an extremely nice 
young lady, and wanted Mr. Palmoni's 
cooperation. She visited him repeated­
ly and got thoroughly acquainted, and 
she finally succeeded in making Miss 
Coates believe that Dr. Parsons won 
really interested in her. In a recent 
conference, it is stated, Dr. Mary, turn­
ing aside to her neice, said: "Now VeBta, 
you must write to the doctor."

A Stormy Scene In the Knglteh HOUK* «r 
Commons. 

London, June 14—-In tlie house of 
commons this evening, in accordance 
with the notice given by O'Donnell, 
home ruler member for Jiuugarner, he 
asked Sir Chas. Dilke, under foreign 
secretary, a question relative to the ante­
cedents of LaCour, recently appointed 
French ambassador to London, and 
whether his nomination as ambassador 
to Germany was not withdrawn in defer­
ence to the wishes of the German govern­
ment. 

The question caused a lively scene. 
Premier Gladstone moved that O'Don 

nell should not be heard. 
Parnell and G. M. "Sullivan, home rul­

ers, protested against the attempt to si­
lence a member. 

Sir Chas. Dilke denied the allegations 
contained in O'Donnell's question. 

O'Donnell was not satisfied with the 
answer and moved adjournment of the 
house. 

Amid great uproar the speaker said 
his conduct was a grave abuse. 

Cowen, liberal member for Edinburg, 
condemned the attempt to propagate a 
a libel in the guise of a question. 

The question put by O'Donnell accus-
ed Challomel La Cour of participating 
in the massacre and robbery of a con­
vent. 

7 p. m.—The scene in the house is 
growing warmer. Northcote opposed 
Gladstone's motion. The speaker ad­
mitted that a similar motion had not 
been made for two hundred years. 

Capt. Price, conservative'member for 
Davenport, moved that Sir William Har-
court be not heard. 

Loud cheers from the opposition. 
The speaker niled that Sir William 

Harcourt was in possession of the floor. 
[Cheers.] 

Sir William then pointed out that 
O'Donnell's attack on Challomel La 
Cour ought not to receive the counte­
nance of any part of the house. 

Rt. Hon. Win. E. Forster said O'Don­
nell's speech was contrary to the decency 
of society. 

O'Donnell summoned Forster to with­
draw his words. 

Lord Elicho then moved for adjourn­
ment of the debate. 

After further animated discussion aud 
the rejection of Lord Elicho's motion, 
Gladstone, upon the understanding that 
O'Donnell meant only to give notice of 
the question, said he was willing to with­
draw his motiou. 

O'Donnell then stated the terms on 
which he proposed to ask his questions 
on Thursday, after which the house ad­
journed.
