Chicago, July 24.—The English picked

While the clerk, Fred D. Gifford, was 
alone a stranger appeared at the open­
ing of the wire screcn in the couuter and 
expressed a desire to buy some govern­
ment bonds. As Gifford was about to 
reply the stranger suddenly reached 
through the aperture and struck Gifford 
on the temple with a slung shot. The 
blow felled him to the fioor and tempor­
arily rendered liim insensible. When he 
recovered it was ascertained that between 
$4,000 and $5,000 in currency lying on 
the top of the counter had disappeared. 

Pittsburg, July 22.—The proprietors 
and fifty attaches of Boyd & Peters' cir­
cus have been arrested, charged with the 
horrible crime of abducting and outrag­
ing Miss Salome Burkett, 14 years old. 
Her testimony shows that she was forci­
bly dragged to the tent, and under sav­
age threats compelled to submit to out­
rage repeatedly until she was rendered 
insensible. The girl told a straightfor­
ward story iu court and recognized three 
of the fiends. Great excitement exists at 
Somerist, where the girl lives, and friends 
of her father have raised funds to prose­
cute the guilty parties. When found she 
was in a halP demented condition trying 
to find her way home to Somerset. 

Topeka, Kac., July 22.—H. T. Defen-
dorf, who was sent by Gov. St. John to 
inquire into the reported Indian depre­
dations on the Cimmaron, has returned 
and says a party of five Osage Indians 
attacked a herd of horses owned by Mr. 
Driscoll, whose ranch is located about 
twenty-five miles south of Dodge City 
and near the Cimmaron river. The 
herder in charge of the horses undertook 
to drive them away until his horse was 
killed. The Indians secured five horses 
and|left,!'returning to the Indian territory. 
Captain Lusclium, with forty mouuted 
soldiers, left Fort Dodge the day before 
Defendorf arrived, acting under tele­
graphic orders from Gen. Pope, who had 
been • notified by the governor of the 
rumor. Cattle men are securing all the 
arms and ammunition they can buy 
aud mean to defend themselves if there 
are other attempts of this kind. 

New York, July 22.—A special from 
Paris to the Telegram says: Paris was 
shocked this morning by the announce­
ment of the suicide ot an American lady 
well known here and iu London circles. 
Mrs. Annie Wetniore of New York took 
her own life yesterday by poisoning her­
self at the residence of Lady Albert Pel-
ham, at 'Clinton, on the Rue Ballautt. 
The deceased was a very handsome wo­
man, about 35 years of age. Up to a 
short time since she was said to have 
been affianced to the marquis of Auglezy. 
to whom she became engaged soon after 
her divorce from her husband in June 
last. Anglezy met and married Mrs. We-
dehouse, nee Miss Minnie King, of Geor­
gia. Mrs. Wetmore was dreadfully de­
pressed on hearing of the marriage, and 
at last, iu despair, put an end to her life. 
The sad occurrence has created a great 
sensation in the American colony.

"In my opinion the experiment is 
worth no more than would be an experi­
ment to prove that a man could eat a 
bushel of potatoes or drink a gallon of 
brandy per day and live, or that he could 
swallow a peck of jack-knives with im­
punity, nor is it less reprehensible. It is 
a barbarous public exhibition, qever in­
tended to be ntade for purely scientific 
purposes,and made apparently for the sole 
purpose of proving that Dr. Hammond 
had made an incorrect statement, and to 
vindicate, the character of Mollie Fan-
clier, and it will do neither. It will prove 
nothing except that the public can be 
fascinated and attracted by a cruel and 
barbarous spectacle, and if Mr. Bergli 
permits it to go on without even a pro­
test he ought to cease his war on vivisec­
tion. 

"The truth is," continued the profes­
sor, "that too much dignity has been 
given to this affair under the pretense 
that it involved important questions of 
science. The success or failure of the 
experiment involves no question of sci­
ence that has not been settled long ago 
and a thousand times. Dogs and cats 
without number have been sacrificed to 
these experiments, and men have starved 
themselves and been starved by the 
millions, and are still starving by the 
millions, and there has been no lack of 
opportunity to know how men look and 
act when they are dying of starvation. 
And if it is of any importance to know 
exactly how long a man may live with­
out eating, Dr. Tanner does not offer to 
settle it, for he does not propose to die. 
And if lie were (generous enough to do 
this some day it would not settle the 
question whether yon or I would die on 
the same day or in the same length of 
time, and that is all we want to know.'"
