CAPTAIN RAYMOND,

Home Letiers Glving Events In His Past
Career,
Mitchell Capitol.

Who is Hon. J. B, Raymond? He is
at present a candidate for delegate, and
now holds the position of United States
Marshal. His home is in Fargo, D. T,
und although he is a northern Dakota
man, yet the le of southern Dakota
can feel contident that if he is elected to
represent us, (as he surely will be,) that
he will not work for northern
Dakota alone, but for the territory as a
whole. l\lVe have !mul:hod the columns of
our exchanges which are opposed to
Hon. J. B.glhymond, .and the gravest
charge they have yet brought against
him, is that *he is a northern Dakota
man.” Mr.-Raymond is 36 years of age,
and although he is young in years, he is
old inrxperience. At theage of§l6, he
enlisted ‘in the 31st Illinois infantry,
then commanded (in 1861,) by Colonel,
now 8enator J. A. Logan, of Illinois.
In 1863, soon after Vicksburg fell, then
18 years old, hereceived his commigsion
a3 captain in that regiment, being the
youngest captain in the western army.
Boon after he was detached and nssigned
to duty on the staff of Gen. Force, (now.
Judge Force of Cincinnati,) and a month
later assigned to duty on the staff of
Gen. M. D. Legget, in which position he
served until he left the service. We
publish extracts of letters which we have
Just received from gentlemen well ac-
quainted with Hon. J. B. Raymond.
Senator McMillan, of Minnesota says:

“I formed the acquaintance of Capt.
Raymond, at Jacksonville, Miss., in 1875,
during the session of the senate commit-
tee of investigation. He entered the
U.S.army in_ Illinois, when quite a
young man and served through the war
of the rebellion, after which he settled in
Mississippi. He was editor and publish-
er of a newspaper in Jackson, which was
ably conducted. He is a gentleman of
ﬁood character, energetic, prompt and
decided in action.”

Judge Force, of Ohio, late Major Gen-
eral, says: “Capt. Raymond served on
nmy stafl part of the war, as provost mar-
shal. Capt. Raymond has always had
the rare faculty jof being a disciplinary,
and enforcing duty strictly withont giv-
ing offence. Whilst provost marshal,
and an exacting one, he was a favorite
among the so](ﬁen;. and while living in
Mississippi, a prominent and leading re-
publican, and editor of the leading re-
publican paper in the state, he enjoyed
the'esteem and confidence of the people
there to a degree that T believe no other
northern man attained.”

Gen. M. D, Leggett, of Ohio, says of
Cngt. Raymond:

‘apt. John B. Raymond, was a mem-
ber of my staff in the war of the rebel-
lion, and I have kept myself well inform-
ed in reference to him ever since. Im-
mediately upon the close of the war he
settled 1n Mississippi. He was for a
number of years Duglisher of the Mis-
sissippi Pilot, probably the best repuli-
can paper in the south. Capt. Raymond
during all the severe struggles the repub-
lican party have pnsseg throughy has
snstained a character above reproach, so
that his political enemies, even in Missis-
sippi, have been compelled to admit his
unswerving integrity, and his high sense
of honor and honesty. He has always
been conspicuous for his straightforward
manly bearing, and his intelligent and
energetic performance or all duties as-
signed him. I would trust him anywhere
and with any responsibility he wonld be
willing to assume. I know of no person
living in whose honor and integrity I
would place greater confldence.”
