The ngers at first
were greatly alarmed huat Capt. Davis
soon calmed their fears The fire was
extinguished before mnch damage was
done. Cargo and vessel sustained no
damage and procceded on her voyage.

A Proposed Resolution,

London, Aug. 5—A resolution will be
introduced in the house of commons to-
morrow looking towards a modification
of the present laws requiring the compul-
sory slaughter of fat stock from the Uni-
ted States at ports of landing.

A Speck of War,

London, Aug. 5.—An official dispatch
from Quettah of the 4th inst., says her
majesty’s ship Danan shelled the rebel-
lious villages and natives threatened to
massacre all the white inhabitants, A
later telegrum states that the rebels sur-
rended to the proper anthorities and
quictness has been restored.

A Village Almost Destroyed.

Madrid, Aug. 4—A fire at Jaratta,
rovince of Navarris; destroyed eighty
out of one handred and six houses which
the village contained. Several persons
were injured.

Increase of Wages Wanted,

Lonisville, Ky., Aug. 5.—Yesterday a
committee from the monldei’s union
called on President Sprague of the Ohio
Falls Car company at Jeffersonville to
demand an increase of 25 cents per day
in wages. At })reuent the moulders are
being paid $2.25 per day and they claim
that other manufacturers in Indiana are
paying $2.50. It is understood the re-
ply of Sprague was unsatisfactory, and
to-duy the men after the cast 18 made
will quit work. It was reported that a
strike of monlders in the Louisville and
Nashville railroad shops had something
to do with the proposed strike on the
other side of the river, but how true this
is, cannot be ascertained, as the men pos-
itively refuse to give any information
whatever in relation to the matter, It
is  known however, that a couple of
Lonisville strikers obtained employment
in the Ohio Falls ear works. Sprague
having been turnished with a black
list on which the names appeared,
refused to keep them in
the employ of his works., There are
nearly 1,200 men employed in the car
works and as each department is under
another it is probable that if the monld-
ers strike the whole establishment will
close. Striking monlders from the Lonis-
yille railroad shops in this city expect,
to have their demands acceded to a!
return to works, but they were disap-
poiuted and are still out. Connection
with the car works strike complicates the
situation and will probably cause a seri-
ous strike.

Conference Mecting of the Republican
National Committee.

New York, Aug. 6.—Ex-Gov. Jewell,
chairman republican national committee,
called the republiecan conference to
order and presided. He made a brief
address explaining the objects of the
gathering and was followed by several
speakers, including United States Sena-
tor John A. Logan and John Cessna,
chairman Penusylvania state convention.
The corridors of the Fifth Avenue hotel
were crowded this morning with repre-
sentatives from all parts of the conntry
who are here attending the conference.
From eight this a. m. Gen. Garfield was
beseiged with visitors. On a table in the
general’s parlor was a magnificent floral
tribute with the word “welcome” inter-
woven. Gen. Garfield shook hands with
each visitor and had a pleasant word for
all. Ho expressed himself feeling well
