A FALLEN CAPITOL. 

The Wins ot the Wisconsin State House 
Falls and Kills Four and Wounds Many 
More. 

Madison, Nov. 8—Tbe entire roof, in 
side walls and iron and stone columns of 
the new south wing of the capitol fell at 
1:40 p. m. Barney Higgins and William 
Edger, of Madison, were killed instantly, 
and Wm. Jones, boss mason, of Milwau­
kee bad hia skull fraotured and ia dying. 
James Lowell had both legs broken and 
will probably die. Bhodes, of Sheboy­
gan, was badly injared. Jamea Kelly, 
of Madison, had a leg broken and was 
badly injured. James Maxwell of Janes-
ville, was injured in the head. Ed 
Barnes, of Madison, was badly injured. 
Arthur .Lynch, of Chicago, was injared 
badly. Wm. Scbanck, of Milwaukee, 
was badly injured. 

A full list of the killed and wounded 
in the oapitol disaster this afternoon is 
as follows: 

Dead—W. Bernard Higgins, a laborer, 
fifty years old, of Madison. 

A. M. Edgar, mason, of Madison; bur­
ied under the debris and horribly orash-
ed. 

Michael Zewauk, a mason, of Madison; 
died after being taken out. 

Wm. Q.Jones, a mason, or Milwaukee; 
skull fraotured; died sinoe taken out. 

Injured—Miles Maxwell, a plasterer, 
of Janesville; badly out on tbe head. 

Wm. Boss, a plasterer, of Sheboygan; 
probably fatal. 

Wm. Judge, a carpenter, of Madison; 
badly soratohed. 

Arthur Lynch, of Madison; head badly 
hurt; delirious. 

Ed. Bahn, a mason, of Sauk City; 
single; aged 23; badly out up. 

Ed. Page and Jo Page, masons, of 
Middleton; young men and brothers, 
badly hurt. 

Ed. Kingsley, maaon, of Milwaukee; 
hurt about tbe head. 

Jamea Dowell, maaon, of Madison; an 
old eettier, aged aixty; both lege broken; 
will die.
