When the Portland franchise situn-
tlon came up for discussion Manager
Garrity pointed out that Owner
Abrams was anxioum to continue in
the Eastorn Lengue and did not look
on the removal of the Lawrence fran-
chine to Waterbury as a drawback to
the retention of Portland in the
lengue. He was willing to continue
Manager Garrity sald in spite of the
disadvantige Portland wotld be geo-
graphieally with the rest of the cities
of the leagud. But the club owners
told Mr, Garrity that while they ap-
preciatad Owner Abrams willlngness
to econtinue they felt it bad policy to
have Portland in the league this sea-
ron ‘and according to the rules tha
league was privileged to take ovar the
FPortland franchise for $2,500., Thia
was done and a price was pald for
the Portland players. It wns declded
to write Owner Abrams of the league's
regret at the action taken.

Then followed the purchase of tha
FPortland franchise and players by the
Rhode lzland Exhibltion Co., whieh
operated the Providence club In the
disbanded International League. The
players sold by Providence to Port-
Innd several weeks ago under a gen-
tleman’s agreement had already been
turned back to Providence prior to
the calling of the mesting and was a
matter of merely exchanglng checka,
B, P, Moulton, president of the Rhode
Izland Exhibitlon Co., and Muanager
Hddie Eayrs, who i3 also vice presi-
dent of the concarn, were present and
roprosented Providence in the deal.

Becnuse of the change In starting
time of the senson this vear the dates
for the payment of the league dues
and assessments wersa changed and
thae time for Aling the bonds of §1,500
was shifted to May 1, another move
to maeet the new situation. The bonds
are roquired from each club to guar-
antes the league that the various clubs
will start and finish the senson and
also live up to the league rules.
