It is ahsolutely necessary for the safe ly and proleclion of
the 3000000 Lboys who either are in France, or will soon be
there, that means shall be found to keep solidarity al home.
The problem in every land most threatening to solidarity is the
labor problem. It is the solution of this difficully which laxes
the minds of statesmen throughout the waorld.

It is probable that the men of properly and affairs, who
perceived most clearly the dangers of a German empire, rul-
fng the warld from Berlin, and who were sirongest for war,
had liltle prevision of the tremendous social, industrial and
economic changes thal must follow {he world confliet.

Seme perceplion there was of the strength of German in-
stitutions, gained from a mobilization of ingustrial power, and
from the industrial edueation of (he mass of workers., Bul the
great business men of the Allied world were more conscious—
much more—of the slrengih of the German military organiza-
tion. which would long ago have bheen defeated had it been sus-
tained by a weaker organizalion of industry and
power,

The war had nol long continned, however, hefore the busi-
ness men and slalesmen saw, in the Ipgie of bhattles won, by
Germans that the individualist system of produefion mus! needs
be changed al many inlo s=omething more unilied,
more capable of harmonious efforf,

The Times-Farmer. loo often. perhaps. for ils readers’ eom-
forl, has explained the sad confusion in whiclt British infnstry
existed al the opening of 1hie war.  Organization mmpr'lwl
againsl organizalion for labor, and especially for brains; lae-
tory struggled with faclory for neeessary malerials: eonflicts
Fabwoen employers and emploved tied up produetion in every
direction.

These eonflieting nnits had lo he harmonized,
must pass under the hegemony of (he Germans.  Labor was
distributed after an orderly system. Factory was not permit-
fed to compete against faclory for -materials. All things were
ordered, under government direclion as far as possible. so that
dhe fruclifving labor and malterials shonld {low where they
were needed, when they wepe needed, .

To pursue all the steps of Brilish  program  within  {he
space of an edilorinl is not possible. 11 is sufficient to -.tl\ that
fhe experience of Brilain is being in some degree vepeated in
Amerien, for hees lhe problems are almost idenlical.

When government does an unusual and seemingly rigop-
ous thing affecting the industpy, il does not acl ap-
bitrarily, bul in the light of experienee, and fop (e purpose
of hastening vietory.

Were matters 1oft fo the older melhod of Torluilons ar-
rangement. there wonld he geave danger of a German managed
warld, and graver danager that eherishes righls and liberfies
would be Iost in a storm of conflicting ceonomic inlerests,

ona phase of the effort for unily and selidavily. The decision
has suceeeded ”]I'n]]ghulﬂ its ]E'II‘_L.'I'[‘ ]ll‘ill('ilﬂ"?‘. but has failad
with a single group.

Boys In Uncle Sam’s Navy
—""Not Good to Eat”

Now that Uncle Sam has such a big
family in the army and navy the old
gentieman has to do his shopping
systemutically in order to keep sup-
plied his iwo or three million
nephews in the army nnd navy.

Every day he starts out with a
shopping basket on his arm to pur-
chase what the family needs and it is
a colos=al Job for the needs are many
and Uncle S53m lg not denying his boys
anything.

The other dav the boys in the navy
needed 500 peloruses, Uncle 8am,
generally speaking dld not know what
a pelorus i& but he needed 500 of
them. It was a rush order and Uncle
8am started shopping for them. 1If
he couldn’t get 'em in the stores some-
body would have to make them.

Before he got the pelorusss the
boys In the navy wanted I5 mame-
ters, 2,000 holystonss, 21,000 mzlions
of turpentine, 50,000 gallons of ma-
hogany stain, 1,000,000 yvards of serge
lining, 10,000 cubic fest of hydrogen,
11,000,000 pounds of jam and 7.000,-
000 pounds of pickles.

Uncle Bam has orders like that
every day from’ the family and it's
"up to Him'" to get them. He can’t
stroll down the street in a leisurely
manner any more. Hs has to do his
shopping In a gstematic manner.

Through the Section of Resources
and Conversion of the War Industries
Board he sends out a call to"all sec-
tions of the country and lets all the
manufacturers and storekeepers know
whnt he wants, when and where he
wanta it and asks for bilds on the
cost of supplying it.

At the head of Uncle Sam's shop-
ping department is Charles A. Otis,
chief of the Bcction on Resources and
Conversion, It's the business of his
department to find out who ean make
the peloruses and the holystones and
the hydrogen gas and the 11,000,000
pounds of jam. He tells Tinele Sam
all about It and Unele Sam ‘then
makes the purchase,

If there isn't anyhody making pe-
loruges, and a pelorus Is an article
that cannot be turned out by every
pliimber or shaemaker why the ma-
chineéry under Mr. Otis starts to con-
vert some factory which has been
making something else into a factory
able to turn out the peloruses.

It is a wonderful service and the
talk which Charles A, Otls, chief of
the Section on Resources and Conver-
slon of the War Industries Board will
give on Monday, Sept. 9, at the
Chamber of Commerce noonday
luncheon will be most interesting anid
valuable to the men who manufacture
the thousands of different articles that
Unecle Sam needs.

Mr. Otls will speak on "Industry
and the War" and will be able 1o
epeak with authority on the policies
of the government with regard to in-
fdustry during the period of the war.

Manufacturers from all over Con-
nesieut anpd western Massachuselts
have heen invited to attend as well as
the Ordnance PBureau force, the
American  Society of Mechanical
Engineers and Bridgepori Manufac-
turers’ Assaciation.
