REDS CUT ARMY BUT
IMPROVE PERSONNEL

Russian Sovieg Will Not Be
Caught Napping In Case
Another War Starts

Moscow, Sept. 283—On the heels of
Genoa followed swiftly the reduction
of the Red Army, as stipulated by the
Soviet Tepresentatives. Russia has
today an army of a million instead of
five million men a year ago.

That this reduction in the Red
Army does not mean that Soviet Rus-
sla. Is golng to be caught unpreparéd
In case of future wars is evident ro
anyone long resident in Moscow. No
better evidence of Russia's determi-
nation to be able to meet its future
enemies with in and without is need-
ed than the graduation ceremontes
of the National Military Acodemy
held in Moscow last month.

The course given by the academy
is attended by selected men in order
to qualify them as officers of the
General Staff and the highest military
posts. It is Russia's West Point, with
this exception—that its student body
is composed not only of peasants and
workers, private soldiers and petty
officers, who have shown special qual-
ificationa, but also it has as students
members of the old General Staff of
the Red Army.

Skylansky, Acting Minister of War,
Trotsky’s chief ald, in speaking to the
graduates, said:

routine is followed, for the king
makes a point of being in the open
a8 miuch as possible. One day thers
is u grouse shoot on the royal estates
or some of the nelghboring moors,
and the next sses a deer drive in Bal-
lochbule Forest, or a deer-stalking ex-
pedition around Lochnager.

Another day the King may prefer
to go fishing on the "Silvery Dee,”
one of the best salmon rivers in Scot-
land; or, again the day may be spent
in walking within the extensive royal
estate or climbing some of the sur-
rounding hills.

Days are set apart, too, for trout
fishing on Loch Mulick, and for pic-
nics and lunches with the royal house-
old and guests at one or another of
the numerous picturesque bungalows
which stand in =so of the lonely
glens within a few miles of the castle.

Petrograd, Sept. 283 —Hope that
some day the capital of Russia will
be transferred back to Petrograd ls
buoying up the spirits of many resi-
dents of this ghost llke city that
Peter the Grect built to serve as the
center of Russia's power.

No official word, not even a semi-
official hint, has been given that the
Bolshevik regime will return the cap-
ftal here from Moscow, but many
Petrogradites base thelr hopes that
this will occur on the fact that Pet-
rograd was built for government pur-
poses and is far more fitted to house
government offices than overcrowded
Mozcow,

If the time does come that the Bol-
shevik officials lose thelr fear of at-
tack from outside, these Petrograd
residents say the government nevit-
ably must return to the city that of-
fers it comfortable guarters and im-
mediate proximity, by land and sea,
to Western Europe. While the fenr
of attack exists, these same features
of Petrograd's location make it a
dangerous slte for a capital. Finland
is too close, and the Finnish Gulf and
the Nova offer anchorage for foreign
warships.

Shrewd citizens are now buying up
Petrograd’'s property and holding it
against the day when the now almaost
depopulated clty shall again be the
crowded capital.

The Petrograd port has shown
Ereat activity this summer, but most
of the fgetory chimneys of the city
and subudrbs are still smokeless, and
the streets, as compared with busy
Moscow, seem like those of a country
village.

A few perestrians; an automoblle
or two; now and then a slow moving
horse-drawn trutk, and the scattering
of cabs In the great broad avenues
lanid out by Peter the Great to make
Petrograd magnlficent, seem lost in
the citv's spaciousnaess,

Great government buildings that
border the plazas and sqnares are
now accupied by small bureaus of
the malin ministries at Moscow. Huge
palaces are empty, occupied only by
caretakers, or transferred into mu-
seums, open but a few hours each
week and even then visited only by
sightseeing tours, and now and then
a little group of art students

Many shops are open, selling most-
1y second handed furniture and cost-
Iy bric-a-brac from the houses of the
once great, but business s dull and
money is much scarcer than in spec-
niation-mad, seemingly prosperous
Mascow. -

The bishops' action authorlzes cler-
gy and lpy members who believe they
possess the power of henling to pre-
pare themsslvea “*by care and prayer
and theplogical and medical study, for
thelr proper and safe exercise' Writ-
ten approval is required for the min-
istry of Wealing, however, from the
bishops and "quallfied Christlan phy-
slcians.""

The Rev. Robert C. Carlson of the
Nawfield Methodist church, declared
he knowa of many outstanding cases
where falth has been instrumental In
the cure of lllness. The Rev. F. E.
Aitkins of Trinity Hpiscopal church,
refused to dilscuss the matier but the
consensus of opinion here appears to
be that the guestion of practice is one
requiring careful study. While
many of the minlasters believe in the
ministry of healing It ls doubtful if
any of them will attempt to practice
it at the present time.
