There seems to have been a period of
Miakspcare s hlc when his heart was ill at
case, ami ill content with the world or his
own conscience ; the memory of hours
misspent, the pang of affection misplaced
or unrequited, the experience of man's
worse nature, which intercourse with ill- -

chosen associates, by choice or circum-
stance, peculiarly teaches these, as they
sank into the depth of his great mind,
seem not only to have inspired into it the
conception of Lear and Timon, but that
of one primary character, the censurer of
mankind. This type is first seen in the
philosophic melancholy of Jacques, gazing
with undiminished serenity and with a
gaiety of fancy, though not of manner, on
the follies of the world. It assumes a
graver cast in the exiled Duke of the same
play, and next one rather more severe, in
the Duke of "Measure far Measure." In
all these, however, it is merely contem-
plative philosophy. In "Hamlet," this
is mingled with tlie impulses of a perturb-
ed heart under the pressure of extraordi
nary circumstances ; it slimes no longer,
as in the former characters, with a steady
light, but plays in fitful corruscations
amidst feigned gaity and extravagance.
In "Lear it is the flash of sudden inspi
rations across the incongruous imagery of
madness ; in "Timon" it is obscured by
the exaggerations ofmisanthropy. These
plays all belong to nearly the same period;

As you Like It". being usually referred
to 1G00, "Hamlet," in its altered form, to
about 1002, "Timon" to the same year,
"Measure for Measure" to 1003, and
"Lear" to 1001. In the later plays of
Shakspeare, especially "Macbeth," and
in the "Tempest," much of moral specu-
lation will be found, but he has never
returned to this type of character in the
personages.
