The second
was for the paving of Phelps and
Kansas streets, and the third was for
Cornell street, between Glover and
Center streets.

The fourth ordinance taken up was
that covering the eastern portion ot
Van Buren street. Commissioners
Meagher and Helffrlch were of the
opinion that the street was not settled
enough to warrant paving at this time.
Attorney Fullerton voiced the senti-

ment of the property owners who did
not want the paving. Attorney Cairns
spoke along the same line, laying
etress on the point that as paving is
only a benefit to the property owners
and not the public in- - general, he be-

lieves the wishes of the owners should
be abided by.

Mayor Bradford was spokesman in
favor of the improvement and cited in-

stances showing where property own-

ers had protested because of the con-

dition the street was In. He alao
stated that the engineers advice on
the street; was that It was fit for pav-ina- r.

''To pave at a later date wilt
cost a great deal more to the city and
property owners," said the. mayor In
his closing remarks.

He does not
say in the second whether any money
was handed back or Just what caused
him to change his mind bo suddenly.
Both affidavits, the dates show, were
made topon the same day.
