The man who made this bold and stria
ing remark is Profeeaor Benry Alien Ha-
tes, expert ineteoroloiriiit of the United
State weather bureau, who has nearly
contpietea arrangenMnts for a aeries of
not leas than 1.000 biirh altituda balloon
asiceruri.ms, to be made as often as three
nmea a day, under a new and original
principle of gas conservation, with new
scientific instruments made in England
expressly for the purpose.

He is al
ready looking forward to the construct-
ing of a balloon basket in the form of a
completely equipped open boat with air
tight compartments. In this vehicle.
stored with food and drink for many
days, the professor will set out without
a qnalm of fear.

The only apparent difficulty that has
ever beset the problem has been the in
ability of the aeronauts to keep the bal
loon on a steady horizontal plane. The
rising and the falling of the balloon can
be regulated by an original device of
Professor Hazen's. He will carry a
bucket at the end of a long rope, and wa-
ter drawn from the ocean will constitute
the necessary ballast whenever his bal
loon seems to get more buoyant. The
water will be poured out again when the
balloon needs buoyancy. Philadelphia
