CLOUDBURST IN KANSAS.

Many Bouses Moved from Their Founda
tion by the Water.

WICHITA, Kau., 20. A heavy storm vis
ited this county. The streets in this city
were flooded and in ninny cases the side-
walks were obstructed by fallen timbers
Hud shnde trees. The worst part ot the
storm centered at Alulvaue, twelve miles
south. The cloudburst flooded the entire
country nnd grain fields were under water,
which soon flooded calvertc and drains
and so flooded the Santa Fe railroad
tracks as to put out the fire in the en
gines nud holding trains for several hours.

1 he town part of Marvane was under
wnterto a depth of eisrht or ten feet and
bouses were moved off their foundations.
Ikit8 improvised from wagon beds and
rafts mndo of lumber were launched nnd
the work of re-u- began, l'robnbly
twenty families were taken out by this
means. There were no casualties, but th
property loss was heavy. One big wagon
bridge wns carried out completely aud
bumped up agaiun a second bridge and
moved it from its foundation. The water
subsided rapidly after doing much dam
age.

The response from
the crowd was deafening, and as he
alighted a neatly dressed woman presented
a beautiful bouquet of roses, which he
gracefully accepted. He then allowed
those assembled the privilege of touching
bis band. The Independent band was en
gaged lor the occasion and during the
inarch up the street Coxey was kept busy
dofliug his bat to those who crowded the
sidewalks. Coxey says the Jaxon plot
story is without foundation.

Crenerul Coxey said that he would re
main but a few days to look after his busi-
ness affairs, when he would start on his
lecture tour. This includes the following
citieR: Ashtabula, June 20; Crystal
Springs, June 23; Minneapolis, July 4,
and Brooklyn. July 23. "What will vou
do upon your return?" was asked. "Pre
pare to campaign tbe state as a candidate
for congress iu the 18th district."
