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ITE SOON WEARIES,

One Day as Counsel and Accused
Enough for Holmes.

KCCALLS HIS LAWYERS AT NIGHT.

Finds the Task Too Meavy for One Man,
lmt Shows Bome More of His Hemarks-
sle Nerve and Ability During His Dirtef
Fiay in Twe Characters—Pith of the Tes-
timony—Nick Attorney Closes the De-
fense of Durrant.

PRILADELPHIA, Oct. 90.—It became np-
Jarvat last night that the picturesque and
startling features of H. H. Holmes' earcer
were not to be confined to his destructive
wanderings over the Amerioan continent,
for with cach successive day comes some-
thing still more strange and unexpected.
Monday he dismissed his counsel and be-
2an to try his own case because the court
fefused to grant the plea made by them
for » continuance. They left the court in
ipite of Judge Arnold’s threat to disbar
them, and religiously kept away. Last
night, after fighting tooth and nall single-
handed agalnst the tremendous machinory
of the commonwealth and the apparently
=omplete chain of evidence which has been
torged around him, he threw up his bands
and sent for his lawyers, Shoemaker and
Hotan, Then he told the court what he
hasl done, and a reluctant consent to their
“untinning with the defense was given.

Kinr Witnesaes Yet to Come,

The big work of the trial—taking testi-
tnony—wnd begun promptly, and with
the exeception of brief intermissions nt
tineh anid suppor thae was continued un-
Hl nearly 9 o'clock last night. It had
been the Intention of the court to sit until
10, but the absence of a witness hindered
this and an adjournment wns taken. The
star witnesses of the trinl—Mrs, Pltzel,
Detective Geyer, Agent Borry, of the swin-
dieel Insuranee company, and the arch-
eriminal himself=yet remanin to be heard,
as also nearly two score of others.  Dis-
trict Attorney Graham remoarked that
there wis a likellhood of the trial outrl-
viling the Durrant case in point of time,
but that If night sesslons were held  regu-
Jarly it might be concluded within a
month or less.  Holmes made n plea lnst
vvening asking the court to hold but two
sossions o day,

Tunk Too Large a Contract.

In plaintive tones he sald that his physt-
onl condition was such that he felt unable
to continue  his erossoxamination of the
witnesses, amd besldes he wns subject to
slek hepdaches, Judge Arnold insisted,
however, on holding an extra session last
night, st least, and said tomorrow could
be nttonded to when it eame.  During the
supper recess which followed this incldent
Holmes privately said that the prepara-
thon of his case In bis oell Momday night
had kept him up until 4 o'clock in the
mrning. nndd that he was roussd from
Lend two hours later.  In addition to this
he hadd not eaten anything from Monday
night until 1 o clock yestesday afternoon.
It was after making this statemnent that
he et for his counsel,

Frisoner an Extraondi nary Man,

But though Holmes concluded to roeall
his counsel bocause the ordeal was too
heavy for him alone he had borne himsell
remnekably during the day. With s man
uf less nerve-force and brain-power than
Holmes, acting the composito role of pris-
ofior ut the bar and counsel for the de-
fense, the spectacle would have been
[nreicnl. But not for nn  instant did this
extrnonlinary  specimen  of  abnormal
genius —the genius to commit crime
with wonderful skill and daring—lose
control of himself.  Be it thrust or parry
from the court or from the keen and
scornful officers of the commonwenlth,
Huolres was equal to  the emergency, and
the listener, somchow, folt that he did not
get altogether the worst of the argument.

Judge Arnold
upheld the distriet attorney, and Holmes
asked for and was granted an excoption to
the ruling. Holmes compromised by ask-
tng that the witnesses connected with the
munder of Benjamin F. Pitzel be exclud-
el This was granted him and as Holmes
called out the names of the witnesses
they left the room. After the witnesses
husedl all Joft the room Holmes asked if his
wife was to be a witness,

“Agnin, 1 must ask.” said the district
attorney, “which wife you meant”

“You know,” responded Holmwes, with
o flush of anger. “The wegnan you see fit
to designate ns Miss Yoke, thereby cast-
ing a slur on her and mysell. That won-
an s my wife."”

“You cast asluron her,” Graham re-
torted, “when you married her with two
wives living. 1 call her by the pamc she
gives me, which ts Miss Yoke."

“That s for bes 1o sar.’’ sald Holsses.

*'Well, she Is not in the court reom,
concluded the prosecutor, “and 1 decline
to say whether or not she will be s wie
ness.”’

There were two physiclans called—Seott
and Mattern, the coroner’'s physician—and
Holmes showed that he had not forgotten
his medical education for his questiozs
were polnted as a general thing, aitnougn
several times it looked as though
they were asked to kill time. Both doc-
tors ayrecd that Pitzel died of chloroform
polsoning, and did not administer the
chloroform Yimnself. Dr. Henry Leffman
testified sintarly. It wasat the night
scssion that the climax of the day eame,
and the prisoner gave up his own casoand
turned It over to counsel.

This was looked upon as “byplay”’—that
is what the prosecution calls all Holmes'
moves. The taking of testhmony was
about to be resumed when Holmes arose
in the dock, and addressing the court said:
“If your honor plesse, 1 havea request to
make. In conscquence of the scver: phy-
sical stmain to which I have been subjected,
and also because of the criticlsm leveled
nqunu my former counscl, Messrs. Shoe-
maker and R.tan, I have within the past
half hour sent for thesn and asked them
to agaln assume charge of my defense. 1
&;;&:El_i like to ask if tho court will permit

“Let them come in,” sald the judge. A
moment later the two counsellors, look-
ing pale and worried, entered the court
room and Rotan, going up to the bar, was
about to enter inton lengthy explanation
when Judge Arnold curtly interrupted
with: “No apology is mecessary. Go on
with the case.” Willlam Moebins, bar-
tender in o saloon near the Callowhill
street house, testificd to Pitzel's drinking
habits. A good den: of other testimony
was given showing the presence in Phila-
delphia and their Intimacy of Holmes and
Pitzel, the former under a false name, but
much of the interest of the case has gone
with Holmes' return to the prisoner’s box.

DUPREY TOO WEAK TO STAND,
Close of the Defense In the Case of Theo-
dore Durrant.

SAN Frascisco, Oct. 30.—The closo of
the arguments for the defense in the trial
ot Theodore Durrant was marked by the
greatest crowd that cver fought for ad-
misglon to & murder trial in this city.
Judge, jurars, court,officers and attorneys
struggled for nearly an hour in a surging
throng of men and women who crowded
through the corridors leading to the court
room. The sherifl and his deputies were
not able to control the mob, and » requisl-
tion was made on the chief of police for o
sq umd of twenty men.

Dickinson for the defense closed his
spoceh at noon, and when Attorney Du-
prey anppeared at the afternoon session to
make the closing argument for the de-
fense he was nccompunied by his wife, a
nurse, and his physicinn. He looked
weak from the effects of his recent Hiness,
and by permission of the court addresasd
the jury while seated.  Duprey’s impaired
physical condition was apparcnt_in his
argument, which was o di=appolntment,
but he made one remarkable statement—
that the defense had proved wore than he
had promisod.

RAILWAY WRECK AT ST. LOU'S.

— Two suburban
trains on the Missouri Paciflc road, ono
loaded down with suburbanites returning
home from the theaters of this city, and
the other coming into town,collided within
the city limits about midnight.

—being futally hurt.

SAVAGE REVENGE

Upor a Negro Miscreant in Gov,
Culberson’s State.

LAURELS OF PARIS IN DAKGER.

Tyler Comes Near Rivaling the Texas

Town That Distinguished Itself in the
World's Falr Year—Negro Slowly Roast-
od to Death in a Pubdlic Square Before
7,000 Feople, Men, Women and Children
—Unspeakable Crime of Two Indinna,

GALVESTON, Oct. 30.—A special to The
News from Kilgore, Tex., says: At a
point about four miles from Tyler was en-
scted one of those horrible tragedies the
very recital of which causes the hearer to
shudder. A Mrs. Bell, who had been vis-
iting her mother a short distance from
home, was on her return and was mot by
& negro named Henry Hilllard. What oc-
curred can only be told by the negro
himsélf and the evidence given by the
body of the lady. The ground showed that
she had struggled for her honor and the
condition of the body told of a cruelty
that has only been equalled by “Jack the
Ripper.” After outraging the womun the
negro deliberately cut her throat and then,
taking his knife, ripped up her body.

Gave Himn Up Readily to the Mob,

A posse was quickly urganized, led by
Deputy Smith, of Tyler who with lan-
terns in hand and nided by s hound
tracked the negro to within four miles of
this place, where they found him fast
asleep in a cotton pen.  The negro’s cloth-
ing was covered with blood, which he had
attempted to wash out. Soon after the
officers had him handeuffed a mob of some
200 men, heavily armed, arrived on the
scene and demanded the immediate sur-
render of the prisoner, which was readily
given. The mob then left for the scene of
the murder, where it duly arrived. The
erowd continued to gather at the scene
until nearly 2,000 citizens of Tyler and
vicinity were there. A few moment's be-
fore the flend was brought to the place s
meeting was held and a committee wos
appointed to investigate his identity. The
rosult was a thorough identifleation.

Negro Makess Full Confeasion,

The negro mmde n full confession, in
substance as follows: “I was coming
down the rond and saw Mrs. Bell in the
rond. She was scared of me and I knew
that if I passed her she would say 1 tried
to rape her, and I concluded that I would
rape her and then Kill her, T cut her
throut and cut her] in another place
and left." Ie wrote a note to his wife
and gave it to the sheriff. It road as fol-
lows: “Iam arrested by ‘Wig' Smith.
You know what they will do with me. 1If
1 don’t see you any more good-bye.” After
his confession and thorough identificationa
vote was taken as to the mode of punish-
ment,

Agreed to Have a Great Show.

It was unanimously agreed to burn him,
and it was agréed that he should suffer
the penatly on the public square. At
Tyler no less than 7,000 people were as-
fsembled. Large crowds of ladies and
children were congregated on the awnings
surrounding the public plazn. Wagons,
carringes, trees and buildings were con-
verted into grond stands and were

thronged., A seaffold was crected in the |

center of the square. Wagons ladsn with
kindling wood, coal oil and straw were
driven to the scene and placed In position,
The negro was then given an opportunity
to speak. His words were innudible, but
when he offered up his last priyer his
words could be heard for several blocks.
Burned Him Slowly to Death.

He was then Iashed to the iron raill that
extended through the platform.  Bell, the
husband of his victim, applied the match
and the flame shot upward, enveloping
the brute in shoets of fire. He begged for
mercy and it was meted out to him just
as he was merciful to the woman whose
soul he had sent to cternity. As fast as
the wood thrown around him was con-
sumed It was quickly replenished. From
the time the mateh was applied until he
was incinerated was cxactly fifty minutes.

Nstives All Took a Holiday.

The 1. and G. N. south-bound train was
crowded with people from the towns
north. Hundreds of negroes witnessed the
execution and representative negroes ex-
pressed thelr indorsement of the punish-
ment. The officers were powerless and
the sheriff wirod the governor, but his
message was too lnte.  All business houses
and factorics closed and the blg Cotton
Belt shops were descerted

DEVILTRY OF TWO INDIANS

Most Infernal Crime Against a Girl of 12
Years in Washington.

SPOKAXNE, Oct. 30.—Chief Deputy United
States Marshal Vinson has returncd here
from the Okanagon rescrvation bringing
the news of a most horrible erimeo perpe-
trated by two Indians named Chukwaskie
and Peickelpetsy. They stole a little 12-
yearold girl, Mary, daughter of James
Poil, and taking her out in the mountains
repeatedly asssulted her, then tied her,
Mazeppa-like, upon a eayus: and turned
her adrift on the wild country to the
north. For nearly twodays tha ea
wand red nimlessly about the wilderness,
with the senscless vietim firmly strapped
upon its back.

Thus she was found by a party of search-
ers out Jooking for her. The child was re-
stored to conssiousness with great diffi-
culty, when she related the story of her
terrible sufferings. The country is belng
scourcd for the Indians, and if caught a
terrible revenge Is in store for them.
