Mow Xintcam Wears the Hook.
All who have been to Niagara knoTV

(hat the cataract is divjded by Coat
the larger portfpii of the fall be-

ing on the Canadian side cf the river.
Th's part is known as the Horseshoe
fail and was so named because years
ago it was ideutical with a horseshoe
In shape. A few years ago a V shaped
break occurred toward the Now York
fide, and since then other changes have
taken place, until today the Horseshoe
fail is more like its original form, but
clearly shows the effects of the wear-
ing of the water".

Many people fail to see how the falls
wear the rock away, and this is a little
mystery until the exadt conditions are
realized. The ledge of l ock over which
the water of both thi American and
Horseshoe falls flow s of hard lime-
stone. It is all f GO feet thick and
naturally very heavy. Underneath this
ldge of limestone ihcre are the shales
of tiie Niagara locality. This soft rock
I many feet thick. The rook of the
Horseshoe fall is unprotected, and as
the water falls over the precipice and
boils in the river below it washes away
the s ft shale beneath the limestone,
so that the limestone is left in sheflike
form, projecting fnr out into the gorge.
Observant visitors to the falls have no
doubt noticed this condition.

In the course of time the shale foun-
dation cf the limestone ledge is exca-
vated to such a point that the unsup-Iorto- d

lodge breaks away by its own
weight, and the crest line of the Horse-
shoe fall recedes so much farther.
Then the water attacks the newly ex-Io-- ed

shale, and in time the process
outlined is repeated. This has been g'-i- ng

on for centuries, and it will con-

tinue until the falls of Niagara are no
more.

How They Locked lllm I .
Proceeding to the village lockup, in

which there are two cells, he un-
locked one of llieiu, and. stepping
aside, told the men to enter, when he
was confronted by three revolvers, one
in the hand of each of his visitors. He
was compelled to surrender his keys
and enter the cell. After securely
fastening the marshal in. the men.
who had been joined by two others,
proceeded to the blacksmith shop of
William Schereii. Here they secured
crowbars, a sledge, mid chisels and
then went to the private bank of
B'odgett Bros. Prying the door open
they entered and attacked Ihe safe
with dynamite, blowing off the outer
door, bu.t failing to open the strong
1m.

Got $100 from Flutter's More.
Tl.ey then prooeclel to the store of

K. Butler, the largest of its kind In
tia county, and forcing au entrance
broke into the safe, from the cash
drawer of which they secured .SbNl
Helping themselves to such other
tilings as suited their fancy, paying
particular attention to cutlery and
guns, the marauders entered anr.ithor
store near by. but secured no valua-
bles. They proceeded to ihe railroad
roundhouse, whit h they forced open,
atiil secured a handcar, on which they
fi.-.l- . When the robbers left Butler's
store they dropped a lighted fuse,
w hich started a tiro.
