Springfie'd, Jan. 14 —Thousands of
people from every. county thronged
the city today to attend the inaugura
tion of Gov. Richard Yates. The
weather was beaatiful, the sun shin-
ing brightly and the temperature
springlike.

The feature this morning was the

parade, which started at 10:50, reach-
ing the state capitol at noop. Yates
was enthusiastically greeted at every
hand.

The Two Governors.

When Yates and Tanner appeared
on the piatform in representative hall,
where the two branches of the legis-
lature had assembled, there were great
cheers from the crowds in the hall.

Speaker Sherman called the joint
session to order. Judge Hanecy ad-
ministered the oath of office to the
officers-elect. The retiring governor,
John R. Tanner, made & brief speech,

Gentlemen of the Forty-Second Gener-

al Assembly and Fellow-Citizens:

The constitution of the state of II-
linols specifically provides that the
governor shall, al the commencewent
of each.session, and al the close of his
term of office, glve to the general as-
sembly, Information,
the condition of the state, and shall
recommend such measures ag he shall
deem expedient. It also requires him,
at the commenceinent of each regular
session, to present estimates of the
amonnt of money required 1o be
raised by taxation, for all purposes.
T'he able and exbaustive message to
the general assembly which bas just
been transmitted thereto by my dls-
tinguished predecessor, the Hon. John
R. Tannper, has fully complied with

the constitution to furnish additional
informmtion, I would be at a loss to
Enow where to go to get it.

Might Pursne a Mistaken Course,

Many of my predecessorshave when
about to come Into offiee, found such
a condition of affairs, that they have
deemed it best to, in their inaugural
wddresses, buth wonvey information
and recommend legislation. They
were, of course, Justified in so doing.
For myself, however, believing as 1
do, that the constitution does not re-
quire specific recommendatious from
a new governor, before he has, by ex-
perience, acquired Informmtion and
learned what wmweasures ought to be
recommended, 1 feel compelled to say
that at this time my knowledge of
state affairs I8 so limlted, that it
wouki be discourteous to attempt to
convey that limited knowledge to the
legislature. And, as to recommenda-
tlops, I have had so little opportunity
to welgh the merits of the great nunge
ber of measures which have been sug-
gested, that I feel that I might be pur-
suing a mistnken course, were I now
to Indulge in recommendation of any
of them. If at any time, within the
session, I shall become satisfled that
it is my duty to recommend to the
general assembly auy “partienlar sub-
ject, for consideration, I Shall not hea-
gate to exercise the constitutional pre-
rfogatives of the executive,in that par-
ticular, fecling well assured that the
weneral assembly will appreciate my
motives in then communicating with
them, as doubtless they do now ap-
preciate my present action in refrain-
ing from =so doing.

An Important Occaslon.

The fact that 1 bave to suggestions
to make to you, the general n's'-momhl}'.
with reference 1o weasures to come
before you, at tlrds session, does not
debar me from endeavoring to briefiy
give expression to some of the feel-
ings which follow us to this place.
This occasion is of lmport to us all.
Its significance is not to be belittled.
It Is not merely an hour of pardona-
ble pleasure and pride to the six of
uswho have assumed the reqmnth]sw
of officials of the state at mrge. To
every member of the state senate and
honse it is also a moment of conse-
gquence. Although days have passed |
since you,.in both your houses, per-
fected your orgauization and ar-
ranged prellminary detalls, you have
scarcely, as yet, settled into your re-
spective places, and this hour begins,
in fact, your actlve service. t is ap-
proprfiate that. while you are paus-
ing, #0 to speak, before entering upon
the performmncee of vour active dutles,
the state, too. should paunse. and. with
due sntisfaction, reflect that here, at
its capitol, there sit, as its renators
aud represeatatives, this hody of far-
sighted, clear-headed and higb-ninded
men. 4t is guite certain thay this gen-
eral agssembly cannot sulfer by com-
parison, Illinois has just eause 'to feel
proud of its legizlature. amd to rely
ppon the fidellty of that legisiature.

Difficulries and Perplexities,
I peetl not exhiort you to wear your.
bonors worthily, - But 1 jgoay be per-
wmiitted to remind you that to do so i3
no easy. matter. The difficultles and
perplexities continnally  confronting
the legislator aze not generally appre-
ciated. They are necessarily many
and great. More than that, they are
complex and intricate. They involve
exhaunstive attention. Many times.
state legislators get little credit for
their Inbors, which are really arduous.
In the performance of their duties,
the line between the right and the
wrong is often somewhat obscured
and hard to find. There will doult-
less be many times, In trying days to
some, when you and I both will seek
for a time, at least, almost In vain,
for absolutely satisfactory solution of
pending problems, Good Intentions
alone will not suffice for our correct
guidance. 8o many different factors
may affect any given sitnation. that
the resuit will, If we are not very care-
fnl, be far from either desirable to
gs, or advaniagedus to the people—
and this in spite of all lofty motive
and -high incentive and sincere desire
ta do right. Such being the case, it
s certainly ground for congratulation
that. in the present general assembly,
there undoubtedly abide. in fact, both
that lofty motive and that high incen-
tive which the people so much desire.
No Power to Rectify Errors.

We all realize that there is, for the
time being, no power to rectify our
errors, If we make them. There is no
immediate help for the state, if, from
your hands and mine, there comes, dur-
ing the ensuing two years, a fabric
of legislation which Is defective in
construction and detrimental in effect.
It behioovaes us all. therefore, to: in all
that we do, move and act with wise
and just instincts. We shvould consid-
er well, before we disturb well settled
comditions, which are satisfactory. I
ath satisfied that such is the wish of
the people. Thera is a wide-spread
feeling, in all states, that there may be
too mnch government and oo many
laws. 1 participate In this feeling, my-
self, and so do many of you. Indeed,
it is, in part. because of this feeling,
that I have decided not to make any
recommendations to youn cohcerning
legislation, There doubtless never was
a law =0 good but that it might be bet-
tered by amendment. There, doubt-
less, are many of our laws which could
be improved, There are, perhaps, some
which ought to be abolished. There
probably are some which ought to be
abollshed, provided other better ones
could be put in their places. And,
lastly, there are, probably; some en-
tirely new, which ought to be passed.
As a matter of course, proper appro-
priafion bills and an equitable re-ap-
portionment are absolutely esgential.

No Plans for Legisiation. 3

I'eking, Jan. 14.—The joint note of
the powers has finally been ﬁlgned‘by
the Chinese peace commissioners.,
Prince Ching signed Saturday and Li
Hung Chang, who is better, signed it
yesterday. It is understood that the
malady from which Li Hung Chang
is suffering is Bright's disease. He
was feeling worse Saturday and there-
fore postponed the affixing of his sig-
nature, but Prince Ching was bopeful
‘that he would be able 1o sign yester-
day, which proved to be the case.

Ching Makes o Frotest.

Prince ' Ching has protested to the
court against the appointment, sald to
e contemplated, of Viceroy Chang
Chih Tung as a plenipotentiary In the
place of L1 Hung Chang., He thinks
the latter's advice absolutely essential,
although he belleves it might be ad-
visable to appoeint a third plenipotenti-
ary for China and reiterates his desire
for the appointment of Sheng, who
would be acceptable to the foreigners,
So far as Chang Chih Tung I8 con-
verned the envoys who know him per-
sonally say that while he Is strongly
anti-foreign, and has never made auy
secret of his likes and dislikes, they
Lelieve he wonld be a satisfactory rep-
resentative of the Chinese. and there
would not be hiny objections to him on
the score of his recent utierances, In-
deed, some of the ministers think it
would be wise for China to maka
Chang Chih Tung a plenipotentiary.

TWENTY MILES AWAY

Pretorin—Cut the Rallway and

Fight forSix Hours,

Protoria, Jan. 14 —I'riday night the
Boers eut the wires between Irene
and Olifantsfontein =stations. Early
Saturday morning 800 Boers under
Commandant Beyer invested Kaalfon-
tein station, A hot pifle and shell
fire with two tield pleces and a Maxim
was maintained for six*hours. An ar-
mored train and reinforcements were
sent fram Pretoria ,but before they
had arrived upon the scene the gar-
rison had driven off the Boers, who
retired unmolested with a tramsport
frain half a mile long. The Boers
blew up the line beyond Kaalfontein,
compelling the mail train to return
here. 1t is supposed that their ob-
ject was 1o obtain supplies, a great
quantity of which Is stored at Kanl-
foutein. The British bad no casual-
ties.

London, Jan. 14—The war office
has received the following dispatch
from Lord KXitchener, dated Pre-
toria, Jan. 13: “About 1,400 Boers
the Jline, attacking both
Zuurfontein and Kaalfontein sta-
tions, but were driven off. They are
being pursued by a cavalry brigade.”
Lord KRitchener reports also several
gkirmishes at different points, with
trifling British Tosses, and adds:
“Three agents of the peace commis-
sioners were taken as prisoners to De
Wet's laager near Lindley, Jan, 10.
One, who was a British subject, “was
flogged and then sghot, The other
two, burghers, were flogged by De
Wet's orders.”

The Daily Telegraph publishes a
three-column dispateb from its corre-
spondent at Brussels, giving a con-
versation with Dr. Leyds and Abram
I'ischer. The general purport of the
siatement of the Boer representatives
iz .that “Great Britain Is still under
false lmpressions concerning. the war,
as she always has been,” and that
“the Boers are fully resolved to con-
tinue the struggie and aré as hopeful
now as they were a year ago, of pre-
serving their -lndependeneo"'

FATAL CHICAGO PANIC

Seven Deaths and a Score Injured
the Result of a False
Alarm of Fire.

MANY OF THE VIOTIMS OHILDREN

Mothers in Their Frantic Fight
Throw Little Ones Down
From the Balcony.

Chicago, Jan, 14—Seven persons
were crushed 1o death and as maoy
wore  seriously  injured in a pauic
which followed a man's false alurm
of *“fire” late Saturday afternoon in
West Twelfth Street Turpner hall,
About S00 people were in the place,
gathered to witness the performauce

of a phiy entitled “The Green-Horn.”

The following people were killed: Re-
becca Lidsley; Annie Goldberg, aged
7: Regina Millenbach, aged 4: Annie
Saloman, aged 37; George Shaffer,
aged 9: Mrs. Samuel Mendelsohn;
Birdie Xidmann.

Twenty-Two Feverely Hurt,

follows: Beekl Adler, aged 16, legs
broken; Bella Adler, legs injured; Joe

FRANTIC WOMEN IN THE GALLERY,

Throw Thelr Children Over the Ralling to
the Floor Below,

Around the upper nart of tha hell

Exiends a daicony which s open only
2t one end. Here were seated 150 wom-
en and children, and the women at the
farther end of the baleony, away from
the stairway, seeing that the rush to-
ward the exit was blocked to them and
their children, began at once to throw
the little ones over the railing ifo the
fioor ten feet helow. 'The children fell
into the midst of the maddened throng
and were at once trampled under foot.
It Is known that three of the dead
were chlldren who were thrown from
the balecony and were trampled by the
crowd, with not a chance for their
lives. Fallowing the children many of
the women sprang from the baleony
upon the crowd Delow and others
swinging over hung by their hands be-
fore they dropped.

On the mnin floor the crush wasg
much worse than in the balcony. The
main exits from the hall, and the only
ones Known to a it jority of those who
frequent the place, are two doors in the
gouth end of the main auditorium that
open upon winding stairs, which eight
steps down unite into one broader
dight leadiug to the main door at the
Tweilgh street front. Around these
"two doors n frantlc mass of scream-
ing men, women and children was
packed, all struggling fiercely to force
their way down the siairs, At the
landing where the two flights of stairs
windingdown from the main hall unite
a woman stumbled and fell. Ino an in-
stant a =core of people were down,
and before the rush was over, four
lives had been c¢rushed out in a space
four feet wide by six feet long.

Within five minutes after the be-
ginning of the panic it was sall over,
and the police and firemen who came
burrylng to the scene of the disaster
were called upon to do uwothing beyond
carrylng away the dead and injured
and keeping back thethousauds of peo-
ple who tried to force their way Into
the bnilding. As soon as the news of
the panie had spread throughout the
district—which seemed but a very few
minutes—all the Hebrews from that
part of the c¢ity rushed to the place
bent upon learning the names of the
dead and wounded. Men and women
fonght desperately with the officers in
their efforts to enter the building and
learn If any of thejr loved ones were
among the dead.

Later—All the persons who were
reported missing Saturday mnight afr-
er the panic in the Twelfth Street
Turner hall were accounpted for yves-
terday. 1t i= thought now that none
of the injured will die. In the Jew-
ish gquarter it is asserted ‘that the
panic was started with malicious in-
temt. The manager of the hall dde-
chares his belief that the paniec Satur-
aday night and a slmilar—but less se-
ripus—stampede there a few weeks
previons, were started with the inten-
tion of injuring h!- !m ]:‘iu;.,
