FORMER'S ANSWER IS HERE

Given to the President Place of Meet-

ing Now Being Dis-

cussed.

St. Petersburg, June 12. The Rus-

sian official reply will be printed in the
Official Messenger tomorrow or Wed-
nesday. At the foreign office this af-

ternoon the Associated Press was in-

formed Japan's indication of time and
place for the meeting of the plenipo-
tentiaries is expected within 24 or 48
hours at the most.

Will Mare Full Power.
Russia's plenipotentiary will be

clothed with full power to receive Jap-
an's terms and give Russia's answer,
which will involve the power to con-
clude temporary suspension of hostili-
ties. Such suspension probably will
be limited to from three to eight days,
in which Russia will decide whether it
is possible to proceed.

Hitch Haa
St. Petersburg, June 12. All at-

tempts to create the impression that
there is the slightest hitch in prelimin-
aries to negotiations are absolutely
without a shadow of foundation. For-
eign Minister Lamsdorff has formally
notified several continental powers
that a meeting of plenipotentiaries to
see whether it is possible to agree to
terms of peace is assured.

out that Russia is only desirous of as-
