Investigation By Grand Jury to Follow

Peoria, March 13. Judge T. N.
Green, presiding in the circuit court of
Peoria county, while Instructing the
March grand jury yesterday afternoon,
told the Investigating body that he
had been personally told by Jurors in
the November trial of the $50,000 dam
age suit of Congressman Graff and
Judge Curran against the sanitary dig- -

trict of Chicago that they bad been of--

fered bribes by the agents of the san
itary district.

Peoria Man Offered $SOO.
The court told the grand Jury that

one juror had been offered 1500 for his I

vote in this case by a Peoria man and
that this information would be pre-
sented to the investigating body. He
did not disclose the identity of the par
ties involved. In the hands of State's
Attorney Scholtz is testimony that an
employe of the-Xatio- hotel, named
Neidelhoffer, who was' a witness and
agent for the sanitary district in the
recent trial and whose home Is in
Joliet, held a consultation with two of
the jurymen in a room at the National
hotel the night before the jury retired
to consider its verdict. This informa
tion also will be presented to the grand
jury and the court instructed the Jury
to make a rigorous investigation and
return indictments if the evidence war
ranted.

Score Verdict.
Congressman Graff and Judge Cur

ran sued for $50,000 damages on 1,800
acres of bottom land. The jury re
turned a verdict of $750, which Judge
Green characterized as "outrageous
and out of line with the evidence. He
said further, that he would gladly have
set the verdict aside if either side had
entered such a motion.
