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COUNTY IS BROKE

Supervisors will Allow no More
Bills for Supplies 'or Ser-

vices for a Year.

THE FUNDS ARE EXHAUSTED

Resolutions Inspired by Financial Dif-

ficulties Are AdoptedNew
Grand Jury Named.

The board of supervisors will allow
r.o more bills for probably a year.

The funds available for 1908 have

been exhausted, an4 the board will
allow no bills for supplies or services
until there is cash with which to meet
the county warrants. This ' was de-

termined by ihe board yesterday after-
noon, when a resolution offered by
Supervisor Shallberg was adopted.

The resolution sets out that "the
bills allowed and appropriations made

"at this and prior meetings of the board
wiUcompletely exhaust all funds pro-

duced by the tax levy of 1907 and col-

lected in 1908, and there will be no
available funds for at least one year
from this date," and provides that "the
board takes this means of notifying
all persons who may furnish supplies
or render services for the county after
this date, that under the law no coun-
ty orders can be isoued unless there
are available funds to pay same; con-
sequently, no bills against the county
will be allowed by the board here-
after until they can be pid in accord-
ance with law."

Appro! in I.ri;lNlature.
The board also decided to appeal

to the state legislature for relief in
this financial difficulty, and a resolu-
tion was offered by Supervisor Rich-
mond to this effect was adopted. The
resolution sets forth that many coun-
ties, of the state are unable to meet
outstanding indebtedness and cuxrent
expenses by the funds obtained from
the existing sources of revenue, and
therefore the legislature is asked to
take measures to provide relief and
make it possible for the counties to
raise funds sufficient to meet the re-

quirements. The clerk was instructed
fo send copies of this resolution to all
the counties of the state.

The board ordered a special elec-

tion in South Moline and Moline on
the question of annexing a portion
of South Moline township to Moline
township. The petition for the elec-
tion was filed for the purpose of main-
taining the city of Moline and the
township coextensive in case the an-
