The real introduction of beet sugar,
however, is attributable to the hatred
of England, which had important
an influence on the policy of Napoleon,
The emperor's decree of 1810, which
forbade the importation of English j

colonial sugar, deprived France of a
product of prime necessity. Napoleon
found himself forced to find some sub-

stitute. Munificent grants to scientists
and bounties to manufacturers, after
many failures and much discourage-
ment, resulted in the finding of a beet
formula. Napoleon encouraged, both
personally and financially, the dawn-
ing industry, and founded schools to
teach the process of manufacture
Four imperial factories, producing six
million pounds a year, were founded
in 1812. There are today 251 large
